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1. Overall Description:

In SA6 architecture for enabling Edge Applications, the Edge Enabler Server (EES) facilitates use of 3GPP core network capability exposure by the Edge Application Servers. For this purpose, the Edge Enabler Server requires to translate information of a UE, such as UE's IP address provided by the Edge Application Server, to the GPSI of the UE.

This IP address provided by the Edge Application Server could be the UE's private (i.e. non-NAT’d) IP address or the public (i.e. NAT’d) IP address, in case NAT systems are employed by the 3GPP network.

Question to SA2:

Does the core network provide an API to translate UE's IP address (private and public) to its GPSI, and if not, would it be feasible to provide such functionality in Rel-17 in order to address SA6 requirement for UE IP address translation?

Note to SA3:

Since the GPSI may be used by an Edge Application Server to obtain sensitive information about a UE, such as UE's location, SA6 kindly asks SA3 to consider the role of user and user's consent in providing the GPSI or any sensitive information about the UE to an Edge Application Server.
