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1. Introduction
This pCR proposes changes on information elements for Application Client and UE in Service Provisioning Request. 
2. Reason for Change
Information elements in Application Client Profile are not always available at an EEC and thus cannot be mandatorily included in the Service Provisioning request. 
If information for Application Client is necessary for Service Provisioning, Application Client ID can be included.
UE ID (e.g. GPSI) is required for interactions between the ECS and the 3GPP CN via EDGE-8. For example, the UE ID can be utilized to obtain UE location, which can be used for selecting EES(s).
