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1. Overall Description:

SA6 thanks SA5 for their LS on the relation between EDGEAPP and ETSI MEC architectures. SA6 has identified that ETSI MEC architecture has been widely used for commercial deployment. It is meaningful and necessary to align with ETSI MEC. SA6 has identified that relation between EDGEAPP and ETSI MEC mainly located in EES and MEP, ECS and MEPM. So, SA6 plan to align with EES and MEP, ECS and MEPM, EDGE-3 and Mp1, EDGE-6 and Mm5. Other parts don’t involve.
For relationship between EAS and MEC application, SA6 has identified the EAS includes the overall deployment architecture and circumstance of application such as hardware, virtualization layer, capability layer and application. But MEC application only refers to the application deployed on application layer and SaaS service it provided. MEC application is part of EAS.
