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1. Overall Description:

SA6 thanks SA5 for the LS in S6-202045 on the relation between 3GPP EDGEAPP and ETSI MEC.

SA6 has the following responses to SA5's questions:

1. For the relationship between EDGEAPP and ETSI MEC architectures depicted in annex C in TS 23.558, does SA6 plan to align with ETSI MEC on the related entities and reference points?
SA6: The 3GPP EDGEAPP architecture is considered as a global industry architecture for edge computing deployments for mobile networks. Annex C is an informative illustration of a possible relationship that can exist between ETSI MEC and EDGEAPP. In Rel.17, SA6 does not plan to conduct any detailed analysis on the alignment between ETSI MEC and EDGEAPP.
2. What is the relationship between EAS and MEC application, which are contained in the same box in annex C in TS 23.558?

SA6: Both EAS and MEC application are application servers and can provide the same application layer related functionalities. EAS utilizes the services of EES as specified in 3GPP TS 23.558 whereas MEC application utilizes the services provided by MEC platform as specified in ETSI MEC 003. The EAS and MEC application can be collocated in an implementation.
