This pCR addresses the issue on coordinating application context relocation scenarios.
2. Reason for Change
One or more application context relocation scenarios can be determined to be applied according to service level agreement (offline agreement) or decision of Edge Enabler Server. The EES’s decision may be based on the ECSP policy and the involved entities’ capability to detect and trigger application context relocation. If ECSP policy and capabilities of the involved entities are not available at the EES, the EES perform runtime coordination with providing in-progress indication for on-going ACR. This approach can reduce duplicated initiation of application context relocation procedures and signaling overhead.

If these preliminary information is not available at the EES, the EES may perform the instantaneous coordination with providing the detection entities with in-progress indication for on-going ACR.
