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1. Overall Description:

In the context of the EDGEAPP work item, SA6 identifies the following questions are identified, which have impact on the mechanisms at Edge Enabler Layer (Application Layer) to support AF discovery:
During AF discovery, a suitable AF is determined amongst candidate AFs, based on geographical distance between the UE's location and the AFs' geo location. It is assumed that this determined AF will also be the closest in terms of the UP path to the UE.
Question#1: Is the above assumption correct?
If the answer to Question#1 is No, then there is an additional impact as follows:

For AF discovery in SA6, DNAI is also considered for determining the closest AF in terms of the UP path to the UE. Currently, SA2 only supports notification of a target DNAI when DNAI change event occurs related to an ongoing PDU session. 
AF discovery can also be performed even in the following cases:

a. When UE (application client) has no PDU session associated with an AF; or 
b. When UE is stationary with an on-going PDU session. 
In these cases, the DNAI is not available for AF discovery which may lead to the determination of an AF which may not be the closest in terms of the UP path to the UE.
Question#2: Will SA2 support notification of a DNAI for the above cases?
