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1. Overall Description:

In the context of the EDGEAPP work item, SA6 has introduced a service provisioning mechanism in which the the ECS selects EES which resides in the closest EDN based on the geographic location information of the UE. 
Currently, there is no unanimity in SA6 on whether the closest geographical distance between the UE's geographic location and the EDN's geographic location also means that the UE has the shortest UP path to the EDN.
Question: SA6 requests SA2 to confirm whether closest geographical distance corresponds to shortest UP path?
This clarification is important because ECS can be deployed in a non-MNO domain and it is not possible for such ECS to obtain the UE's 3GPP location information (e.g. Cell/TA list) to ascertain whether the closest geographical distance between UE and the EDN may also be the shortest in terms of UP path.
If ECS selects EES without considering the shortest UP path between the UE and the EDN where the selected EES is deployed, then the UE is unable to consume the services from a EES which is closest to it, even when such EES could be available which is deployed at the EDN which is at the shortest UP path from the UE.
