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1	Overall description

During SA6 discussion on the solutions for OP Federation, there are some views about GSMA OP requirements on OP federation relationship and communication. 
In SA6 discussion, there are two solutions for Edge application discovery in Edge Node sharing scenario.
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Figure1-1:  UE obtain Edge Node information from Home OP
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Figure1-2:  UE obtain Edge Node information from Partner OP


The following aspects emerged when discussing cases involving home OP has business agreement with partner OP and User client of home OP receives service from partner OP:

Q1: Whether User Client(s) (i.e. EEC in EDGEAPP) belonging to home OP (based on service subscription) is allowed to connect to the edge platform of partner OP to consume edge platform services from partner OP (shown in figure 1-2).

Q2: Whether User Client(s) belonging to home OP can connect via edge platform of home OP to consume edge platform services from partner OP (shown in figure 1-1). 

Q3: Is there the case (e.g. edge node sharing) that home OP requests partner OP to deploy a certain Edge Application Server on partner OP platform to serve the User Clients of home OP specifically?

Q4: Whether the Application relocation is considered in the Edge Node Sharing scenario? 

Q5: Is there the case (e.g. edge node sharing) where User Client(s) belonging to home OP and connected to the EAS in the home OP can then be connected to the EAS which is deployed in the partner OP by the home OP due to EAS relocation?

Q6: Is there the case that UE connected to the EAS which is deployed in the partner OP by the home OP, can then be connected to the EAS which belongs to another partner OP due to EAS relocation?

Q7: Is the OP only restricted for deployments by the Mobile Network Operators? 

Q8: Can the OP be deployed by the ECSP (e.g. Hyperscaler)? If yes, in such deployments, when the EAS is deployed by an ECSP-A (e.g. Hyperscaler) in the partner ECSP-B (e.g. another Hyperscaler), whether such EAS can be used for providing service for the User of ECSP-A specifically (Similar to Q3).
