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During the #13 meeting in Harpenden, UK, TSG T1/RF has discussed some changes in the test specification for the demodulation performance with DL power control for constant BLER target (see core requirement in 25.101, Section 8.8.1). During this discussion a question about the setting of the dynamic range of the DL power control for this test was raised. In particular it was not clear which values TSG RAN WG4 was assuming for the parameters “Maximum_DL_Power” and “Minimum_DL_Power” (defined in 25.214, Section 5.2.1.2) when the demodulation performance was determined. Furthermore, the values of the parameters “Limited Power Raise Used”, “Power Raise Limit”,  “DL_Power_Averaging_Window_Size” (see also 25.214, Section 5.2.1.2) need to be explicitly defined in order to describe well defined test conditions. TSG T1/RF would therefore like to ask TSG RAN WG4 to provide information about the assumed values of the above-listed parameters as used in the derivation of the required demodulation performance. An answer to this LS from TSG RAN WG4 by the beginning of the next TSG T1/RF meeting on August 28th would be appreciated.
