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Summary

This document proposes MAC tests for inclusion into T1-99063.

The following items should be implicitly tested by other procedures, and therefore should not require specific tests:

Selection of the RACH transmission timing offset, spreading code and signature.

Transport format selection

Traffic volume measurements
