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INTRODUCTION

This LS is in response to the LS from TSG T2 SWG6 on the subject topic, tdoc number TSGT1S#4(99)029.

T1/SIG would like to respond with comments and information in two sections as follows :

· Terminal Baseline and Service Implementation Capabilities in the areas of T1/SIG

· General Comments and Recommendation to T2 SWG6.

TERMINAL BASELINE AND SERVICE IMPLEMENTATION CAPABILITIES

The T1/SIG SWG would like to inform T2 SWG6 of our plans and document structure.

The areas of interest for the T1/SIG Sub Working Group are those related Signaling Protocol Conformance testing for Terminals and ancillary equipment.

T1/SIG is in the early stages of generating the document structure that would contain the output of T1/SIG, and therefore is only able to provide information referenced by Document/Section Number, etc. Since the actual content of the sections is not available yet, the definition of what may constitute Baseline Implementation Capability versus a Service Implementation Capability is likely to change. Additionally, T1/SIG takes the view that conformance testing also constitutes something akin to a set of Baseline or Service “implementation capability” even though it may not strictly fall under such a label, and a new category labeled Baseline or Service “Conformance Test Requirements” may be required. T1/SIG seeks the guidance of T2 SWG6 on this matter.

Attached to this LS is the T1/SIG document Table of Contents, wherein each section or sub-section is indicated as B or S for the respective Capability. 

GENERAL COMMENTS AND SUGGESTIONS TO T2 SWG6 ON THE AREAS OF T1/SIG EXPERTISE.

A. Definition of Baseline and Service Capability

T1/SIG has reviewed the definition of Baseline Capabilities in the T2 SWG 6 LS, and must admit to a bit of confusion on the subject. A Baseline Terminal could strictly be interpreted as a terminal which only provides the capability to register within a 3G cell. However, T1/SIG is of the opinion that a practical definition of Baseline needs to include somewhat more. It could even be argued that Speech should be “defined” to be a baseline capability, since it is conceivable that even data-only terminals would also need to provide a speech (or audio) path for call progress or manual-assisted call set-up purposes, or other casual use, in addition to POTS use. Defining the Baseline Capability as suggested above would change the meaning of baseline to encompass a more usable/useful terminal rather than a theoretical concept which would leave out essential required functions/tests.

T1/SIG would like to ask the guidance of T2 SWG6 on this matter. 

Additionally, T1/SIG would like to suggest that Baseline Capability needs to be defined more exactly, and that the current definition is not precise enough and too open to interpretation.

As a helpful step in the process, T1/SIG would like to ask T2 SWG6 whether the following capabilities should or do fall into the definition of Baseline Capability.

· Power up and Registration within a cell

· Call Set-up of a basic measurement channel in order to confirm that a requisite minimum level of signal quality has been established.

· Terminal capability to initiate handover.

· Loopback testing capability

· Terminal Measurement and Reporting of received signal quality.

· Hard handover

· Soft handover

· Location determination to within a cell

· Location determination for purposes of Power Control

· Location determination for Emergency access if mandated by a Regional regulatory requirement.

· A basic Speech POTS call 

Additionally, in light of the above, T1/SIG would like the guidance of T2 SWG6 as to whether the determination of Baseline or Service in the attached TOC should be altered.

B. MINIMUM CONFORMANCE TESTING AND TYPE-APPROVAL

T1/SIG is aware of the new European Parliament Directive on R&TTE which removes all mandates for Certification, Type-Approval and Conformance testing in favor of manufacturers’ Self-Certification and Declaration. Similar trends are evident in other regions. T1/SIG seeks the guidance of T2 SWG6 in this matter, with reference to what level of conformance test suites should developed, and general guideline as to the partitioning into Mandatory versus Voluntary and Optional testing, in addition to the Baseline and Service partitioning currently defined in T2 SWG6. In particular, T1/SIG would like guidance on the mandatoriness or optionality of Terminal Inter-operability signaling tests.
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
