24.008 clause 4.7.4.2.2 for Detach procedure with ‘re-attach not required’ suggests that "The MS shall, after the completion of the GPRS detach procedure, initiate a GPRS attach procedure.". This clause does not specify whether the ATTACH is performed in the same RRC Connection or whether a new connection is required.

· In 34.123-3 v330 TTCN implementation, when SS receives Detach Accept from UE it sets a Timer (delay) before releasing RRC connection,during this delay if UE sends optional Attach Requst on the existing RRC connection, is not handled by the RRC default test step.
