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The MExE group thanks the SDR Forum for the presentation it received on the SDR Forum's activities, and its proposed liaison with the MExE group.  The MExE group has now received formal approval to liase with the SDR Forum, and looks forward to fruitful co-operation.

The MExE group notes that MExE, including WAP as an enabling technology for MEXE, has been suggested as a potential enabler for the SDR Forum, and that the SDR Forum are considering co-operation with the WAP Forum and the MExE group to achieve its goals.  The MExE group welcomes the comments from the SDR Forum.

MExE is already capable of downloading manufacturer functions below the application layer by handset manufacturers. It has been noted that there could be regulatory problems with download of new code, with regard to the type approval of the software to be downloaded, and this issue requires further consideration.  Further, the MExE group has standardised the download mechanisms to handsets, but not the functionality of downloaded code or the APIs to support this.  Such functionality is performed using signed content security mechanisms, and restricted to the handset manufacturer's domain.

The MExE group is currently finalising work on its Release 99 work, and will be considering additional areas of standardisation as part of Release 2000.  The MExE group looks forward to hearing further details on the areas of co-operation and liaison which the SDR Forum considers to be important.
