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1 Opening of Meeting

3 Notification of IPR responsibilities

The Chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organisational Partners to inform their respective Organisational Partners of essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group

· notify the Chairman or the Director General of their respective Organisational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration form

4 Report from Last Meeting

The report of the last meeting, T3 API #4 (T3a010047) is approved with two remarks. It is updated.

5 General issues about the meeting

The Chairman made a short status about the last T3 meeting. Basically, all CRs were approved. The split between T3 and SCP of the four specification is approved on principle and T3 API is expected to propose the documents to be transferred. An LS to SCP is sent to ask SCP to prepare the work in the area.

The possible creation of a Protocol Group within T3 or SCP is mentioned. Such group would be in charge of all 02.48 and 03.48 issues as well as future Work Item as the one proposed by Gemplus about a standard Transport protocol.

6 02.19 Specification

SUN Microsystems proposed an updated version of TS 02.19.  This is an out come of last discussion to go for 3G. The aim is to remove the GSM/SIM stuff as a first step to get a generic specification.

Some issues not solved including presence of specific examples (GSM SMS…) in the specification to make it more understandable.

7 03.19 Specification

7.1 Clarifications coming from Testing API Working Part

T3a010068 is a compilation of clarification coming from the two last Testing ad hoc meetings:

· mention in the specification about the support of “multi-threading” and the possibility for ta suspended applet to be triggered

· clarification about what is formatted and unformatted event

· bit only to check if there is a header or not, if some information is missing it should be consider that there is no header

· no clarification required, clear enough in 03.40 and 03.48

· clarification about post method and encapsulation of posted data

· the request for clarification is redrafted by one of the 11.13 rapporteurs (see revised version of the clarification requests, T3a0100xx

· it is mentioned that during previous T3 API meeting, it was proposed by Microelectronica that the behaviour of the SIM Toolkit Framework should be clarified with a sentence in clause 6.5 and a table. The general agreement was that the specification were clear enough, but still Testing API people rose the same issue. The feeling does not really change.

· Microelectronica thinks that there is an issue here that should however be solved and will propose a CR for next T3 API meeting. Before this CR, the question will be raised on the mailing list about the reason for the note under the table 12 in the specification “in the case of where no proof of receipt is required by the sending entity, it is however permissible for the SIM to send back data using ‘9F XX’ in the successful case or ‘9E XX’ in the unsuccessful case”

· question regarding Item Icon list TLV

· It is proposed to change the 03.19 sentence to have “the icon identifier provided will be added to the icon identifier list of item icon identifier list Simple TLV of all the applers registered to the EVENT_MENU_SELECTION provide for each menu entry enabled”

· same correction should be made in the Init Menu Entry

7.2 Change Requests

7.3 3G

SUN Microsystems proposed an updated version of TS 02.19. This includes:

· naming changes (taking into account USIM and UICC in the specification

· UICC

8 New APIs based on GSM 02.19

8.1 Multos API – C SIM API

The work item was presented and approved by last T3 plenary. It is to be presented to next T plenary for approval.

Work is still fully organised out of API meetings. No rapporteur attend API meetings.

9 Enhancements to GSM 03.48

It is agreed to have splinted sessions in order to finalise the proposals for splitting the TS 03.48.

9.1 Change Requests

No proposal for CRs.

Gemplus presented T3a010035 (already shortly presented in Naples), a document linked with the access

It is proposed that all companies check the proposal and potentially make alternative proposal for next meeting so that a decision can be taken during next T3 API (July).

9.2 3G version of 03.48 – Split between SCP and T3

The following companies presented the proposals for 3G 03.48 specification.  It includes the revision marks in order the companies can see the details of the changes.

· SUN and Schlumberger have been providing a first draft of the …. This is document T3a010071. There are the following remarks are (revised version is T3a010074):

· the structure of the document

· discussion about the integration of annex A in the document. It is agreed to get more information about the reason of the current structure with this as an annex

· it is discussed if the document is generic if the OP is referenced there. It is claimed that this is a solution moreover not specific to 3G. This should then be mentioned in the SCP more than in the 3G specification.

· the question of the presence of the GET RESPONSE command, to be further discussed by all attendees and solved at next meeting

· Oberthur and Gemplus have been providing a draft of … . This is document T3a010072. There are the following remarks are (revised version is T3a010075):

· a chapter is removed to only appear as a reference to the above document

· discussion about the possibility to reference 31.101 or 102.221

· Input/Output commands that refer to 3G specifications

· MicroElectronica and Incard have been providing a draft of “Implementation of Security Mechanism for the SIM/USIM”. This is document T3a010073. There are the following remarks are (revised version is T3a010076):

· it is underlined that where UICC is referenced, SIM is covered

· SIM and USIM specific behaviour for Remote file Management are splitted.

10 Any other business

Microelectronica provided a document for comments. This is mainly linked to the way the smart card manufacturers are working out of the standardisation committees for interoperability.

Microelectronica underlines that they request a written reply from the mentioned companies. Chairman highlights that the companies mentioned in the document:

· are important contributor to API and Testing API work and should not be considered as working only in parallel of 3GPP meetings

· are not obliged at all to comment during the meeting this document

It is agreed that if the issue is relevant to 3GPP discussion, this is only to be discussed in plenary.
