The backward compatibility with ISO has to be respected therefore the card shall be ISO/IEC 7816-2 ,-3

The fast protocol is needed for application as phone book in 3G , for the personalization  and it will be more required  with all what TSG/T2 is specifying like Multimedia files etc… how and where those files will stored and retrieved.

There is some technologies like MMC “Multi Media Card” provide fast protocol communication with external world is it applicable to the smart card world ?


The requirement is mostly application downloading (applets downloading) and "playing" files, e.g. music stored in the SIM

Comments from NEC : 48 MHz as an internal clock is a hardware handicap for the time being. 

No support of IEEE 1394 from the represented chip manufacturers for the time being.

Comments:

80Mhz is an issue for power consumption, we can decrease the ratio to get good performance, to get the performance for the CPU we need to use PLL. Need to coordinate with ISO committee for the usage of RFU bits for D parameter. The power consumption does not really affect . There is another bottleneck is the speed of writing in the EEPROM. 
 To have online encryption and signing we need to have Full Duplex  protocol , T=2 protocol could be an alternative.
