Opening of the Meeting

The Chairman, Dr. Klaus Vedder, opened the 16th plenary meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3) at 09:00 on 13th November 2000. 

2
Roll Call of Delegates

The T3 #16 meeting was attended by 84 delegates from 14 countries. The list of delegates can be found in Annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from Mark Hosford, Mark Ferdinands and Günter Maringer.

3
Input Documents / Agenda

T3-000493 contains the draft agenda. The agenda was approved with the addition of several new documents. It can be found in annex B of this report.

4
Notification of IPR obligations

The chairman reminded the delegates about the obligations that 3GPP Individual Members have under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. The delegates were invited to investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group and to notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organizational Partner, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.

Approval of the report of T3 #15

T3-000491 contains the draft meeting report of TSG-T3 #15, held in San Diego, 16 - 18 August 2000. It was approved with several minor modifications and some corrections to the delegates list. The approved version was made available as T3-000492.

6
Liaisons and reports

6.1
Report from 3GPP TSG #9

T3-000494 contains the draft report of the last TSG-T meeting held in Hawaii on 20 - 22 September, 2000. During a presentation of the report, the following points were noted:

-
the PLMN selection CRs which had been postponed at TSG-T #8 / SMG #32 were approved without modification at TSG-T #9;

-
R99 GSM only terminals do not need to support the UMTS AKA;

-
TSG-T fully endorsed the statement that a specification shall not contain a reference to a non-public specification or document nor to any other non-public material;
-
the retiring rapporteurs for TS 31.101 (Rune Lindholm) and TS 31.111 (Kristian Woodsend) were thanked for their efforts;

-
release 2000 has been renamed rel-4. The features relating to IP multimedia functionality were moved to rel-5. The cut of meeting for new rel-4 features is TSG-T #11 in March 2001;

-
TSG-T and TSG-SA noted the fact that some T3 rel-4 issues might be delayed beyond March 2001 since other WGs have not finalised their parts yet.

6.2
Reports from T3 Sub Working Group (SWGs) and ad hoc meetings

T3-000514 contains the report of the T3 ad hoc on the "SIM toolkit interpreter work" in Stockholm; see also the T3 documents T3-000515 (stage 1) and T3-000516 (stage 2 byte code). During a presentation of the report, the following points were noted:

-
stage 1 is ready for presentation to TSG-T in December (see section 14 of this report);

-
some problems were identified regarding the stage 2 specification, particularly regarding the time schedule;

-
stage 3 is not technically stable enough to be presented to TSG-T for information. Some delegates fe4lt that a separate stage 3 document was not necessary.

The report was noted.

T3-000546 contains the report of the last T3 ad hoc on the "USAT Local Link" work item. During a presentation of the report, the following points were noted:

-
contributions to the meeting were focused on bluetooth;

-
the ad hoc discussed whether application-level security should be mandatory and concluded that it should not be mandatory. It should be up to the application to decide whether or not to accept unenciphered or unsigned data;

-
it was commented that the solution currently being pursued was not really bearer independent and that an IP stack could be used to give a general solution but several delegates felt that this would be too complicated and not allow for a small footprint where relatively simple applications were required.

The report was noted.

T3-000572 contains a summary presentation of the work of the T3 API SWG (see T3-000562 for the full report) and the T3 ad hoc on API testing since the last T3 meeting. Further documents related to their work can be found in sections 13 and 16.3 of this report.

T3-000608 contains the report of the T3 ad hoc meeting on the "Fast ME-UICC protocol study". Due to a lack of time, the report was not presented in full and delegates were requested to study the report before the next T3 meeting.

6.3
Reports from other groups

The chairman gave a verbal presentation summarising the recent activities within the eEurope initiative. eEurope is an initiative by the European Commission to increase the use of internet and electronic working within Europe. One aspect of the initiative is to increase the use of smart cards and for this reason, a smart card charter has been created. The charter proposes that several "Trail Blazer" (TB) Groups be formed to work on different aspects of the charter. Meetings of the TB groups are open to all interested parties within the smart Card industry, not only to European Organisations. They cover topics such as "Identification & authentication", "Protection profiles, security certification" and "Public transport".

In particular, trailblazer group TB7 addresses the topic of "Multi-application Systems". One meeting has been held in Paris on the 23rd October. Although some delegates had expected that the group would try to facilitate a single technical standard for a multi-application platform, the conclusion of that meeting was that the group should instead concentrate on "gathering multi-application requirements from card issuers and end-users in various sectors (starting with banking, telecoms and transport)" and subsequently "using the above-mentioned business requirements to specify common interfaces to existing open platforms on the market place". A further meeting is planned for early December.

6.4
Liaisons from other groups

T3-000497 is an LS from T2 to T3 regarding TS 23.227 "Terminal Local Model". This is in response to the T3 LS to T2 on the same issue (see T3-000434). They inform T3 that they have taken into account the T3 comments regarding the interaction between Core ME functions and Bearer Independent Data Transfer Service and request T3 to monitor the continuing work. It was agreed that the T3 comments had been accurately taken into account. The LS was noted.

T3-000498 is an LS from T2 to TSG-SA, S1 and T3 on the priority of ME resources for WAP and SIM toolkit applications. T2 propose a change to the S1 CR to 22.101 on the matter and it was noted that when approved at TSG-SA #9, the T2 proposal had been incorporated into the CR. It was also noted that for rel-4, further work was required and that the issue of interaction with the network needs to be addressed. The LS was noted.

T3-000499 is an LS from N1 to S3 cc T3 on the subject of UE-Triggered Re-Authentication. It informs S3 that they will incorporate the feature into their specifications once S3 has completed the stage 2 specification. The LS was noted.

T3-000500 is an LS from TSG-GERAN to T3 and S3 regarding the prevention of unenciphered writing/overwriting of pre-configuration fields by the HPLMN. They request that T3 define a one bit flag on the USIM to indicate whether unenciphered writing/overwriting of the pre-configuration field by the HPLMN is permitted. This issue is dealt with section 10.5 of this report.

T3-000501 is an LS from T2 MExE to S1, T3 and other groups regarding the support of VHE user profiles. It provides feedback to S1 on a point that S1 had raised previously. It was stated that S1 had not yet completed support of VHE user profiles for rel-4 and that there was likely to be some impact on the USIM. The LS was noted. T3‑000496 is an LS from S2 to S1 cc T3 on the same subject. It was also noted.

T3-000502 is an LS from the WAP Forum security group on power consumption issues in WIM and WIM/SIM (also know as a SWIM). The LS was noted. 

Secretary's note:
The same LS was discussed in the subsequent EP SCP meeting as document 9‑00‑0407 and a reply was generated in 9-00-0458.

T3-000503 is an LS from GSM-A SCAG to T3 and others on the reservation of TAR (Toolkit Application Reference) values. It is in reply to an LS sent by T3 to GSM-A SCAG. T3 concluded that the issue was more within the scope of EP SCP agreed that a reply should be generated by that group. The LS was noted.

Secretary's note:
The same LS was discussed in the subsequent EP SCP meeting as document 9‑00‑0434 and a reply was generated in 9-00-0441.

T3-000504 is an LS from GSM-A SCAG to T3 regarding the standardisation of further SIM toolkit APIs. It also lists a series of points that GSM-A SCAG consider to be essential for all standards work. The LS was noted.

T3-000505 is an LS from S5 to T3 regarding the provisionally approved SA5 Work Item Description (BB) ”Subscription Management". It was noted that this work is likely to have an impact on T3 work and so it was concluded that the work should be closely monitored. The LS was noted.

T3-000506 is an LS from R2 about network related parameters to be stored in the USIM. Regarding the storage of "old" security parameters, R2 state that this should be agreed between S3 and T3. Since neither the S3 nor the T3 specifications currently have this requirement, no further action is required. Regarding the storage of frequency information, it was agreed that a R99 CR would be required (see 10.2 of this report for further information). The LS was noted.

T3-000507 is an LS from S3 to T3 regarding USIM support in GSM only terminals. S3 agree that GSM R99 mobiles need not support UMTS AKA. Since this is already the principle on which T3 specifications are based, no further action is required. The LS was noted. On a related matter, T3-000551 contains an input document to S1 proposing that release-4 GSM only mobiles should support some of the USIM functionality. This received general support and it was concluded that delegates should examine the issue in detail so that a decision could be made at the next T3 meeting. The Chairman also undertook to raise this issue at the forthcoming TSG-T plenary meeting in Bangkok. 

7
Organisational matters

7.1
T3 working parties

No issues were raised under this agenda item.

7.2
Election of officials

It was noted that T3 still had only one vice chairman, Günter Maringer, and that it was likely that due to changing responsibilities within his company, he may not continue in the post beyond the 2 year period which will expire in March 2001. It is intended to elect a second vice-chair at the next T3 plenary. Delegates were asked to enquire within their companies whether they could nominate someone for the position(s).

8
Work Program

8.1
Review of status of T3 specifications & rapporteurs

T3-000495 contains the status of all T3 specifications after TSG-T #9 (September 2000). It was noted that it had already been agreed in previous meetings that some releases of some specifications were no longer maintained (e.g. GSM 11.14 release 96, and 97) even if errors were subsequently detected. The secretary undertook to include this information on the status list to the next meeting. The document was noted.

8.2
Review of 3GPP work program

No issues were raised under this agenda item.

9
USIM and IC Card Requirements (3G TS 21.111)

No issues were raised under this agenda item.

10
(U)SIM characteristics (3G TS 31.102 and GSM 11.11)

10.1
Outstanding issues 

T3-000443 is CR to TS 31.102 which defines a file to store the data of the SET UP IDLE MODE TEXT command sent by the SIM. During the meeting a revised version was made available in T3-000602, but due to a lack of time and the fact that it is a release 4 issue, the document was postponed until the next meeting 

10.2
Corrections and clarifications

T3-000534 is a CR to TS 31.102 to rename the file currently called DFGSM since it may otherwise be confused with the DFGSM defined in GSM 11.11 which has a totally different function. The CR was agreed in principle and incorporated into a general CR to 31.102. See T3-000598 later in this section.

T3-000535 is a CR to TS 31.102 to clarify the function of the phone book grouping file, EFGRP. The CR was agreed in principle and incorporated into a general CR to 31.102. See T3-000598 later in this section.

T3-000536 is a CR to TS 31.102 to clarify the usage of the phone book control file, EFPBC. The CR was agreed in principle, subject to a minor reworking of the hidden information contents paragraph and incorporated into a general CR to 31.102. See T3-000598 later in this section.

T3-000537 is a CR to TS 31.102 to correct the example of a phonebook entry. Discussion concluded that some further corrections to the tag values were needed and so a revised version was presented in T3-000600. With the addition of the CR number, the CR was agreed as T3-000621 for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval (CR 31.102-058 R99).

T3-000538 is a CR to TS 31.102 to correct the file ID of EFADN. T3-000539 is a CR to TS 31.102 to correct the file ID of EFUID. The CRs were agreed in principle and incorporated into another CR related to the file IDs in the phonebook. See T3-000599 later in this section.

T3-000540 is a CR to TS 31.102 to correct the fact that the value for the "memory problem" error is '6581', not '9240' as used in GSM 11.11. The CR was agreed in principle and incorporated into a general CR to 31.102. See T3-000598 later in this section.

T3-000541 is a CR to TS 31.102 to change the name of the phonebook file, EFPID to EFPUID to clarify the use of the file. However, discussion concluded that it would be more appropriate to call the file EFPBID (Phonebook Identifier). This change was incorporated in T3-000617.

T3-000542 is a CR to TS 31.102 to clarify the use of the CCPs (Capability Configuration Parameters) in the phonebook. Discussion concluded that a clarification was needed but that this could be done in several different ways (see the splinter group report in T3-000610) for further information on the three methods). Three CRs were drafted in T3-000594, T3-000595 and T3-000596. It was eventually concluded that T3-000595 provided the best solution even though there may be a backwards compatibility problem if the feature had already been implemented by any manufacturers. However, the manufacturers present at the meeting concluded that it had not been implemented and so the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as CR 31.102-062 R99 subject to no objections being received within a week of the completion of the meeting.
Secretary's note:
No such objections were received.

T3-000543 is a document summarising the impacts of the S3 CRs agreed by TSG-SA #9. It concludes that five of the CRs to 33.102 have an impact on TS 31.102 and require CRs. These issues are:

-
change of computation of the anonymity key in the re-synchronisation procedure;

-
change of parameter value x regarding the capability of the USIM to store information on past successful authentication events;

-
update to the terminology regarding VLR/SGSN;

-
a change to the profiles for sequence number management;

-
re-transmission of authentication request using the same quintet.

A CR to address the first four issues was made available in T3-000544. Discussions during the meeting concluded that some minor modification were required and so T3-000563 was made available. With the addition of a CR number, this was agreed as T3-000625 for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval (CR 31.102-059 R99).

Regarding the last change (retransmission of authentication request), it was noted that the last TSG-SA meeting had discussed this particular CR at length. They had noted that the change is an addition of functionality and had exceptionally approved the CR for release 1999. However, several T3 delegates felt that S3 may not have been sufficiently aware of the impact on the USIM and, furthermore, felt that implementing part of the feature in the terminal rather than the USIM could significantly reduce the burden on the USIM without a reduction of security. It was therefore concluded that an LS to S3 should be drafted with a proposal to hold an urgent joint session between T3 and S3 during the next S3 meeting. This was done in T3-000616 and a revised version was subsequently approved for sending to S3 (cc N1 and S1) as T3‑000631.

T3-000558 is a CR to clarify the access condition for EFARR by stating that the ACTIVATE and DEACTIVATE conditions shall be set to NEVER at the DFTELECOM and ADF levels. Initially, discussion concluded that it would be better to add a statement to specify that if the card cannot access EFARR, any attempt to access a file with access rules indicated in this EFARR shall not be granted and so a revised version was made available in T3‑000564. Upon further reflection, it was agreed to postpone the issue until the next meeting.

T3-000559 is a CR to clarify a number of small issues in the phonebook section. Discussion concluded that some further enhancements were needed, and a revised version was made available in T3‑000593. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3-000617 (CR 31.102-055 R99).

T3-000598 is a CR containing a series of straight-forward corrections to 31.102. It was further revised during the meeting to T3-000619 and this was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as CR 31.102-056 R99.

T3-000599 contains a CR to TS 31.102 to clarify that the file ID for EFADN and EFUID are not fixed since there might be several instances of these files in the case where a phone book contains more than 254 entries. With the addtion of a CR number, the CR was agree for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3‑000620 (CR 31.102-057 R99).

T3-000626 contains a CR to 31.102 to store certain network related parameters in the USIM as requested by R2 in the LS in T3-000506. A new file called EFNETPAR is added and the coding for the GSM, FDD and TDD cell information is added. Because the CR had been drafted towards the end of the meeting, the CR was placed on an email approval procedure.

Secretary's note:
During the email approval period after the T3 meeting, an alternative proposal was made in T3-000648 to code the frequency information as an absolute frequency rather than a channel number. Both the original CR (in T3-000626) and the new proposal were presented to TSG-T #10. TSG-T #10 agreed that the new proposal seemed more flexible and approved T3-000648 (CR 31.102-063 R99).

10.3
CPHS work item

T3-000580 and T3-000581 contain the report of the two ad hoc meetings held on the subject of the CPHS work item. It was noted that several items will require modifications to specifications under the responsibility of 3GPP WGs other than T3. The main CPHS features to be added to 31.102 are:

-
EFHNN HPLMN Network Name;

-
EFMBDN Mailbox Dialling Numbers and EFMBI Mailbox Identifier;

-
EFMWIS Message Waiting Indication Status;

-
EFCFUIS Call Forwarding Indication Status.

During a discussion of the CR in T3-000508, it was concluded that S1 should be asked about the proposal for the mailbox file since they had previously stated that they planned to study this issue. An LS to S1 was therefore drafted in T3‑000627 to draw the matter to their attention. The LS was approved. 

It was noted that the proposal in T3‑000576 to enhance roaming idle names has some commonality with the proposal for EFHNN and so a single solution may be possible. See also section 10.5 of this report for further information. Both meeting reports were noted.

10.4
Other Release 4 issues

T3-000549 contains a presentation on the Fast Protocol work item. The report of the ad hoc meeting held on this work item is available in T3‑000546. The meeting had concluded that the main use of a faster interface would be to facilitate the storage of larger amounts of data in the UICC (e.g. maps, graphics, database, phonebook). The initial work has concentrated on comparing four existing standards: USB (Universal Serial Bus), MMC (Multi Media Card), High speed T=1 and T=2 (full-duplex T=1). No conclusions have yet been reached. The report was noted.

10.5
Other issues

T3-000545 is a discussion document on the evolution of the SIM and SIM Application Toolkit beyond R'99. Due to a lack of time, it was postponed to T3 #17.

T3-000551 is a discussion document submitted to the concurrent S1 meeting on the support of UMTS AKA for GSM only rel-4 terminals. It was noted that T3 would have to closely follow the S1 discussion on this matter so that during the next T3 meeting, appropriate action could be taken. The document was noted.

T3-000576 is a proposal to define files on the USIM to allow for a more flexible approach to the display of the operator name on the terminal. It allows the card issuer to define a file on the USIM that contains a text string that is used during the idle mode when the ME/UE is registered to the HPLMN. The following points were noted:

-
it was noted that there already exists a feature called NITZ (Network Identity and Time Zone). However, this does not fulfil the requirements identified here since NITZ is for the RPLMN and the new feature is related to the card issuer;

-
it was noted that the SETUP IDLE MODE TEXT command could not be used since it does not replace the operator name.

T3 concluded that before it could proceed further with this feature, the opinion of S1 should be sought. An LS was therefore drafted in T3-000628 and with some minor modifications approved as T3-000630.

T3-000577 is a proposal for a new feature to enable the USIM to inform a GPRS terminal of the current GPRS attachment and detachment rules in a controlled and secure way. T3-000578 is a first draft of a CR to incorporate the feature in TS 31.102. It was noted that in the roaming case, the operator providing the service may be constrained by the predefined rules. It was concluded that a joint ad hoc meeting between T3 and S1 may be needed. The Core Network groups were unlikely to have an interest in the area since no new timers are defined. The author undertook to raise the matter in S1 and report back to T3.

11
Application Identifiers

No document was submitted under this agenda item.

(U)SIM Toolkit (3G TS 31.111 and GSM 11.14)

12.1
Outstanding issues

T3-000526 (an updated version of T3-000247) contains a CR to TS 31.111 to add a new event to indicate to the toolkit application that the screen parameters have been resized. This is needed as some handsets are able to resize their screen dynamically. During the meeting, an intermediate version was produced in T3‑000601 to clarify the terms "down" and "across" and also to clarify the use of bit 8 in the first and second bytes. It was questioned whether "windowing" had been taken into account and it was confirmed that it had been. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3-000623 (CR 31.111-014 rel-4).

T3-000355 contains a proposal for a new command SELECT RECORD. This would let the user select a record in an EFADN like file and could be used to bypass the limitations of SELECT ITEM when selecting an item through large files. The issue was postponed until T3 #17.

12.2
Corrections and clarifications

T3-000518 contains a CR to TS 11.14 to correct the coding of the device identity as there is currently an inconsistency between clauses 12.7 and 12.56. It proposes to change 12.7 so that it is aligned with 12.56. A discussion initially concluded that the alignment had to be done in the opposite sense (i.e. change 12.56 to align with 12.7) so a revised version was made available in T3-000607. However, it was finally concluded that the former method was the valid one and so the original CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3‑000644 (CR 11.14‑A190r1 R99). Equivalent CRs for 31.111 were also agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval in T3-000645 (CR 31.111‑023 R99) and T3-000646 (CR 31.111-024 rel-4).

T3-000519 contains a CR to correct the card reader identifier tag in TS 31.111 since it had become mis-aligned with GSM 11.14 when TS 31.111 had originally been created. With the addition of CR numbers, the CRs were agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3-000570 (CR 31.111-012 R99) and T3-000571 (CR 31.1111-013 rel-4).

T3-000520 contains a clarification to the coding of the Launch Browser command in TS 11.14. It was agreed that the CR should be incorporated together with other CRs which also contain straightforward clarifications and corrections (see T3‑000603 below).

T3-000521 contains a CR to TS 31.111 to add a new event which would allow the SIM application to be aware of when a browser is terminated. After some discussion, it was agreed that this was an essential correction. The change was incorporated into T3-000603 (see below).

T3-000522 contains a CR to TS 31.111 to correct the fact that it is currently stated in the PLAY TONE command (see clause 6.4.5) that an icon may be used, but there is no icon identifier data object in the structure of the PLAY TONE command (see clause 6.6.5). It was agreed that this was an essential correction. The change was incorporated into T3-000603 (see below).

T3-000523 contains a CR to 31.111 to correct a problem in the command LAUNCH BROWSER / OPEN CHANNEL. Depending on what sort of bearer is selected, the current error message “User did not accept call set-up request” may not be appropriate. The message is therefore changed to "User did not accept the proactive command" to make it appropriate for bearers of all types. The change was agreed to be necessary and furthermore, it was also thought to be relevant to other parts of the specification. A revised version was made available in T3-000597 and with the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3‑000618. Equivalent CRs for 31.111 were also agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval in T3-000639 (CR 31.111-019 R99) and T3-000640 (CR 31.111-020 Rel-4).

T3-000573 (a revised version of T3-000524) contains a CR to correct the command qualifiers for the LAUNCH BROWSER command since the secure session should not be required at the command qualifier level as had originally been thought. The CR therefore deletes the qualifiers "launch browser, making a connection, if not already launched" and "close the existing browser session and launch new browser session, using a secure session". During a discussion of the document, it was commented that the term "conditional" would have to be clarified since it was not clear what the conditions were. This was done in T3-000611. With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3-000647 (CR 11.14‑A191 r99). Equivalent CRs for TS 31.111 were also agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval in T3-000637 (CR 31.111-017 R99) and T3-000638 (CR 31.111‑018 rel-4).

T3-000525 is a CR to 11.14 to clarify the parameters needed for the bearer independent command, OPEN CHANNEL in the case of a GPRS channel being opened. This is done by splitting the description of the command into twos parts; one for CS bearers and the other for PS bearers. Several revised versions were made available during the meeting in T3‑000574, T3‑000609 and T3‑000632. It was eventually agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3‑000641 (CR 11.14-A189 R99). Equivalent CRs for TS 31.111 were also agreed in T3-000642 (CR 31.111‑021 R99) and T3-000643 (CR 31.111‑022). 

T3-000531 and T3-000532 both contain a CR to GSM 11.14 with correction to the bearer independent feature. The changes were agreed in principle and the contents of the CR were incorporated into T3-000574.

T3-000634 is a CR to GSM 11.14 containing several straight-forward corrections including the provision for an icon identifier in the PLAY TONE command, a clarification about the provision file in the LAUNCH BROWSER command and the addition of the browser termination event to the list in annex G. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3-000634 (CR 11.14-A193 R99), T3-000635 (CR 31.111-015 R99) and T3-000636 (CR 31.111-016 Rel-4).

12.3
Release 4 issues

T3-000548 is a presentation of the recent work done as part of the USAT local link work item. The last ad hoc meeting had identified two principle ways of using a local link bearer:

-
as a client, i.e. USAT uses a service offered by a remote application;

-
as a server, i.e. USAT provides a service to an other remote application.

T3-000510 and T3-000530 are both draft Release-4 CRs to 31.111 to add functionality so as to allow a SIM toolkit application to access local "bearers" such as bluetooth. The first CR addresses the server scenario mentioned above by adding a new proactive command SERVICE DECLARE and by enhancing the existing command OPEN CHANNEL. The second CR addresses the client scenario mentioned above by adding a new command GET SERVICE INFORMATION and modifying the OPEN CHANNEL command. During a general discussion of the documents, it was agreed that a new letter class ("f") would have to be created rather than extending the existing letter class "e". Revised versions of the CRs were produced in T3-000604 and T3‑000605 to take several other comments into account. It was agreed that both CRs should be sent to T2 (because they have secondary responsibility for the work item) and S1 before they could be presented to TSG-T for approval. A covering liaison statement was drafted in T3-000606 to inform T2 about progress on the work item. An equivalent LS to S1 was drafted in T3-000622. The LSs were approved.

12.4
Handling of release 4 and 5 versions of (U)SIM toolkit

Due to a lack of time, discussion on this issue was postponed until T3 #17.

12.5
Other issues

No issues were raised under this agenda item.

13
(U)SIM toolkit API and secure messaging

13.1
Java API (GSM 03.19)

T3-000369 is a CR to GSM 03.19 to specify the minimal system handlers length. It had been postponed from the previous T3 meeting. The CR states that in order to be able to test the system handlers API, a minimal length must be defined for each and every system handler. T3-000550 (a revised version of T3-000517) is a document proposing that the CR in T3‑000369 should be rejected for several reasons. A discussion on the CR eventually concluded that it could not be considered as an essential correction since it did not directly affect interoperability. In the light of this decision, it was agreed not to proceed with the CR.

T3-000561 (a revised version of T3-000511) is a CR to GSM 03.19 to clarify that GSM 03.19 shall be based on a complete implementation of Java Card 2.1 API. Currently, 03.19 has several specific references but does not have a general statement to the effect that all requirements in the Java Card 2.1 specifications shall be met.

the chairman reminded delegates of their obligation to report to their SDO essential IPRs (patents) that they become aware of;

-
the chairman also reminded delegates that commercial or patent issues were not a matter for discussion in T3;

-
all companies mentioned as source stated that they supported the CR on technical reasons;

-
SUN undertook to provide details of the essential IPRs to ETSI before the next T3 meeting;

-
SUN undertook to maintain the availability of the version 2.1 specifications on their server for as long as 03.19 refers to it;

-
compliance to the Java Card 2.1 VM is already specified in GSM 03.19 with the statement "The SIM API card shall be compliant to the Java Card 2.1 VM Architecture Specification";

-
it was widely agreed that the technical compliance (i.e. technically in line with) the 3 Java specifications was essential for interoperability.

It was concluded that the matter should be drawn to the attention of TSG-T. Further investigation is required to determine whether the conditions listed by Sun constitute a publicly available document. It was agreed that the CR could not be presented to TSG-T for approval before these issues were resolved and so it was postponed.

T3-000528 is a CR to clarify applet triggering by EVENT_STATUS_COMMAND event. With the addition of a CR number the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3-000575 (CR 03.19-A005 R99).

T3-000552 is a position paper from Sun Microsystems regarding the availability of the specification for the Java Card 2.1 compatibility test-suite (TCK). This will consist of about 1000 test cases and the aim of the tests is to verify the correct implementation of the three Java Card 2.1 specifications that are listed as normative references in 03.19. Sun undertook to make the TCK specification available by the end of December 2000 for evaluation by T3. Some concern was expressed about the statement "The specification will be available for private evaluation purpose only, under the copyright law of the state of California". It was questioned whether the document could be considered as "publicly available" if it could not be used for commercial purposes. It was concluded that the ETSI legal advisor would need to study the matter and report back.

T3-000567 is a CR to GSM 03.19 to clarify the SIM Toolkit Framework behaviour. Some concerns were voiced about the changes proposed to method seek () in Interface sim.access.SIMView. The CR was therefore agreed conditionally for presentation to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3-000613 (CR 03.19‑A007 R98) subject to no objections being received by the Chairman and Secretary in the week following the meeting. 

Secretary's note:
No such objections were received.

T3-000568 is a CR to GSM 03.19 to correct the version management for the API packages as agreed by the T3 API SWG. T3-000565 is a discussion document about the CR and proposes that several modifications are required. T3-000566 is a revised version of the CR taking the comments into account. A discussion of the comments concluded that further changes were required and the resulting CR in T3-000612 was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as CR 03.19-A006 R98.

T3-000569 is a R99 CR to GSM 03.19 to upgrade the API to incorporate the R99 features of the SIM Application Toolkit. With some minor modifications, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #10 for approval as T3-000614 (CR 03.19‑A008 R99). It was noted that the CR did not include support for the bearer independent feature which is also a R99 SIM toolkit feature. It is expected that such a CR will be elaborated at the next T3 API SWG meeting.

As a consequence of the agreement of the first R99 CR to GSM 03.19, is was also agreed that GSM 02.19 (SIM API stage 1) should be published as a R99 specification. A CR was not required since there would be no differences between the stage 1 R98 and R99.

13.2
Multos API

T3-000584 is a summary of the current status of the SIM API for MULTOS work item. It also has attached a first draft of the stage 2 description which complies to the stage 1 requirements specified in TS 02.19. Delegates interested in contributing to the work were requested to contact the rapporteur. The document was noted. The Chairman reminded the delegates of their obligations concerning the IPR policies.

13.3
Windows for Smart Cards (proposed new work item)

T3-000533 is a draft work item description for a (U)SIM API for Windows for Smart Cards. The work would be based on the general requirements specified in GSM 02.19, the SIM API stage 1. It was clarified that although Microsoft was likely to be a major contributor to the work item, all output will be approved by T3 (and TSG-T) in the normal manner. A revised version of the description was made available in T3-000587, but approval of the work item description was postponed until the next meeting to allow the necessary four supporting companies to be listed. The Chairman reminded the delegates of their obligations concerning the IPR policies.

13.4
Other issues

T3-000557 (a corrected version of T3-000529) is a discussion document on encryption key and algorithm for PUT KEY command in GSM 03.48. It proposes that in order to have a generic key encryption mechanism compliant with the Open Platform and GSM 03.48, the PUT KEY command should be secured with the key specified in the KIC parameter of the TS 03.48 secured header instead of the Kik of the affected key set. It was initially concluded that before this proposal could be investigated further within T3, the opinion of S3 should be sought and so an LS was drafted in T3-000615. During a discussion of the LS, it was noted that in fact the PUT KEY command is transparent to the terminal/card interface and as such could be considered as an administrative command which would be more appropriate for an EP SCP specification. 

14
(U)SIM Toolkit Interpreter

T3-000515 contains the stage 1 specification for the SIM toolkit Interpreter work item. The stage 1 specifies a way to use USAT functionality and USIM based security functionality from a mark-up language like WML. During a review of the specification at the meeting (see also the discussion document in T3-000579), several changes were agreed including a change of title to "(U)SIM toolkit interpreter" to more accurately reflect its purpose. A revised version was made available in T3‑000592. It was agreed that S1 should be requested to review the specification so an LS was drafted and agreed in T3‑000624. Furthermore, it was agreed to submit T3‑000592 to TSG-T #10 for information (i.e. as v1.0.0).

T3-000516 contains the stage 2 description for the SIM toolkit Interpreter work item. The stage 2 specifies the byte codes that are recognised by a USAT browser. The primary purpose of the byte codes is to provide efficient programming access to the SIM Toolkit commands. It was noted that there had not been full agreement within the ad hoc regarding the architecture of the current stage 2. For example, the session protocol (as used between the gateway and the interpreter) is listed in the stage 1 as FFS but it was not yet clear if there is really a need for it. The next ad hoc on the USAT interpreter was instructed to investigate whether it is possible to specify a "core" document which could then be used as a basis for future enhancements. The identification of those items which need to be postponed until the next release is another task requiring attention before the next meeting. Some concern was expressed about the scope of the work item. However, it was concluded that the work currently being done by the ad hoc was fully within the scope of the work item.

15
Other Release 4 issues

T3-000509 is the first draft of the Technical Report (TR) under the T3 work item on SIM/USIM inter-working. Due to a lack of meeting time, the document was only briefly introduced and delegates were requested to study it before the next meeting. It was noted that the report also dealt with issues other than SIM/USIM inter-working within the UICC and as such, other groups such as S3 and T2 may wish to review the report before it is finalised.

16
Test issues

16.1
Interface tests (TS 31.120 and 31.121, GSM 11.10-1)

T3-000387 contains a proposal for the addition of tests to GSM 11.10-1 for the 1.8V interface. T3-000547 contains a discussion document about the new tests and also about the voltage condition on CLK for 3V in subclause 27.17.2.3. Due to a lack of time, the document was postponed until the next meeting.

T3-000560 is a discussion document which highlights an inconsistency between GSM phase 2 and phase 2+ specification regarding the timing of the activation procedure. This is caused by the fact that the phase 2 specification is based on the first edition of ISO/IEC 7816-3 and the phase 2+ (and 3G) specifications are based on the second edition. Due to a lack of meeting time, the document was postponed until the next meeting.

T3-000588 contains a presentation on the status of MCC task 162 regarding the work being done on TS 31.120 and TS 31.121. It outlines the changes the group has made to the test specifications since the last T3 meeting and states that the test specification can now be considered as complete. The report was noted.

T3-000555 contains TS 31.120 v1.1.0 "UICC-Terminal Interface; Physical, Electrical and Logical Test Specification (Release 1999)". This was reviewed during the meeting and a revised version was produced in T3‑000589. It was agreed to submit the document to TSG-T #10 for approval and to include any editorial modifications agreed by task 162 in the week following T3 #16. 

T3-000556 contains TS 31.121 v1.1.0 "UICC-Terminal Interface; USIM Application Test specification (Release 1999)". This was reviewed during the meeting and a revised version including a few SMS test cases missing from the previous version, was produced in T3‑000590. It was agreed to submit the document to TSG-T #10 for approval and to include any editorial modifications agreed by task 162 in the week following T3 #16. 

The chairman thanked the group for completing their work on time and for helping to correct several inconsistencies in the core specification.

16.2
UICC/USIM conformance tests (3G TS 31.122)

T3-000553 contains a presentation on the status of MCC task 162 regarding the work being done on TS 31.122. It outlines the changes the group has made to the test specification since the last T3 meeting and states that the test specification can now be considered as complete. The report was noted.

T3-000554 contains TS 31.122 v1.5.2 "USIM Conformance Test Specification (Release 1999)". This was reviewed during the meeting and a revised version was produced in T3‑000591. It was agreed to submit the document to TSG-T #10 for approval and to include any editorial modifications agreed by task 162 in the week following T3 #16. The chairman thanked the group for completing their work on time and to high level of quality.

16.3
(U)SIM toolkit Java API tests

T3-000583 contains a presentation of the status of the work on the Java API test specification. The work is currently more than 60% percent complete and it is expected that the specification will be ready for approval at T3 #18 in February 2001. T3-000527 contains the draft Test specification for Java SIM API. The tests cover the minimum characteristics considered necessary in order to provide sufficient performance for SIMs to provide compliance to the core specifications and to ensure interoperability. It was agreed to submit the specification to TSG-T #10 for information (i.e. as v1.0.0).

(U)SIM toolkit tests (GSM 11.10-4)
