The use of OCT and ICT files is not clearly defined in TS 31.102.

1. First the OCI and OCT files are available if service n°8 is available. Thus both files are coupled and the presence of OCT should be changed from "optional" to "conditional" (present if the OCI file is present). The same is valid for ICI/ICT files and service n°9.

2. The content of OCT/ICT shall be updated only after an outgoing/incoming call is disconnected. EFICT contains the accumulated incoming call timer duration for previous calls only and not "for the current call and the previous calls". The file cannot really hold information on the "current" call because it would then be updated permanently during the call.

3. The relationship between OCI(ICI) and OCT(ICT) files is not well defined. Shall they have the same number of records? How is an entry from OCI related to an entry of OCT? 

It is necessary to clarify how OCT and ICT files are used. It seems that OCT (resp. ICT) is not really related to OCI (resp. ICI) except that both are updated at the end of a call. For instance, OCI (resp. ICI) may have several records while OCT(resp. ICT) may have only one. Also, if OCT (resp. ICT) is not linked to OCI (resp. ICI), the sharing of service number n°8 (resp. n°9) must be discussed.
