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S1 thanks T3 for the Liaison statement on the display of service provider name herein attached (T3-010363/S1-010535).

S1 believe that some of the confusion in this area is due to the use of the terms “service provider” to refer to the PLMN operator, a virtual network operator, and a service provider as intended in GSM terminology.  S1 would like to provide T3 some additional explanation on the intended behavior of the display of the UE in idle mode in Release 4:

PLMN Indication:  the requirement is to be able to associate at least 10 PLMN Identifications with one PLMN name.  We understand this is met by the “PLMN Network Name” list and “Operator PLMN” List already in 31.102.

SP Name: the requirement is to be able to display always the SP Name. However, when the user is registered on the HPLMN or in one of the PLMNs appearing in the Operator PLMN list, the display of the PLMN name is optional for the operator.

On the matter of the graphical representation aspect, S1 is in favor of leaving this feature out of Rel-4.

T3 thank SA1 for their LS on Service Provider Name Display. As the S1 requirements for this feature arrived rather late for Rel-4, it is not possible for T3 to fully implement the whole feature in release 4. Furthermore, the SA1 requirements seem to somewhat ambiguous. Below is T3’s interpretation of the SA1 requirements. Both of these scenarios could be implemented by T3 for rel-4 subject to approval by TSG-T.


· User is registered to his HPLMN or a PLMN contained in the “ Service Provider PLMN List ”


· Service provider name is displayed alone       OR


· Both service provider name and Registered PLMN name are displayed.


· User is registered to a PLMN which is not the HPLMN nor a PLMN contained in the “ Service Provider PLMN List ”


· Registered PLMN name is displayed alone                   OR


· Both service provider name and Registered PLMN name are displayed.


T3 requests comfirmation from SA1 that these two scenarios are the correct reflection of the SA1 requirments.


T3 is unable to come to a satisfactory conclusion of the implementation of the graphical representation aspects of the service requirements. T3 therefore believe that this should be a rel-5 issue. In particular, there is some ambiguity regarding the terminal behaviour and display priority in the case where the terminal does not support or is not able to display images and/or multiple names simultaneously. 


For T3 to elaborate the necessary rel-4 CRs, an answer to this LS would be needed by Thursday 10th May.
