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Concatenated SMS & the (U)SIM

1) Abstract

Interaction of concatenated SMS and the (U)SIM mechanisms may need some clarifications in the specifications. 

2) Concatenated SMS_MT & (U)SIM storage

Class 2 mobile-terminated SMSs are stored by the terminal in the EF(SMS). One record holds one message, up to 175 bytes. But what happens if the SMS is concatenated ? Are all the segments stored each in one record ? But how is the chaining done, in this case ?

3) Concatenated SMS-MO & MO short message control

When the ME needs to send a single SMS and when the MO short message control service is activated, an ENVELOPE with the addresses is sent to the UICC for verification.

What happens if the terminal needs to send a concatenated SMS ? Should the ME send ENVELOPE once or for each segment ?

4) Concatenated SMS-MO & SEND-SHORT-MESSAGE command

Concatenated SMS are usually sent by the mobile within a single radio connection, for better efficiency. When a toolkit applications needs to send a concatenated SMS, it issues several SEND-SHORT-MESSAGE commands, one for each segment. How does the terminal know that he needs to keep the connection active between the segments ?

5) Conclusion

It is suggested that 3GPP-T3 discusses the above issues, and decides if some CRs are needed to clarify the specifications.
