Opening of the meeting

The 21st plenary meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3), was opened by Klaus Vedder, the T3 chairman at 09:00 on 5th November 2001. Hiroshi Matsuya (Toshiba) and Masahiro Hayashi (DNP) welcomed the delegates to Kyoto on behalf of the hosts.

2
Roll call of delegates

The meeting was attended by 62 delegates from 11 countries. The list of delegates can be found in Annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from Christian Heim (G&D), Sergio Cozzolino (TIM), Anton Kuchelmeister (tecways), Yanick Burrian (Schlumberger), Olivier Chamley (Oberthur) and Nicolas Chalvin (Gemplus).

3
Input documents / Agenda

T3-010622 contains the draft agenda. The agenda was approved with the addition of several new documents. It can be found in annex B of this report.

4
Notification of IPR obligations

The chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to: 

-
investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

-
notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organizational Partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.

5
Approval of report from TSG-T3 #20

T3-010620 contains the draft meeting report of TSG-T3 #21, hosted by Gemplus in Marseille, France, 3 - 5 September 2001. It was approved with several minor modifications. The approved version was made available as T3-010621.

6
Liaisons and reports

6.1
Report from TSG plenary meetings

T3-010677 contains the draft report of TSG-T #13 (Beijing 19 - 21 September 2001). During the presentation of the report it was noted that:

-
all T3 CRs were approved (the CRs on operator preferences were conditionally approved subject to the agreement of TSG-SA - see T3-010678 below);

-
TS 22.112 was withdrawn from Rel-4 and re-issued as Rel-5. This was a direct consequence of the T3 request to have the stage 2 specifications, TS 31.112 and 31.113 as part of Rel-5 instead of Rel-4.

The report was noted.

T3-010678 contains the draft report of TSG-SA #13 (Beijing 24 - 27 September 2001). During a presentation of the report, the following points were noted:

-
SA1 had not yet finished elaborating the requirements for the GPRS operator preferences. Off-line discussions during the meeting concluded that it would be better to address the issue, if necessary, in Rel-5 rather than Rel-4. The T3 CRs on the matter, as conditionally approved in TSG-T were therefore not implemented (CRs 43.017-001, 51.011-001, 21.111-006 and 31.102-082);

-
the closure of Rel-5 (i.e. the date after which CRs classified as additions of features or functional changes would no longer be accepted) was fixed as March 2002 (TSG-T #15). It was noted that certain parts of the IMS feature, (in particular the security / ISIM) were likely to be delayed until June 2002.

The report was noted.

6.2
Reports from T3 Sub Working Groups and ad hoc meetings

T3-010643 contains a summary of recent activities on the USAT interpreter. During a presentation of the report, the following points were noted:

-
two meetings have been held since the last T3 meeting;

-
a CR to TS 31.112 "USAT Interpreter Architecture Description" was agreed. It contains a correction to the handling of TAR values to bring it in line with TS 31.114. See T3‑010637;

-
several corrective CRs to TS 31.113 "USAT Interpreter Byte Codes" were agreed. See T3-010638, T3-010639, T3-010640 and T3-010641.

-
two CRs proposing functional modifications to TS 31.113 Rel-5 were discussed, but no conclusion was reached since it had been agreed at the last T3 meeting that such CRs should go into Rel-6. See T3-010664 and T3-010665.

-
draft TS 31.114 "USAT Interpreter Protocol and Administration" was updated and is now considered stable. See T3-010642.

-
the next ad hoc meeting will be held in Madrid in November.

The report was noted.

T3-010666 contains a summary of recent activities on the USAT interpreter testing. During a presentation of the report, the following points were noted:

-
one meeting had taken place since the last T3 plenary;

-
the ad hoc group agreed to produce an “Interoperability Test Specification” for all the features of the USAT Interpreter (Byte code, transport protocol, Administrative commands and built-in mechanisms). The test specification will focus on the USAT Interpreter only.

-
the ad hoc group agreed to specify an XML based language which will be used to describe all USAT external system messages;

-
an informative byte code generator will be added as an annex. This will use Java in the first instance, but if contributions are provided for other language, they will also be considered;

-
it is expected that the work will be completed by September 2002 (this is a delay by one meeting compared with the WI description);

-
the next ad hoc meeting will be held in Madrid immediately before the next USAT interpreter meeting.

The report was noted.

T3-010689 contains a summary of recent activities on the SIM toolkit test specification. The following points were highlighted:

-
one meeting had taken place since the last T3 plenary;

-
it was noted that the specification tests the terminal and, as such, increased participation from mobile manufacturers is required in order to achieve a usable result.

The report was noted.

T3-010708 contains a summary of recent SWG API issues. The following points were highlighted:

-
top priority of the Java API testing ad hoc group is completion of the testing framework. The final version is expected at the next meeting. Some work remains for the test area files.

-
a draft of the C language binding was discussed - see section 13.2 of this report for more information. It was expected that the related testing specification would be available by June 2002.

The report was noted.

6.3
Liaisons / input from 3GPP groups

T3-010480 is an LS from SA1 in which they request T3 (and other groups) to review the IP based Multimedia Services framework report (TR 22.941). A review during the meeting did not result in any points being raised which required the immediate attention of T3. In light of the work required within T3 on IMS, it was concluded that a work item description should be generated (see section 8.3 of this report for further information). An LS back to SA1 to inform them of the above was drafted T3-010720, but it was concluded that since the LS to SA2 on IMS in T3-010730 was cc to SA1, it was not necessary to send a separate LS. 

T3-010484 is an LS from SA1 in reply to SA3 (cc T3) regarding IMS security and UE functionality split. SA1 states that the proposal from SA3 to have IMS security functionality in the ISIM is not completely clear to SA1 and that they would like to have more information about the security architecture and which information is to be stored in the ISIM versus the USIM. Also in the case 3 mentioned in the LS, SA1 is particularly interested to hear more detail about the scenarios envisaged and whether there is to be any information passed or shared between the ISIM and USIM. The LS was noted.

T3-010629 is an LS from CN1 regarding the rejection of 2G AKA by a 3G ME with USIM using UTRAN. They confirm  that in 24.008, CN1 has taken into account the S3 requirement and have specified that should a 3G ME with USIM being served by a UTRAN be asked to do a 2G AKA, that 3G ME shall fail that authentication attempt by the network and allow the network to repeat the AKA. Should the second AKA attempt again fail, CN1 has specified that the 3G ME should consider that cell barred for a period of time. CN1 also noted that T3 interpretation of SA3 specifications that ‘no service (except for emergency calls)’ was not totally appropriate since it would lead to a Denial Of Service to the user. The LS was noted.

T3-010630 is an LS from T2 to the SyncML initiative cc T3 regarding interaction between SyncML and the 3GPP. It notes that T2 is now the contact point within the 3GPP for SyncML issues and it requests a status update from the DevMan working group on progress to date on and the schedule for any remaining activities leading to the publication of the draft DevMan specification later this year. The LS was noted.

T3-010631 is an LS from T3 to SA5 on various aspects of terminal management. Delegates were requested to check if there was any need for T3 to inform other groups about USIM/UICC capabilities and to raise the issue at the next meeting if necessary. The LS was noted.

T3-010632 is an LS from T2 to SA3 cc T3 regarding the security need for terminal applications. The LS was noted.

T3-010633 is an LS from GERAN5 regarding the need to reference GSM 700 and GSM 850 in TS GSM 11.10-4. The LS was noted and would be taken into account for the updated TS 11.10-4 currently being drafted.

T3-010634 is an LS from an SA ad hoc meeting on the Generic User Profile to GSM-A SERG and TWG. The group is developing a “3GPP Generic User Profile Stage 1” to define the concept and requirements of the User Profile. The LS includes a draft of the stage one specification. Later in the meeting, a later version of this specification was registered as T3-010707. The LS and specification were noted and it was concluded that there was no work for T3 to do at this stage. Delegates interested in the work of the group were encouraged to subscribe to the email list at: http://list.3gpp.org/.

T3-010635 is an LS from SA3 in reply to the LS from T3 on IMS identifiers and the ISIM. The LS addresses the questions raised by T3 about the use of authentication and key agreement mechanisms for IMS. The LS explains that IMS subscription information should be independent of the corresponding USIM data to support access network independence and UE split. Furthermore, even though it is likely for Release 5 that the ISIM and USIM will be implemented on the same UICC, and probably provisioned by the same provider, separating these functions at a future date would be very difficult if this logical separation is not in place from the start. Finally, SA3 request that T3 commence specification work on the ISIM. In view of this last point, a new work item description was raised - see section 8.3 of this report. 

T3-010718 is an LS in reply to T3-010635. The LS informs SA3 that T3 plan to commence work on the ISIM. However, there was some discussion about the paragraph "...Note that operators desire the ability to access IMS using a Release 99 USIM (as it was possible to use a GSM SIM card for GPRS.)" since it was felt that GPRS was not an appropriate example. It was therefore agreed to delete this text and a revised version of the LS was approved as T3-010721.

T3-010693 is an LS from SA2 regarding several IMS issues. They request T3 for further information regarding the number of applications that can be active on the UICC. T3 confirmed that the maximum number of logical channels that could be open at once was four, as specified in ISO/IEC 7816-4. It was noted that ISO/IEC WG4 is currently investigating increasing the maximum from 4 to 8. A reply to SA2 was drafted in T3-010722 and approved in T3-010730. See also the T3 work item description on the ISIM in section 8.3 of this report.

T3-010699 is an LS from T2 on MMS related USIM issues in reply to an LS at the last T3 meeting. It states that T2 believes that storage in the USIM of the delivery reports, read-reply reports and multimedia messages (MMs) need not be specified for Rel-5. The LS was noted. See also CRs related to this issue in section 10.2 of this report.

6.4
Liaisons / input from other groups

T3-010612 is a draft reply (elaborated at T3 #20) to an LS from GSM-A SCAG received at T3 #20 in T3‑010518. GSM-A SCAG requested T3 to comment on the feasibility of implementing the UICC in an existing GSM infrastructure with an optimal usage of the new functionality. T3 concluded that the service requirements for such functionality were not yet included in SA1 specifications and, as such, GSM-A SCAG should liase with SA1 on the matter. A revised version of the LS was made available in T3-010695. With a further clarification to the paragraph with the statement that "2G authentication is not to be permitted when roaming onto a 3G network with a USIM", the LS was approved as TP-010752.

T3-010628 is an LS from EP SCP to 3GPP2 cc T3 regarding the ETSI TS 102 223 "Card Application Toolkit". It is a response to their request to allocate a type of command for a specific CDMA SEND-SMS command. EP SCP believes that a more generic solution may be possible if the existing SET UP CALL and SEND DTMF commands could be used to send the necessary feature codes from the card, via the CDMA keypad facility method. The LS was noted.

Organisational matters

8
Work program

8.1
Review of status of T3 specifications & rapporteurs

T3-010674 contains a list of all specifications and work items under the responsibility of T3.

-
it was agreed to propose to TSG-T #14 that the WI on secure messaging enhancements should be deleted since no work had been started yet (and it may in any case be more appropriate for EP SCP to work on this in the future);

-
it was agreed to propose to TSG-T #14 that the WI on UICC/USIM transport protocol should be deleted. The work that had been already started should be considered for potential reuse by EP SCP;

-
it was agreed not to proceed with the draft work item description in T3‑010301 considered at the last T3 meeting on "Content description language for USAT interpreter services".

The rest of the list was noted.

8.2
Review of T3 (and 3GPP) work program

T3-010675 contains the current version of the 3GPP work plan in PDF and MS project versions. The work plan gives an indication of the status of every 3GPP work item. Any comments on the accuracy of the content should be directed to the T3 secretary who updates the T3 parts of the work plan after each TSG-T meeting. The document was noted.

8.3
New work items

T3-010586 is a draft work item description for UE management. This work item would investigate the User Equipment Management feature as lead by SA5 and T2 and implement the requirements set for the USIM. T3-010698 contains a revised version to indicate that the work would result in a Technical Report "USIM/USAT features for support of UEM" and change requests to TS 31.102 and TS 31.111. Jeremy Norris, Vodafone, was elected as work item rapporteur by acclamation. With some editorial changes and the addition of another supporting company, the work item was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3‑010761. It was noted that Nokia maintained their objection to the work item since they believed that the tasks for T3 were not yet clear enough and that the SA5 work item was considered enough for the time being.

T3-010717 is a draft work item description on the ISIM. This is based on the LSs and joint sessions with SA3 on the matter. The work foresees a new specification "Characteristics of the ISIM Application" and a new Technical Report (TR) "ISIM/USIM Inter-working". The TS would be ready for approval by TSG-T #16 in June 2002. Jeremy Norris, Vodafone, was elected as work item rapporteur by acclamation. With some editorial changes and the addition of more supporting companies, the work item was agreed for submission to TSG‑T #14 for approval as T3-010731.

9
USIM and IC Card requirements and reports

9.1
USIM and IC Card requirements (TS 21.111)

No issues were raised under this agenda item.

9.2
SIM/USIM inter-working (TR 31.900)
T3-010543 is a draft LS from T3 to T2, SA1: Clarification Inter-working 2G-only Rel-4 ME and SIM/UICC. The LS highlights the fact that there is a requirement in TS 22.100 R99 which states that “The UMTS mobile terminal shall support phase 2 and phase 2+ GSM SIMs as access modules to UMTS networks”. Following a restructuring of SA1 specifications for Rel-4, TS 22.100 has not been included in Rel-4. This decision was made by SA1 on the basis that all the requirements in TS 22.100 were duplicates in other SA1 specifications. It seems however, that the requirement mentioned above is not listed in any other Rel-4 specification. A revised version of the LS was made available in T3-010701, but due to a lack of time to fully discuss the LS, the chairman undertook to raise the matter with the SA1 chairman.

9.3
Others

No issues were raised under this agenda item.

10
(U)SIM/UICC characteristics (TS 31.101, 31.102, TS 11.11 & 51.011)

10.1
Corrections and clarifications

T3-010497 is a CR to TS 31.101 to clarify that some parts of the core ETSI Smart Card Platform specification, TS 102 221 are optional for 3GPP USIM implementations. This is highlighted by the recent addition of a GET CHALLENGE command to TS 102 221. This command will initially be used by the ETSI TETRA specification. The command is generic in nature and so could also be used by other applications. Several delegates felt that it would be more appropriate to specify such an exclusion in TS 31.102 instead of TS 31.101 so a revised version was made available in T3-010748. With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010793 (CR 31.102-102 Rel-4).

T3-010564 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 31.102 regarding the table which contains the OTA update recommendation for EFs. Currently several entries are blank. The CR was agreed in principle, but the secretary pointed out that if it was approved at this meeting, a Rel-5 version of 31.102 would be created which would mean that every CR to 31.102 would need to be duplicated. It was therefore concluded that the CR should be postponed until the next meeting at which time there would be other Rel-5 CRs.

T3-010636 is a CR to 51.011 regarding PIN mapping between USIM and SIM applications. If a SIM is installed on an UICC, it is possible to map the SIM CHVs onto the key references of an USIM application on this UICC. For the mapping of CHV1 to the global application PIN of this USIM application there are several ways this could be specified. A splinter group discussing the document concluded that:

-
the SIM CHV is not required to be mapped on to the PINs of the USIM;

-
if there is a mapping, then the SIM CHV can be mapped either to the application PIN or to the universal PIN of the USIM;

-
there is a problem about having options for PIN mapping - users would have different behaviour from different operators.

These conclusions are identified in T3-010746. As a result, a revised version of the CR to 51.011 was made available in T3-010775. There was some discussion whether this should be a Rel-4 or Rel-5 change, but it was concluded that it could not be considered as an essential correction and so should be Rel-5. Due to the fact that T3-010775 was presented to the meeting near the end, it was agreed to use an email approval procedure. 

Secretary's note:
No comments were received within 1 week of the meeting, so, with the addition of a CR number, the CR was considered as agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010795 (CR 51.011-007 Rel-5). It was noted that a CR to TS 31.900 may need to be generated at the next T3 meeting.


It was later pointed out that T3-010795 was incorrectly categorised on the cover sheet as category "F" rather than category "C" which would be in line with the above conclusions.

T3-010652 is CR to TS 51.011 to correct several unrelated issues. It was noted that the PLMN list was also incorrect since it currently indicates in the table that only one PLMN is mandatory whereas in fact there are eight. A revised version was made available in T3-010724 (for 51.011) and T3-010723 (for TS 11.11). With the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T#14 for approval as T3-010743 (CR 11.11-A130 R99) and T3-010744 (CR 51.011-004 Rel-4). See also similar CRs for 31.102 in T3-010753 and T3-010754.

T3-010654 is a CR to TS 11.11 to add some missing procedures related to GPRS. It was noted that the procedures should have been added when the GPRS functionality had first been specified, but it appears to have been overlooked. During the discussion of the CR, the following issues were highlighted:

-
it was also agreed to add a general statement about the fact that the procedures only need to be run in the case the ME supporting the feature;

-
the test specification does not test the order of the execution of the procedures;

-
it was requested that since the feature was first specified in R97, the CR should also be applied to R97. However, it was clarified that TS 11.11 R97 is no longer maintained, so no R97 CR was produced.

The CR was agreed in principle and a revised version was made available in T3-010702 to take into account the above discussion. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed as T3-010745 (CR 11.11-A129 R98). For TS 11.11 R99 and TS 51.011 Rel-4, the same changes are included in the general corrections CRs mentioned above in T3-010743 and T3-010744. For TS 31.102, an equivalent CR was produced in T3-010655.
T3-010655 is a CR to TS 31.102 to add the procedures related to PS files. The CR is largely equivalent to the GPRS CR for TS 11.11 in T3-010654 as mentioned above. The CR was agreed in principle and it was agreed to incorporate the other corrections related to the PLMN list as raised in the TS 51.011 CR in T3-010652, so a revised version was produced in T3-010703. Discussion of this document concluded that it should be made clearer that the 8th PLMN entry was mandatory, but that the 9th and onwards were optional. A revised version was made available in T3-010742 and, with the addition of a CR number, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010753 (CR 31.102-100 R99) and T3-010754 (CR 31.102-101 Rel-4).

T3-010688 is a CR to align the current consumption requirements in TS 51.011 with those in TS 31.102 (i.e. 10 mA for all 3 voltage classes). During a discussion on this issue, the following issue was identified: if a new USIM (with GSM application) was put in a pre-release 4 terminal, then there may be a problem, particularly with the 1,8 V interface. On the other hand, if the change is not made, then the applications will need to take into account whether the card is being used in GSM mode or 3G mode. Due to a lack of time, no conclusion was reached on this matter, so the document was postponed until T3 #22.

10.2
Release 5 issues

T3-010494 is a CR to TS 51.011 regarding the addition of APN Control list service. Due to a lack of time, the document was postponed until the next meeting.

T3-010653 (an updated version of T3-010535) is a CR to TS 31.102 to introduce USIM support for the MMS feature. Storing MMS parameters would allow for "automatic" terminal configuration and storing MMS notifications on the USIM allows a subscriber to remove the UICC from the ME and retain the ability to retrieve those messages using another ME. The CR was discussed in a splinter group and the initial conclusion were incorporated into an undated version of the CR in T3-010692. However, it was concluded that there were still several open issues and so it was agreed to organise an ad hoc meeting which would include T2 and T3 experts to finalise the CR before the next T3 plenary.

T3-010690 is a CR to TS 51.011 to align it with TS 31.102 regarding the implementation of the SPN feature. This is achieved by adding a new file, EF(SPDI) to store the Service provider display information and modifying the coding of EF(SPN) in order to store the new display conditions. There was some discussion about whether such a change should apply to Rel-4 or Rel-5, but it was concluded that it would be better to have 2G and 3G aligned from the first release when the functionality was incorporated (i.e. Rel-4). During the meeting, revised versions were made available in T3-010727 and T3-010736. The CR was eventually agreed for Rel-4 for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010747 (CR 51.011-005 Rel-4).

10.3
Modification of TS 51.011 to refer to TS 102 221

T3-010700 contains a CR to TS 51.011 to restructure the specification by deleting those requirements which are duplicated in ETSI Smart Card Platform specification, TS 102 221 and replacing them with a reference to TS 102 221. The CR is the result of T3 ad hoc meeting #55 in October. The CR was reviewed by a splinter group during the meeting. The category of the CR ("R") was questioned and it was clarified that it should be classified as D, editorial since even though there are significant deletions of text, there are no functional changes. A revised version was produced during the meeting in T3-010704 before being agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 as T3-010773 (CR 51.011-005 Rel-4).

10.4
Other issues

T3-010686 is a document on concatenated SMS & the (U)SIM. The document highlights several areas which need clarification regarding the storage of concatenated SMS in the SIM and USIM. It was concluded that the received concatinated SMSs can be reconstructed from the header information contained within the SMSs. As far as transmission of concatinated SMSs from the card, it was recognised that this is somewhat inefficient but that this would not be within the scope of T3 to rectify. It was therefore agreed not to procede with the proposal.

T3-010735 is a CR to 31.102 to optimise the coding of EF-OPL to allow a range of LACs to be identified. Currently a large number of LACs may cause noticeable delays during initialisation. The CR proposes a way to use the “not used” value in the PNN Record Identifier that enables a range of LACs to be identified in the LAI element of the record. Due to the fact the CR was presented for the first time only very late in the meeting, the CR was postponed until the next meeting.

Secretary's note: Following the meeting, several companies investigated the CR further. They concluded that the CR did address an important issue and so a proposal was made to the email list to approve a modified version of the CR by email. No objections were received, so the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010796 (CR 31.102-103 Rel-4) and T3-010797 (CR 51.011-008 Rel-4).

11
Application Identifiers (TS 31.110)

T3-010691 is a Rel-4 CR to TS 31.110 to replace the contents of the specification by a reference to TS 101 220. This is in line with the decision made at a previous meeting that it would be better if all Application Identifier information was specified in the ETSI Smart Card Platform specification, TS 101 220. This specification has already been modified by EP SCP to include the requirements in TS 31.110. Several further modifications were made during a splinter group session before the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010786 (CR 31.110-004 Rel-4). It was noted that a change may also be needed to TS 23.048 to reference the TAR.

12
(U)SIM Toolkit (TS 31.111 and TS 11.14)

12.1
Corrections and clarifications

T3-010657 is a R99 CR to TS 11.14 to clarify the RECEIVE DATA command. T3-010659 and T3-010660 are equivalent CRs to 31.111 R99 and Rel-4. Currently, it is unclear how the ME shall behave if it cannot return the data length required by the card because of APDU size limit. The CR specifies that the ME shall return the maximum number of bytes possible according to the length of other TLVs. The CR also corrects the length of the channel data object. 

The CR was agreed in principle and discussion concluded that "editorial" changes listed in T3-010658 (and T3-010661 and T3-010662 for TS 31.111) to the lengths of the buffer size and other address object should also be included. A revised version was made available in T3-010705. With the addition of a CR number, the CRs were agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 as T3-010758 (CR 11.14-A208 R99), T3-010759 (CR 31.111-060 R99) and T3-010760 (CR 31.111-061 Rel-4).

12.2
Release 5 issues

T3-010493 is a CR to TS 31.111 to extend the call control to packet switched domain. Due to a lack of time, the docuement was postponed until the next meeting.

T3-010627 is a CR to TS 31.111 to add new functionality that would allow toolkit applications to generate and send SMS to the terminal. The topic had been discussed at the last T3 meeting and it had been requested that SA1 should provide feedback on the service requirement for such functionality. This was not received, so the matter was again postponed.

12.3
Merging of 11.14 and 31.111

T3-010656 is a discussion document on toolkit for Rel-4 and beyond and it identifies three options for resolving the matter of how to deal with TS 11.14 and TS 31.111. The current T3 agreement had been to modify TS 31.111 from R99 onwards to include GSM only support and then to withdraw TS 11.14 R99 (option 1). The document concludes that this option may cause some difficulties since there are already implementations on the market. The situation is further complicated by the fact that there are several features which are optional in TS 11.14 but mandatory in TS 31.111. A second option would be the same, but starting with Rel-4. The third option is to delete most (95%) of the text of 31.111 and replace it with a reference to the ETSI Smart Card Platform specification, TS 102 223. It was agreed that the third solution was the most acceptable. This would also be extended to the GSM only specification meaning that a TS 51.014 would be created and it would also refer to TS 102 223.

12.4
Other issues

T3-010696 is a CR to TS 31.111 to reserve a byte in the terminal profile for use within the TIA/EIA IS 820 specification (i.e. 3GPP2) in order to remain aligned with the CAT specification (ETSI TS 102 223) as discussed in the LS from EP SCP in T3-010628. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010756 (CR 31.111-059 Rel-4).

13
(U)SIM toolkit API and secure messaging

13.1
Java API

T3-010624 is a CR to TS 43.019 with clarifications to the API methods and Framework behaviour regarding the ProactiveHandler and EnvelopeResponseHandler. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010764 (CR 43.019-001 Rel-5).

T3-010647 is a CR to TS 03.19 containing editorial changes. There was some discussion about whether this could be considered as an editorial change since it was changing the spelling of a variable name, but it was concluded that since the change did not apply to source code, it was acceptable. However, it was pointed out that editorial changes are only allowed for specification in the current release, so the CR was reissued as a Rel-5 CR to TS 43.019 in T3-010706. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010765 (CR 43.019-002 Rel-5).

T3-010663 is a Rel-5 CR to 43.019 to clarify the activation of toolkit applet on the EVENT_MENU_SELECTION_HELP_REQUEST event. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010770 (CR 43.019-007 Rel-5).

T3-010679 is a Rel-5 CR to 43.019 for the addition of the EVENT_FIRST_COMMAND_AFTER_SELECT as a toolkit event. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010766 (CR 43.019-003 Rel-5).

T3-010682 is a R99 CR to TS 03.19 containing a clarification of ToolkitException.OUT_OF_ TLV_BOUNDARIES in ViewHandler.java. There was some discussion as to whether this change could be considered as a clarification or whether it was a modification of feature. It was concluded that it was indeed a clarification and the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010790 (CR 03.19-A017 R99), T3-010791 (CR 43.019-008 Rel-4) and T3-010792 (CR 43.019-009 Rel-5).

T3-010683 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 43.019 to update the list of Simple BER TLV tags in sim.toolkit.ToolkitConstants. The CR was agreed unchanged for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010767 (CR 43.019-004 Rel-5).

T3-010684 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 43.019 with a modification to the ToolkitRegistry methods so as to allow the method of ToolkitRegistry class to be part of a transaction. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010768 (CR 43.019-005 Rel-5).

T3-010685 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 43.019 with a modification to the ToolkitRegistry methods so as to define what happens in the case where the TAR is not defined. The CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010769 (CR 43.019-006 Rel-5).

T3-010751 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 43.019 regarding concatenated short messages in SMS point to point. The aim of the CR is to make it transparent to the application whether the SMS is a single one or a concatenated one. It was noted that there had not been unanimous agreement in the T3 API  group. However, the plenary could not provide guidance since only one side of the argument was presented. If there was continued interest in the feature, the T3 API group was requested to produce a discussion document identifying the advantages and disadvantage of making such a change.

13.2
C SIM API

T3-010623 contains a draft version of the TS for the T3 work item "C language binding for SIM API". During a review of the work, and a comparison with the Java API specification (TS 43.019) the following points were highlighted:

-
TS 43.019 contains a lot of detail about framework behaviour which does not exist in the C SIM API specification;

-
there was some discussion about whether the draft covered all the requirements in the stage one specification TS 42.019. e.g. the loader requirements in clause 5 of TS 42.109. It was stated that in the C SIM API situation, the loader could be considered as the linker;

-
it was noted that the specification aims at source code compatibility, not run time compatibility;

-
the rapporteur believes the specification to be greater than 90% complete.

It was eventually concluded that the specification was sufficiently complete to be sent to TSG-T #14 for information. Further discussions would be required during the next T3 API meeting to ensure that the final version of the specification was fully aligned with TS 42.019 and that the issues raised in the discussed documents in T3-010737, T3-010750, T3-010757 and T3‑010774 were satisfactorily addressed.

13.3
Secure messaging

T3-010517 is a discussion document on TS 23.048 which proposes to change the reference to the Open Platform specification from version 2.01 to version 2.1. It was noted that the change may have some backwards compatibility issues and so delegates were requested to investigate the matter so that a decision could be made ata the next meeting.

T3-010557 is a R99 CR to TS 03.48 proposing a correction of Response Header Length definition. It was initially submitted to T3 #21, but postponed to allow off-line investigation to ensure that the change would not create any backward compatibility problems. No such problems were raised, so the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010787 (CR 03.48-A022), T3-010788 (CR 23.048-015) and T3-010789 (CR 23.048-016).

T3-010567 is a CR to TS 23.048 to introduce the security domain which is specified in the Open Platform specification. It was agreed that the document required further discussion in the API SWG.

T3-010648 (a duplicate of T3-010711) is a R99 CR to TS 03.48 to delete a superfluous sentence regarding the use of the counter (CNTR) for CBC modes. This is due to the fact that the counter value must be included in the checksum computation and ciphered data which already is made clear in the command and response packet descriptions. It was explained that the counter is used to ensure that there is at least one bit different in the message, thus ensuring that the encrypted message is unique. The document was re-issued with editorial corrections in T3-010728 but it was concluded that it would only be appropriate to make the change for Rel-4 and Rel-5, not R99. It was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010783 (CR 23.048-013 Rel-4), T3-010784 (CR 23.048-014 R99).

T3-010649 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 23.048 to add new functionality that would provide a means for the receiving entity to check if the security level of an incoming 03.48 formatted message is sufficient before forwarding the message to the receiving application. The CR was agreed without further modification for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010776 (CR 23.048-007).

T3-010650 is a R99 CR to TS 03.48 which contains a clarification of the APDU Access Domain. Currently, the description of the bytes of the access domain parameters with the LSB and MSB notations is confusing : byte 1 may be replaced with byte 2 and vice-versa. The change removes the MSB and LSB notations, reorders the bytes according to the byte numbers and aligns the example. Some concerns were raised as to whether the change was really necessary given that it could potentially impact existing implementations. It was concluded that the change was appropriate and that the table listing the examples should be more clearly marked as an example. A revised version was made available in T3-010729 and, with the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010780 (CR 03.48-A021 R99), T3-010781 (CR 23.048-011 Rel-4) and T3-010782 (CR 23.048-012 Rel-5).

T3-010651 is a CR to TS 23.048 with a clarification regarding concatenated response packets. Currently the handling of concatenated response packets is not described. The CR specifies that the same principles as used for concatenation information for Command Packets should apply. This was discussed in a splinter group, and revised versions were produced in T3-010725 (03.48 R99) and T3-010726 (23.048 Rel-4). It was concluded that the change would not be suitable for R99 and also that for Rel-4, further discussion in the API would be required. The CR was postponed.

T3-010680 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 23.048 regarding the maximum number of timers allowed for applet instance. Currently, the behaviour when an applet requires more than the maximum number of timers allowed by the card is defined. The CR specifies that if the maximum number of timers required is greater than '08' (maximum number of timers specified in GSM 11.14), the card shall return the Status Word '6A80', "incorrect parameters in data field, to the Install(Install) command". It was agreed that such change was required, but it was felt that it should be classified as a functional modification of feature rather than a correction. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010777 (CR 23.048-008 Rel-5).

T3-010681 is a Rel-4 CR to TS 23.048 with a clarification on the Access Domain Parameter in order to avoid applets performing operations on files which are protected by the access condition NEVER. After some discussion, it was pointed out that the access condition NEVER applies to changes via the SIM/ME interface, not internally within the card (see definition). On the other hand, some delegates felt that NEVER means NEVER and applies to all internal or external manipulation of files. A final conclusion was not reached, so the CR was postponed until the next meeting.

13.4
Restructuring of secure messaging specifications

T3-010673 contains a presentation regarding the on-going work within T3 and EP SCP to split the secure messaging specifications into generic parts (under the control of EP SCP) and GSM/ 3G specific parts under the control of T3. The work is expected to result in the following specifications:

T3-010668: Draft TS 102 224: Security mechanisms for the Card Application Toolkit: Functional requirements

T3-010669: Draft TS 102 225: Secured packet structure for UICC applications

-
T3-010670: Draft TS 102 226: Remote APDU Structure for UICC based applications

T3-010671: Draft TS 31.115: Secured packet structure for (U)SIM Toolkit applications

T3-010672: Draft TS 31.116: Remote APDU Structure for (U)SIM Toolkit applications

The specifications were noted for information.

Other T3 work items/areas

14.1
(U)SIM Toolkit Interpreter

T3-010637 is a Rel-5 CR 31.112 regarding a correction of TAR value usage to align them with the usage in TS 101 220. With some changes to the cover pages, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010738 (CR 31.112-001 Rel-5).

T3-010639 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 31.113 containing a series of straightforward clarifications. T3-010640 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 31.113 containing a collection of editorial changes. The changes in both documents were agreed but it was concluded that they should be combined into a single CR. The CRs were agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010740 (CR 31.113-002).

T3-010638 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 31.113 for the addition of an attribute for SendAdditionalInformation in the Gateway Address TLV object. It was noted that it had originally been agreed in T3 that only corrections will be allowed for TS 31.113 Rel-5, but since there were no objections to the CR, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010739 (CR 31.113-001 Rel-5 ).

T3-010641 is a CR to TS 31.113 containing changes to the USAT Interpreter system information partition table. The main change is to split the system variable "USAT Interpreter profile" into two parts, the USAT Command Filter and the USAT Interpreter Byte Code Filter. It was noted that it had originally been agreed in T3 that only corrections will be allowed for TS 31.113 Rel-5, but since there were no objections to the CR, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010741 (CR 31.113-003 Rel-5).

T3-010719 (an updated version of T3-010664) is a Rel-5 CR to TS 31.113 regarding the default behaviour of USAT interpreter on 'No response from user'. Some concerns were raised about the security implications of this feature, but it was responded that they could be over come by the server having a time-out. Due a lack of time to investigate all the implications of the CR, it was postponed until the next meeting.  

T3-010642 contains the draft specification TS 31.114 v0.6.0 "USAT Interpreter protocol and administration" for information. It specifies the transmission protocol to be used to communicate with the USAT Interpreter and the administrative structures and procedures to administer the USAT Interpreter. There was still some discussion within the ad hoc group developing the specification as to whether it should be split into two parts, but this should not prevent it from being ready for inclusion into Rel-5 by TSG-T #15 in March 2002. It was agreed to submit the specification to TSG-T #14 for information as version 1.0.0. 

T3-010665 is a CR to TS 31.113-Rel-5 to add new functionality that would allow the comparison with a variable value. Currently, if a service developer would like to branch to other locations depending on a variable value, other variables must be created to contain the values to be tested. In addition to be an inconvenient constraint for the service developer, this would have an impact on the USAT Interpreter memory usage. It was noted that it had originally been agreed in T3 that only corrections will be allowed for TS 31.113 Rel-5, but since there were no objections to the CR, it was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as  T3-010755 (CR 31.113-004 Rel-5).

14.2
USIM transport Protocol

No new documents were submitted to T3 #21 regarding the USIM transport protocol. Documents T3-010511 and T3-010512 had been submitted to the previous T3 meeting, but no work had since be done on the issue. It was concluded that since there was some relationship between the work expected within this work item and the on-going work in EP SCP, it may be better to let the work in EP SCP proceed first after which the need for a specific USIM transport protocol could be re-evaluated. It was therefore agreed to request TSG-T #14 to delete the work item from the 3GPP work program.

14.3
IMS (IP Multimedia Subsystem)

T3-010492 is a Rel-5 CR to TS 31.102 for the addition of identifiers to support IMS. It had originally been submitted to T3 #20. Since that meeting, SA3 has proposed the ISIM concept which would be a separate application on the UICC. In line with the proposal, the authors of T3-010492 have produced T3-010644, an initial draft of an ISIM specification, based on TS 31.102. Many areas still require further work. For example, the handling of the authenticate command needs further discussion. It was agreed that T3-010644 should be used as a basis for future T3 work on the ISIM.

T3-010645 is a discussion document identifying open issues on SIMs/ISIMs/UICCs etc for IMS. Delegates were requested to study the matter in detail so that an informed discussion could take place at the next meeting.

T3-010687 is a discussion document regarding the definitions of the terms UICC and USIM. The SA3 concept for the ISIM identifies several scenarios, one of which could be a UICC with an ISIM application but no USIM application. However, SA1 and SA3 specifications currently have definitions which would preclude that scenario, i.e. "UICC: a physically secure device that can be inserted and removed from terminal equipment. It can contain one or more applications one of which must be the USIM.". It was agreed that the SA1 and SA3 definitions should be reviewed by both groups and a liaison was drafted in T3-010694 to request this. With some minor changes, the LS was approved as T3-010716.

Other Release 5 issues

T3-010513 is a R99 CR to TS 31.122 with several corrections. A review during the meeting concluded that some further changes were necessary (e.g. CR3 in 7.2.2) and so a revised version was drafted and agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010710 (CR 31.122-001 R99).

T3-010712 is a R99 CR to TS 31.122 for the removal of an incorrect conformance requirement in one of the T=0 tests. A revised version of the CR was produced during the meeting in T3-010785 (a corrected version T3-010732 which contains the wrong document in the ZIP file) and, but the matter was not resolved before the meeting closed, so T3-010785 was postponed until the next meeting. 

T3-010713 is a R99 CR to TS 31.122 containing corrections in tests for T=1. A revised version of the CR was produced during the meeting in T3-010733 and T3-010762 but the matter was not resolved before the meeting closed, so T3-010762 was postponed until the next meeting. 

T3-010714 is a R99 CR to TS 31.122 regarding a change to the test for TLV DO with tag '83' after select ADF USIM. The change was agreed and a revised version was made available in T3-010734 to include a similar change for tag '82' (in T3-010715). It was finally agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010763 (CR 31.122-004r1 R99).

16.3
(U)SIM toolkit Java API tests (TS 11.13)

T3-010646 is a R98 CR to TS 11.13 for the specification of the framework tests. This covers the Minimum Handler Availability, Handler Integrity, Applet Triggering, Proactive Command Sending, Exception Handling, Framework Security Management, Envelope Response Posting, Toolkit Installation and File System Context. With the addition of several changes to the cover sheet, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010771 (CR 11.13-A003 R98).

T3-010667 is a R98 CR to TS 11.13 for API tests as elaborated at the last T3 Java API testing ad hoc meetings. With the addition of a CR number, the CR was agreed for submission to TSG-T #14 for approval as T3-010772 (CR 11.13-A004 R98).

16.4
(U)SIM toolkit tests (TS 11.10-4)

T3-010709 contains a draft TS SIM Toolkit test specification. The SIM toolkit test specification, TS 11.10-4 was developed some years ago based on the release 96 version of the SIM toolkit core specification, TS 11.14. An ad hoc group within T3 has been working for some time to upgrade the test specification so as to test the new SIM toolkit functionality added since R96. During the course of this work, it was concluded that in order to make the specification easier to use, the format should be changed. The work is expected to be complete by the next T3 meeting. It was agreed to submit this document to TSG-T #14 for information only subject to comments from GERAN5.

T3-010794 contains an LS from T3 to GERAN5  regarding the responsibility for SIM Toolkit test specification. Currently, the specification comes under the responsibility of GERAN5. However since the experts who have been working on the specification normally attend T3 meetings, T3 concluded that it may be more efficient to move the specification directly under the responsibility of T3. The LS proposes this to GERAN5 and requests their feedback. This document was created by the T3 Chairman after the meeting in accordance with a decision taken at T3 #21.
