2 Status report on USAT Interpreter Specifications

2.1 USAT Interpreter Stage 1, TS 22.112

The current version is 5.0.0. There are currently no changes to TS 22.112 considered as necessary by the USAT Interpreter ad-hoc group.  

2.2 USAT Interpreter Architecture Description, TS 31.112

TS 31.112 is available as version 5.1.0 (REL-5). No changes are planned.

2.3 USAT Interpreter Byte Codes, TS 31.113

TS 31.113 is available as version 5.1.0 (REL-5).

The USAT Interpreter ad-hoc group presents several CRs on TS 31.113 to T3 #22.

One CR is related to a discussion we had during the T3 #21: Only parts of the functionality of the USAT Interpreter is currently reflected in Annex B of TS 31.113. The CR adds important missing functionality to Annex B and can be found in document T3-020043.

One CR extends the error handling functionality of the USAT Interpreter. This CR can be found in document T3-020044.

Another CR is a collection of clarifications and corrections. This CR can be found in T3-020045.

Open issues with TS 31.113:

The usage of the Terminal Response Handler Modifier seems to be not completely clear to everyone. Even though there is a common understanding within the ad-hoc group on the functionality itself, the ad-hoc group does not have an agreed clarification CR available yet. The ad-hoc group discussed 2 documents, which are trying to clarify the usage of the Terminal Response Handler in detail. Due to the complexity of the issue, the ad-hoc group was not able to prepare a ready to use CR to handle this open issue. Further improvements of the clarifications are necessary in order to provide a CR, which can be implemented in TS 31.113.

The ad-hoc group discussed the possibility, to provide a CR to implement several security plug-ins for end-to-end security into TS 31.113. A technical solution has been discussed in the ad-hoc group, but the ad-hoc group was not able to agree, whether the functionality should be implemented into TS 31.113 now. Some companies raised the concern, that the work needs to be synchronised with other standardisation bodies. 

2.4 USAT Interpreter Protocol and Administration, TS 31.114

The current TS 31.114 USAT Interpreter Protocol and Administration version 1.4.0 can be found in document T3-020042.

Open issues with TS 31.114:

In TS 22.112 "plug-in administration" is required for the USAT Interpreter. To address this requirement, TS 31.114 provides the chapters “Install Plug-In” and “Remove Plug-In”. A technical solution for the requirement is available, but within the ad-hoc group, we could not agree, whether we should put that solution into TS 31.114 or not. How that functionality could be implemented can be found in document T3-020055.

Advantages, raised by some companies:

The infrastructure of the USAT Interpreter Gateway System can be reused, to download plug-ins over the air. No additional infrastructure in addition to the existing USAT Interpreter infrastructure is necessary. The security has to be handled proprietary, as the content of a plug-in is by definition proprietary, too.

Problems raised by some companies:

As the security is not specified by the USAT Interpreter specifications, it might be possible, that weak security schemes are used. Other mechanisms of downloading plug-ins are available already (reusing Global Platform mechanisms), there is no need to specify another mechanism.

The ad-hoc group would like to ask for the opinion of the T3 delegates: Should we implement the functionality now, as REL-6 or remove this functionality at all? 

Version 1.4.0 of TS 31.114 contains "FFS" for the chapters “Install Plug-In” and “Remove Plug-In”.

Beside this decision to be made, the ad-hoc group considers the TS 31.114 as mature and stable enough to be submitted to T for approval. Therefore, the USAT Interpreter ad-hoc group would like to ask T3 to check and forward the specification for approval to T.

3 General Issues

3.1 Allocation of TAR values in TS 102 220

For the USAT Interpreter, a range of TAR values is to be allocated in TS 102 220. A proposal for a CR to TS 102 220 can be found in document T3-020048. The USAT Interpreter ad-hoc group would like to ask T3 to check the CR and to ask SCP to consider the CR for TS 102 220.

3.2 Discussion on T3-010719

The ad-hoc group did not discuss the open proposed CR on "Default behaviour of USAT interpreter on 'No response from user'" from the last T3 meeting.

3.3 Transfer of USAT Interpreter specifications to SCP

The ad-hoc group feels, that the USAT Interpreter specifications should be transferred to SCP. The USAT Interpreter functionality is not limited to the USIM environment, therefore, the transfer to SCP could broaden the use cases for the USAT Interpreter. Many new features of the UI are related to security functionality, which is currently under discussion in SCP WG2.

The ad-hoc group would like to ask T3 to discuss the transfer of the USAT Interpreter specifications to SCP.

3.4 WI Description USAT Interpreter for REL-6

From the last T3 meeting, the ad-hoc group got the task to prepare a work item description for USAT Interpreter REL-6. A draft WI description can be found in T3-020047. 

3.5 AID for USAT Interpreter

The ad-hoc group did briefly discuss Application Identifiers for the USAT Interpreter, as raised during the last T3 meeting. Conclusion:

While it is no problem to reserve an AID, the usage of a USAT Interpreter AID is not clear. The usage could may be clarified first in SCP WG1.

The ad-hoc group would like to ask T3 delegates on their opinion.

3.6 Meeting schedule of the ad-hoc group

As the USAT Interpreter specification are published now, the rapporteur proposed to reduce the number of ad-hoc meetings. In his opinion, ad-hoc meetings should only be called on request, when complex CRs are to be discussed.

Some other companies would like to continue with regular meetings, to prepare CRs for the USAT Interpreter.

The rapporteur states, that he will not able to attend meetings on USAT Interpreter every 4-5 weeks.

The ad-hoc group would like to ask T3 delegates on their opinion.

4 Proposed ad-hoc meeting schedule

Further ad-hoc meetings will be planned according to the results of the discussion during T3 #22.
