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1. Overall Description:

T3 developed a series of specifications for the USAT Interpreter. TS 31.114 specifies the transmission protocol and the administration for the USAT Interpreter. Within TS 31.114 a range of TAR values for usage by the USAT Interpreter transmission protocol is proposed. In order to avoid conflicts of the USAT Interpreter TAR value range with other specifications, it would be necessary to incorporate the TAR value range into Annex D of TS 101 220.

T3 kindly asks EP SCP to review the attached CR and to consider the attached CR for the next version of TS 101 220.
