2 Status report on USAT Interpreter Test specification (TS 31.123)

2.1 Progress

The ad-hoc group has worked with defining the scope of conformance testing, structure the specification document, identify the conformance requirements, draft test cases on high level, define a mark-up language, develop a converter tool and define a notation for the test procedure.

The ad-hoc group considers this very important initial part of the drafting work to be done and stable. There is now a framework in place, in which the in detail specified test cases may be inserted.

Therefore the ad-hoc group considers the TS 31.123 as mature enough to be submitted to for information.

2.2 Status of specification

Presently the specification TS 31.123 consists of the following parts:

· Main clauses – Test environment, conformance requirements, high-level test cases

· Annex A – Test language definition

· Annex B – Test documents

· Annex C – Test procedure

· Annex D – Conformance context applicability

· Annex E – UI-Converter tool, source code and users guide

Main clauses

The current version is  Based on 31.113 v5.2.0 + CRs and 31.114 v5.0.0.

The organisation of the test groups strictly follows the core specification. This has been found to be the best approach, even though there will occasionally be some overlap between the logical features of the USAT Interpreter.

The ad-hoc group thinks that high-level specification of test cases is almost completed. Minor additions and “maintaining” remains to be done continuously.

We are awaiting issues-to-be-clarified and pending CRs to the core specification (e.g. Plug-in clause). We are also awaiting updates (if any) to rel 6 version of core specs.

Annex B – test documents and Annex C – Test procedure

Test documents will be specified in ui-test-ml markup and  the corresponding byte code representation where applicable. The test documents are referenced from the Test procedure.

The test procedure is specified with test steps, using “USAT Interpreter Test”-operations. The operations describes schematically the flow of information (test data) between the test environment entities. 

The structure and organisation of test documents have been done. Definition of test procedure operations have been done.

The ad-hoc group thinks that the first important part of the work, to set the structure of detailed test case descriptions is now done. Therefore there is now a framework in place.

Drafting of the actual test documents remains to be done. 

The drafting of detailed test cases (i.e. test procedure + test documents) to cover the entire scope of the USAT Interpreter specification presents a considerable challenge. The amount of work required (i.e contributions) is substantial.

The ad-hoc group would like to express it’s concern that unless the active participation in the ad-hoc group increases, it will be difficult to achieve complete test case coverage.

Annex D – Conformance context applicability

The ad-hoc group have found a need to present the relationship between supported modes of operations / implemented features, conformance contexts and applicable test cases. A table for this purpose is provided.

Annex E – The UI-converter Tool and User Guide

The UI-converter tool converts test data in the form of XML documents into USAT Interpreter readable byte code.

The first version of the UI-converter tool has been provided. It needs to maintained to the latest version of the DTD. (The DTD might have to be changed to reflect any changes to the core specifications.)

2.3 Remaining work and open issues

Issues for clarifications

The ad-hoc group maintains a list of Issues to clarify, concerning the core specifications 31.113 and 31.114. Presently there are 3 items on the list. 

It is left to member company initiative, to forward CRs on the core specifications when so found required.

The ad-hoc group asks the T3 delegates to note the existence of this document, available in T3z021007.

Open issues with 31.123

The test environment is almost defined. The required entities of the test environments has been described. The environment consists of both entities that are specified in TS 31.123 and entities that are needed but only described briefly. 

Implementation (specification) of some of the required test entities are presently left out of scope. These entities are the ME simulator, the GW simulator, verification entity and test/user-simulator. This approach is still an open issue. 

Therefor the ad-hoc group would like to ask the opinion on this approach.

Remaining work

Drafting of detailed test cases and remains to be done. 

The drafting of detailed test cases (i.e. test procedure + test documents) to cover the entire scope of the USAT Interpreter specification presents a considerable challenge. The amount of work required (i.e contributions) is substantial.

The ad-hoc group would like to express it’s concern that unless the active participation in the ad-hoc group increases, it will be difficult to achieve complete test case coverage.

3 Proposed ad-hoc meeting schedule

The ad-hoc group sees a need to have two more meetings before the following T3 meeting #24. Goal of drafting is to have a stable version of the test spec, to be presented for approval, by then.

There is a preliminary plan is to have two more ad-hoc meetings before T3#24.

· July 3-4, hosted by SmartTrust 

The meeting schedule depends on the number of supporting companies after T3 meeting #23.

4 Conclusion

The progress of the drafting work has been very good, with high-level description and structure of the specification achieved. The first version of the UI-converter tool has been provided. 

The remaining work to be done consists in designing detailed test procedures and test documents, corresponding to already provided high-level test cases. This work is time consuming but of a basic nature.

The drafting of detailed test cases (i.e. test procedure + test documents) to cover the entire scope of the USAT Interpreter specification presents a considerable challenge. The amount of work required (i.e contributions) is substantial.

The ad-hoc group thinks that the remaining amount of work requires more that two actively participating companies. Otherwise there is a considerable risk that the ad-hoc group will die. 

The ad-hoc group considers the TS 31.123 as mature enough to be submitted to T3 for information. Therefore the USAT Interpreter Test ad-hoc group would like to ask T3 to discuss if, and if so decided, review and forward the specification for information to T.

The ad-hoc group would also like to ask other companies to review and provide feedback on the TS 31.123.
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
