1 Meetings since T3 #23

There have been invitations for one ad-hoc meeting on USAT Interpreter Test since the last T3 #23 meeting. This meeting was CANCELLED due to no registered delegates.

Purpose of the meeting was to collect and discuss comments to the TS 31.123 v.0.1.0, as provided for information to T3 #23, and to discuss any other input provided. 

2 Status report on USAT Interpreter Test specification (TS 31.123)

2.1 Progress

Review of TS 31.123 v 0.1.0 have been done by G&D.  

One comment made is that some example docs of the UI-Converter Tool 1.1 need to be updated to the latest version of the DTD.  

There has been contributions posted during June 2002, intended for the cancelled ad-hoc#75. These contributions consists of proposed additions to the next draft version of TS 31.123 and a updated list of Issues for clarifications. Comments from SchlumbergerSema have been received regarding these input papers.

2.2 Status of specification

Main clauses

The current version is  Based on 31.113 v6.0.0 + CRs and 31.114 v5.1.0.

Annex B – test documents and Annex C – Test procedure

Drafting of the actual test documents is ongoing.

Test procedures and test documents for the following three groups have been proposed:

USAT Interpreter commands DisplayText, AssignAndBranch and ExecuteNativeCommand.

Current version is still UI-Converter Tool 1.1.

An updated version is needed to comply with TS 31.113 v6.0.0 (minor updates). 

2.3 Remaining work and open issues

Issues for clarifications

The ad-hoc group maintains a list of Issues to clarify, concerning the core specifications 31.113 and 31.114. Presently there are 10 items on the list.  Please refer to T3z02 1401. 

It is left to member company initiative, to forward CRs on the core specifications when so found required.

Drafting of detailed test cases... a lot remains to be done.

The drafting of detailed test cases (i.e. test procedure + test documents) to cover the entire scope of the USAT Interpreter specification presents a considerable challenge. The amount of work required (i.e contributions) is substantial.

The ad-hoc group would like to express it’s concern that unless the active participation in the ad-hoc group increases, it will be difficult to achieve complete test case coverage.

3 Proposed ad-hoc meeting schedule

4 Conclusion

The progress of the drafting work has been slow since May.

Therefore the ad-hoc group considers it not possible to provide an updated version of TS 31.123 to T3 for information at this point in time.

The rapporteur finds that the conclusion of the last work item report still applies:

“The remaining work to be done consists in designing detailed test procedures and test documents, corresponding to already provided high-level test cases. This work is time consuming but of a basic nature.

The drafting of detailed test cases (i.e. test procedure + test documents) to cover the entire scope of the USAT Interpreter specification presents a considerable challenge. The amount of work required (i.e contributions) is substantial.

The ad-hoc group thinks that the remaining amount of work requires more that two actively participating companies. Otherwise there is a considerable risk that the ad-hoc group will die.” 
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
