5 51.013 Release 4 specification

Tuesday, afternoon.

5.1.1 Email discussions
The Group checks the Incard contribution document (T3z021502), sent by mail before the meeting.

The modification made concerns FWK_FWS_INDA test: For test cases 2 and 5: “Cryptographic checksum” replaces “no Cryptographic checksum”, to be compliant with scripts (We want to trigger two different applets with different security, which is made on CC and not ciphering parameter). The document is approved.

T3z021501:

In FWK_HIN_PRHD.LDR, the applet class AID is 24 01 in the load and 20 01 in the install-install + MKSel.
In FWK_FWS_INDA.SCR, RST/INI macro is missing before deleting applets.

5.1.2 Contributions

(Wednesday, morning)

Incard new delivery is numbered T3z021510.

FWK_HIN_PRHD.LDR: The problem in Install_Install is reviewed. The Applet Class AID is not coded according to the TS 11.13 (see §4.6). A new delivery is expected. The changes must be made in all Incard Release 4 tests.
FWK_FWS_INDA.SCR: “RST/INI 07 01” is added before deleting applet 2.

(Thursday, morning)

Incard presents its new scripts delivery (T3z021511).

PAR and LDR Applet Class AID are changed and compliant to the TS 51.013 Release 4 specification.

Fixed one mistake: “MaxLoadCommandDataLength” parameter is not the same in the LDR and PAR files for FWK_FWS_INDA test. The new delivery is T3z021518.

6 Remarks on 11.13 release 98 Version 7.4.1

(Wednesday, morning)

Remarks from Incard about TS 11.13 version 7.4.1: 

In FWK_MHA_PRHD_1.SCR (“REM***Select Applet 1***”) : REM statement shall be followed by space. Shall be changed in Release 98.

FWK_PCS_SPCO_1.SCR: SW without space between 90 and 00. Shall be changed in Release 98.

FWK_TIN_ITID_1.SCR, FWK_TIN_TMAL_1.SCR: SW with ‘X’ is coded on one nibble only. A clarification is needed to determine precisely that one X corresponds to one nibble and then that only half an octet of status word can be checked.

The group decides to correct in Release 4 the coding of the X nibble. In TS 51.013, paragraph B.2, <response> and <status> shall be written: “Nibble written as X shall not be checked by the APDU Tool.” instead of “Bytes written as XX shall…”. 

This syntax shall be added in the example part too, as follows:

7 Planning 23.048 testing

The mails from the rapporteur of 23.048 testing group and from SLB, relating to this point, are read to the group.

As a conclusion, the rapporteur of the 23.048 will be informed about these points and is suggested to introduce the work.
