T3-020608 is the report of ad-hoc#74 on TS 11.10-4 hosted by Gemplus in Gémenos, France on 1–2 July 2002. The ad hoc meeting agreed that the outstanding work on Send USSD and an outstanding contribution to the BIP test should not delay the approval of the specification as these changes could be added to the specification afterwards by using the CR procedure. It was mentioned that the specification in T3-020607 had been made available for quite some time. The report was noted. The specification in T3-020607 was reviewed by a splinter group and the splinter group concluded (and thus affirmed the proposal of the ad hoc meeting) that the missing BIP and SEND USSD tests have to be added to the specification at a later stage by a CR. The draft specification in T3-020607 was revised to T3-020709, containing TS ab.cde v1.2.0, during the splinter group session. During this session the Secretary pointed out that there is no official agreement with GERAN 5 on the “take over” of the responsibility of TS 11.10-4 as well as on the evolution of this specification to R99. It was proposed to suggest as a next step (after the approval of the specification) that GERAN 5 withdraw the earlier releases of TS 11.10-4. It was concluded to postpone the issue to the next plenary.

Secretary’s note:

After the meeting the Chairman and the Secretary sent a letter to the GERAN5 chairman to support the approval of this specification as 11.10-4 Release 99 as a T3 specification. GERAN5 held plenary meeting #6 27-29 August 2002 in Los Angeles. There was no response received before the beginning of the T plenary meeting. Therefore TS 11.10-4 R99 was presented for conditional approval subject to a final GERAN5 agreement/decision.

Tdoc TP-020001, Report on T14 Kyoto (12-14 december 2001)
TP-010236 is an LS from T3 to GERAN 5 cc TSG-T regarding responsibility for SIM Toolkit test specification. Currently the specification falls under the responsibility of GERAN5. This is due to historical reasons, the specification having formerly been under the responsibility of SMG7, it was transfered to GERAN5 along with all the other SMG7 specifications. However, since it now seems that most experts who are interested in this specification attend T3 meetings rather than GERAN5 meetings, T3 have proposed that prime responsibility for it is change to T3. T3-010237 is an LS in reply by GERAN5. They state that they believe this would be a good idea in principle, but would like to review the updated version of the specificaiton before giving final approval to the transfer. TP-020123 contains SIM toolkit test specification for information. The document was noted.

Draft Report, T#17, Biarritz (4 - 6 September 2002)
TP-020221 contains TS 11.10-4 R99 SIM Application Toolkit test specification. The specification was upgraded from scratch as there were too many changes to be incorporated into a CR and as this is seen as a very time critical and important issue to be dealt with ASAP. The T3 Chairman informed GERAN5 during their plenary meeting#6 27-29 August 2002 by sending an urgent letter clarifying to GERAN5 the importance of the upgrade to R99 and the intention to take over responsibility for the specification. T3 proposes to conditionally approve this specification subject to the GERAN5 decision/agreement on this topic.

Discussion:

· The document was presented at T#16 as TS ab.cde for information.

· The GERAN chairman did not agree to have this GERAN document approved as T3 document at this meeting. He asked to have an explanation of the arguments why the specification should be transferred.

· T3 reported that there was no progress in this work area in GERAN or T1. Nothing was done by other groups since 1996. The GERAN chairman questioned whether this was a sufficient argument for the transfer.

· The most important argument for the transfer was: faster implementation of CRs as T3 has been the only WG actively contributing to the specification in the past; the submission of CRs to GERAN5 shall not delay the CR evolution and maintenance process. It was further stressed that T3 is responsible for all (U)SIM related test-specifications except this one.

· During November 2001, some LSs were exchanged on this and it was agreed that a representative from the T3 SIM toolkit ad-hoc test specification group will present the new tests to GERAN5. If after this presentation it can be agreed that the SIM toolkit does not make it possible to change the MS behaviour in the network, then GERAN is willing to consider the transfer of the responsibility for 11.10-4 from TSG GERAN to TSG T. However, this presentation didn’t happen yet.

· GERAN5 officials did not disagree in principle but they had some technical comments on the draft presented at this meeting (e.g. frequency bands, PICS, applicability of test cases). It was noted that none of the drafts have been seen at GERAN 5 meetings.

· T3 proposes to have the document conditionally approved subject to a GERAN decision after a review of the document. GERAN wants to have the chance to review the document first.

· T3 stressed that there is an urgent industry requirement for this document. 

· The 3GPP specification manager criticized the approach with this document and that the normal procedure creating new releases by CRs was not followed.

· The proper procedure would be to decide on the transfer of responsibility and then do the work on the transfer.

· It is proposed that the rapporteur will present the document at the next GERAN5 meeting.

· The intention from T3 was that as soon the new specification is approved for R99, T3 would ask GERAN to withdraw the old release (R96). GERAN5 noted that for the moment only the R96 specification exists, will the other releases be included in the R99 in the form of a merged specification as it is done for the other parts of 11.10?

· It was highlighted that the document contains a number of outdated and non-existing references.

· T3 mentioned that there will be an ad-hoc meeting set up to tighten up the specification. T3 further mentioned that the updated version of the specification will be presented to GERAN5.

It was agreed to draft an LS to GERAN informing about the discussion at TSG-T (see TP-020259 in section 7).

I regret that even if you have worked with this new specification over several meetings you have not yet had time to present it to GERAN WG5. In November 2001 GERAN sent the following Liaison statement to T3: TSG GERAN thanks T3 for the information regarding their ongoing work to upgrade 11.10-4 based upon the R99 revision of the core specification. TSG GERAN welcomes this initiative. 

TSG GERAN is responsible for all conformance test specifications for all MS in the GSM/EDGE Radio Access Network. This is to ensure the network

integrity. TSG GERAN is not fully familiar with all features in the newer revisions of the SIM toolkit specification. TSG GERAN would therefore welcome a representative from the T3 SIM toolkit ad-hoc test specification group to present the new tests to TSG GERAN WG5. If after this presentation we can agree that the SIM toolkit does not make it possible to change the MS

behaviour in the network, then TSG GERAN is willing to consider the transfer of the responsibility for 11.10-4 from TSG GERAN to TSG T.

I think this answer applies until 3GPP has given T mandate to solely approve a new test specification.

I have just had a quick look at the specification and have some discussion points:

All GSM bands should be included since they are regarded as release independent.

All other test specifications (51.010-1 and 34.123) cover all mobile releases. The new 11.10-4 tests release 99 and older MS as I understand it. Anyway is it not better to have it as release 5 as all the other test specifications even if no tests exist for release 5 MS yet?

All references to 11.10-1 should probably be replaced by 51.010-1. This is a little dependant on the release, but 11.10-1 is no longer maintained in release 99. This is yet an other argument to align the release of the SIM

toolkit test with 51.010.

The use of 51.010-2 for applicability and PICS/PIXIT has to be discussed. Either 51.010-2 has to be updated or a perhaps better solution would be to include all necessary information in 11.10-4.
