3.2 New Rapporteur for TS 23.048 TestSuite

As for the previous meeting, Gemplus acts as the rapporteur for this meeting. A new rapporteur has to be appointed. There is still no candidate, and supporting companies still have to investigate.

3.3 Approval of last report

A discussion is held to clarify the testing of Javacard and OpenPlatform compliant card. These specific features are part of the TS 23.048 and will be included in the tests.

The group raises the necessity to study Rel-6 specifications (31.115/31.116/102.224/102.225/102.226) in order to make easier the Rel-6 ugrade of the test specification.

The discussion once again went on the lack of contributors.

3.4 Input documents

There were 4 contributions available for the meeting. The revised work item description was also available for approval by the Adhoc.

Only one contribution was delivered before the deadline. The chairman reminds to the participants that deadlines should be respected.

3.4.1 Updated work item description (T3z022102 from SchlumbergerSema):

This revision clarifies the specification release to test. The Release 5 is chosen.

3.4.2 SchlumbergerSema contribution

 The aim of this contribution is to define the conformance requirement for secured packet format.

· For CRRN3, CRRN4 of §1.1.1 and CRRN 7, CRRN8 of §1.2.1, there is a disagreement concerning the interpretation of Annex B, related to Open platform compliant cards:

TS 23.048 says:

“Kic:Key and algorithm Identifier for ciphering”

“the application specific data are secured using the security mechanisms indicated in the received Command Packet”(§4)

 “The algorithm to be used with the key shall be the algorithm associated with the key (as described in the Open Platform Card specification [14]).”(Annex B)

1st interpretation (OCS, SLB, G&D):

The card checks SPI and b1-b4 bits of Kic/KID. If it is consistent with the key set personalisation (algorithm in the command packet is the same as the one associated with the key), then the command packet is deciphered and/or the integrity is checked. This interpretation claims that the Open Platform add-ins brings a constraint but does not remove the original TS 23.048 functionality, what could cause backward compatibility issues for message format.

2nd interpretation (Gemplus, MEE, Orga):

The bits 1-4 of Kic/KID are ignored when ciphering and/or integrity is required. The card only takes into account the key set personalisation, whatever the Kic/KID b1-b4 bits indicate.

The group prepares a request for clarification to the API working group (T3z022109).

· For CRRN5 of §1.1.1, the group is waiting for the clarification about the key set counter management, currently discussed in the API group.

· During the review of CRRN5 of §1.2.1, the group agreed to issue a CR on TS 23.048 Release 5 and on the corresponding Release 6 specifications, in order to prevent misleading interpretations on the combination of security features in the response packet (T3z022111, T3z022114, T3z022115).

· During the discussion on CRRP2 of §1.2.1, the group realised that TS 23.048 standard was not detailed on the conditions bringing a response status code “05”(ciphering error). It has been agreed to test the commonly interpreted conditions.

3.4.3 G&D contribution

The aim of this contribution is to define the conformance requirements for the Annex A of TS 23.048, related to OpenPlatform Javacard architecture.

It is required in the standard to support the Open Platform loader v 2.0.1.. This specification is not detailed enough to allow testing the full compliance as suggested by TS 23.048, e.g. for Get Data command. Therefore, it is decided to reduce the test conformance to the specific parameters detailed in TS 23.048.

The discussion on this paper is interrupted there. It is said that it is better to discuss the chapter 9 conformance requirements before (See Gemplus contribution).

3.4.4 Gemplus contribution

The aim of this contribution is to define the conformance requirements for Remote applet management.

Some conformance requirements are common to Remote file management.

It is said that the remote applet management conformance requirements have to be gathered with the Annex A conformance requirement. A new split for this work is defined in §5 of the current minutes.

The contribution is not completely reviewed due to lack of time. The merging of this contribution with the conformance requirements extracted from the Annex-A will be done during the next Adhoc, using contributions coming from the split.

The chapter 9.1 and 9.3 has been covered in the conformance requirements provided by Gemplus (T3z022115). However, its review has to be finished. Chapter 9.3 has to be homogenized with the conformance requirements of Chapter 8.3 (for RFM) of TS 23.048 (T3z022112).
3.4.5 OCS contribution

The aim of this contribution (T3z022112) is to define the conformance requirements for the remote file management.

Not reviewed during the meeting (time missing). Participating companies are requested to send remarks on the email list about this contribution as soon as possible.

3.4.6 Orga contribution

Not reviewed, this conformance requirement is a big one. Participating companies are requested to send remarks on the email list about this contribution as soon as possible.

3.4.7 MEE contribution

Not delivered. This will be delivered on the email list and remarks are requested to be sent as soon as possible on the email list.

4 First draft of conformance requirement

No draft was issued. The group has to complete the conformance requirements review before issuing a first draft.
