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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks GSM-A SCaG for their LS (S1-030367 / SCAG 038/03) explaining their concern about the·user control of the USAT execution environment.

SA1 would like to inform GSM-A SCaG about the following changes into the TS 22.038 specification. The section:

7.6 
User control of the SAT/USAT execution environment

The user shall be able to enable/disable the SAT/USAT execution environment via the ME as follows:

i) 
the SAT/USAT execution environment is enabled/disabled

ii)
the SAT/USAT execution environment is not allowed to make automatic calls

iii) the SAT/USAT execution environment is allowed to make automatic calls but only with user confirmation

iv) the SAT/USAT execution environment is allowed to make automatic calls without user confirmation.

In addition it shall be possible for the user to independently enable/disable the AT command feature.

The ME shall inform the SAT/USAT execution environment of the current status each time the status is changed and at power up.

Note that for ease of reading the term "automatic call" is used but this shall be taken to mean any network interaction initiated by SAT/USAT including SMS, USSD etc. but excluding user initiated interactions modified by SAT/USAT.

The user shall be notified by the ME if service access is prevented as the result of partially or completely disabling the SAT/USAT execution environment. It shall be possible to enable the SAT/USAT execution environment if service access has been prevented.

User control of the SAT/USAT execution environment

The user may be able to control the SAT/USAT execution environment via the ME in accordance with the following cases:

i) 
the SAT/USAT execution environment is enabled/disabled

ii)
the SAT/USAT execution environment is not allowed to make automatic calls

iii) the SAT/USAT execution environment is allowed to make automatic calls but only with user confirmation

iv) the SAT/USAT execution environment is allowed to make automatic calls without user confirmation.

In addition it shall be possible for the user to independently enable/disable the AT command feature.

Note that for ease of reading the term "automatic call" is used but this shall be taken to mean any network interaction initiated by SAT/USAT including SMS, USSD etc. but excluding user initiated interactions modified by SAT/USAT.

The user shall be notified by the ME if service access is prevented as the result of partially disabling the SAT/USAT execution environment. It shall be possible to enable the SAT/USAT execution environment if service access has been prevented.
It was decided to keep ”The user may be able to control the SAT/USAT execution environment “ not to interfere with existing devices. SA1 believes this is a good compromise.

If GSM-A SCaG still have issues concerning this subject, SA1 would welcome any input SCaG may provide to SA1 to present the SCaG point of view.
