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1 Opening of the Meeting / IPR Reminder / Roll Call of Delegates

The meeting opened at 10:00 on Tuesday, April the 8th by the T3 API SWG Chairman.  A roll call of delegates is made.

The Chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organisational Partners to inform their respective Organisational Partners of essential IPRs they become aware of.  They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

· investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group

· notify the Chairman or the Director General of their respective Organisational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration form

2 Meeting organisation

2.1 Input Documents

Oberthur CS prepared a draft TR that is discussed during the meeting.  No other input were posted on the 3GPP server at the beginning of the meeting.

2.2 Agenda

T3a030201 is the draft agenda of the meeting.  It is updated with a new contribution.  The final version is T3a03021x.

2.3 Approval of last report

The last meeting draft report is T3a030202.

2.4 Information about API discussions since last meeting

No new information since last T3 API meeting. 

3 APIs requirements (TS 102.240 – TS 02.19 – TS 42.019)

4.1 C SIM API 

No input

4.2 SIM APIs for JavaCard (TS 03.19 – TS 43.019)

Oberthur CS presented a discussion document (see T3a030203) about an inconsistency between TS 23.040 and TS 43.019.  This is related to the management of the TP elements that seem to be different between those two specifications.

It was agreed that there is no inconsistency between TS 43.019 and TS 23.040.  The TP elements in the SMS‑SUBMIT PDU, apart from TP‑MR, TP-SRR, TP‑UDL and TP‑UD, should remain unchanged for each SM which forms part of a concatenated SM, otherwise this may lead to irrational behaviour.

4.3 UICC API for Java Card (TS 102 241 for information, SCP WG3)

No input.

4.4 USIM APIs for JavaCard

The TS 31.130 rapporteur presented a new draft specification as T3a030200.  The TS was updated with the comments of the last meeting.  Some changes are disussed and inserted in the draft specification, including:

· editorials are corrected, including copy and paste errors, format of EF mentions (EFsms or EFSMS?)

· the references to TS 23.048 are changed with references to TS 31.115/6 that are the Rel-6 version of this specification

· USIM and SIM are were applicable changed to UICC

· §4 the sentences are slightly changes, the reference by name to applications (ISIM, USIM) being removed as the meaning is included in the current wording: additionnal constants
· §6 and §6.2 titles were aligned with TS 102 241

· table 1 is updated with removing the mentions of values defined in TS 102 241, the sentence introducing the clause will be updated accordingly

· discussion on the use of USAT extension of UICC framework instead of UICC Framework were applicable

· addition of a TLV for the AID of ADF (this has to be checked in case better solutions are proposed)

Regarding the HTML annex, it will be updated taking into account the following points:

· package and class are inherited from the original document and will be linked

· discussion about the need to have a constant package for each application or to have only one package for all applications.  This was discussed at the last meeting.  However the decision of the meeting is that several packages are acceptable only if this does not enter in the cap files.  The rapporteur is in charge of checking that point.

· The rapporteur agreed that some checkings should be made in order to limit the number of mistakes linked to copy/paste.

It was agreed to send this draft specification for information to T3 plenary.  The edited version will be posted on the email reflector in order that the T3 API members can check the changes before publication on T3 email reflector.

5 Security Mechanisms for SAT/USAT (TS 03.48, 23.048, 31.115/6)

5.1 TS 23.048 (Rel-5)

T3a030107 is a discussion document presented by G&D and SchlumbergerSema to the T3 plenary and last T3 SWG API meetings.  The decision of the last T3 SWG API meeting was to sent most of the questions to SCP as this is Rel-6 discussions that are now handled by SCP.  However, the CLA byte discussion (second set of questions, see the last meeting report) is reopened.

Oberthur CS argues that the commands currently defined are those of TS 102 221.  There is no restriction but the other commands are up to the implementations.

5.2 TS 31.115 / TS 31.116 (Rel-6)

Microelectronica Española presented the CR proposed at the last meeting.  It introduces the use of concatenated SMS for Response Packets larger than 140 bytes (see T3a030106).  The CR is updated with the editorial comments.

There is a discussion about keeping the picture of not.  The point is that pictures should not be duplicated in the different specification (TS 23.040 and TS 31.115/6).  Some participants argued that the pictures help to understand how the message is split and concatenated.  There is an agreement that the picture is not kept as the sentence about MAC computation with UDHL=“02” proposed is clear enough.

SchlumbergerSema would like to implement an enhanced mechanism (not including the transport layer in the MAC computation) for Concatenated SMs rather than inheriting the Single SM mechanism whereas the other participants are in favour of keeping the current mechanism and don’t see the benefit of an enhancement.  SchlumbergerSema proposed a solution based on a 3-Byte padding in order to prevent the MAC calculation to use transport layer information.  This is not agreed by the meeting.

The discussion is postponed to email reflector discussion based on a SchlumbergerSema proposal.  The new updated version of the Microelectronica Española is T3a030211.

The rapporteur is in charge of checking the whole specification for duplications (figures, references in the tables, etc.) and to propose a CR to remove them.

6  TR “2G/3G Applet interworking” 

The rapporteur presented a draft TR as a basis for discussions.  The table of content as well as the core document is reviewed and enhanced by the group.

The following issues were discussed and result added to the draft report:

· the different possible scenarios combining 2G/3G applets, mobile handsets, network ; some questions are raised including

· is the case 2G use in 3G network realistic/possible ?

· the case of 2G applets extended with 3G features without rewriting the “2G code” is left appart ; it is the understanding of the T3 plenary discussions that the TR deals with 2G “only” applets running on top of 3G card/mode

The report is enhanced during the meeting.  The final version (of the meeting) is produced at the official format (some enhancements such as reference section, etc. to be done) and reviewed by the meeting.

It is agreed that the TR should also cover the case of the impact of running a 3G applet on a UICC supporting 2G (and 3G) APIs.

The latest version of the draft TR is T3a030213.  The participants are called to contribute on this TR on the email reflector.

8 Meeting Plan

It was agreed that no meeting is required before the next T3 plenary as there is no requirement from testing ad hoc meetings.  The next meeting is to be planned in the coming days, the date is expected to be in the summer (to be confirmed) and hosts are called.
