Useful Information about Sapporo and SHERATON SAPPORO
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l. Location

Surrounded by seas on all sides, Hokkaido is located in the north of Japan. Hokkaido’s area accounts for one fifth of the nation’s total land area. Hokkaido is particularly rich in natural beauty such as abundant natural forests, mystic lakes and magnificent mountains.
Conveniently situated close to Sapporo, the fifth largest city in Japan, New Chitose Airport has regular direct international flights to Seoul, Shenyang, Shang Hai, Sakhalinskie, Honolulu, and Guam, with domestic flights to Japan's main international airports at Narita, Haneda, and Kansai as well as other regional airports.


2. Climate

Sapporo is located in a sub-frigid zone and enjoys comfortable warm summers, although winters are cold and snowy. A light coat or sweater is necessary in early summer, however, the rainy season experienced in other parts of Japan is not so prevalent in Sapporo.

3. Money & Foreign Exchange

Japan's currency, the yen, is available in 1, 5, 10, 50, 100 & 500 coins, as well as 1000, 2000, 5000 and 10,000 notes. (Note that many vending and ticket machines will not accept new 500 yen coins or 2000 yen notes.) Most major currencies can be exchanged (into yen) at the airport and banks, hotels, and the Central Post Office in Sapporo.

4. Tax and Tipping

Tipping is not customary in Japan. Restaurants' bills are usually paid at a cash register on the way out and the service charge is included in the price. Taxi fares are usually displayed on a meter in the front of the cab and drivers do not expect to receive any more than the displayed amount. However, when shopping or eating out, expect to pay a 5% consumer tax on all displayed prices. 

5. Water and Electricity
The electricity supply in Sapporo is 100V AC 50Hz, with a two-pronged plug / socket arrangement. Tap water in Sapporo is drinkable and is indeed quite delicious!
6. Telephones

To make an international call, first dial the international dialing code (0033 or 001), then the country code, area code and individual number.
PDC and 3G mobile phones, including FOMA can be used in Sapporo..
