Opening of the meeting
Nigel Barnes, TSG-T3 chairman, opened the 27th plenary meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on USIM issues (hereafter referred to as T3) at 9:00am on 20 May 2003.

2
Roll call of delegates
The meeting was attended by 30 delegates from 9 countries. The list of delegates can be found in annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from: Stéphane Andrau (Oberthur Card Systems), Alison Hinsley (Vodafone), Simon Knight (Aspects Software Ltd.) and Thomas Labbé (France Telecom R&D).

3
Input documents / Agenda
T3-030307 is the draft Agenda for T3#27. The agenda was approved. It was re-opened and documents were added during the meeting. The final version of the agenda can be found in annex B.

4
Notification of IPR obligations
T3-030310 contains a presentation of the IPR obligations. The Chairman read out the text and drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

·
Investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

·
Notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organizational Partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.

5
Approval of report from TSG-T3 #26
T3-030308 is the draft report of T3#26 in Lisbon, Portugal, 11 – 14 February 2003, hosted by EF3. After a few minor editorial changes and the correction of the title of the LS in T3-030185, the report was approved in T3-030309.

6
Action list of TSG-T3 #26

T3-030311 is the action list from T3#26. The status of each of the actions was checked with the present delegates. The revised version of the action list is available in annex F of this report. It was emphasized that the action list of this meeting (see annex G) should be reviewed by the delegates prior to the next meeting in order to make sure that the actions will be fulfilled and can be closed.

7
Reports and Liaisons

7.1
Report from TSG plenary meetings (#19)
T3-030315 is the annotated report from T3 at T#19. The situation regarding the rejected CR on deletion of EF_RPLMNact was explained. It was stated that there was no response from CN1 on the issue and that therefore the CR was seen as being too premature. The CR also contained some corrections to inconsistencies throughout the specification. It was concluded that these inconsistencies shall be fixed and it was decided to create the essential correction in T3-030412 (see below). On CR130rev1 T gave T3 the action to investigate which GSM service need to be included into the USIM – this is because a Rel-5 GSM terminal shall support the USIM. A further action, given by T, to the rapporteur of TS 23.048 was to replace SMS-CB by CBS. The resulting CR of that action was provided in T3-030431 (see below).

T3-030318 is a template to be filled in by each TSG WG in order to determine 3GPP work which is related or potentially impacted to/by work carried out in OMA. After reviewing all T3 WIs a potential impact on the UEM work item was determined. The completed template was made available in T3-030389. The document was approved after adding a note that T3 carry out some work on MMS without having a dedicated work item. This work might be impacted by OMA activities. It was concluded to send T3-030389 to Kevin Holley as a response to T3-030318. The LS in T3-030346 was dealt with in this context as it is related to requirements on DRM/UEM and OMA.

ACTION AP#1/27 [David K. Smith]: Request latest version of the OMA requirements document on DRM/UEM in order to allow review by T3. Request OMA to send an LS to T3 with the latest version attached.

ACTION AP#2/27 [Secretary]: Send T3-030389 to Kevin Holley.

7.2
Reports from T3 Sub Working Groups and ad hoc meetings
T3-030378 is the draft report from T3 ad hoc meeting #91 on TS 23.048 testing. It was stated that work is progressing slowly and that the support of the WI need to be clarified. It was stated that the dates used within the report are confusing and it was requested to clarify the dates and a new version of the document was provided in T3-030406. The clean version without revision marks was made available in T3-030423. An updated WID to reflect the new time schedule for the completion of the work item was made available in T3-030379 (see below).

T3-030390 is the executive summary of T3 API issues. The content of the reports in T3-030387 and T3-030388 is included in the presentation and the reports were noted. The API chairman stated that there is a resource problem within T3 API, the attendees having a higher priority to participate to SCP WG3 rather than T3 API, and that the future way of how to organise work need to be discussed after the outstanding deliverables have been finalised. The solutions proposed were:

· have joint meetings with SCP WG3 to discuss general topics and split afterwards into two groups discussing the group specific issues.

· hold the T3 API discussion in a splinter group meeting during a T3 plenary.

It was again pointed out that there is a difference between TS 43.019 Rel-4 and Rel-5 such as concatenated SMS and bearer independent protocol. Therefore a Rel-5 version of TS 43.019 must exist even though the core-specification TS 51.011 only exists as a Rel-4 version. It was pointed out that therefore the related test-specification for TS 43.019 in TS 51.013 should also be available for Rel-5 (and a related CR was agreed -> see below).

T3-030453 is a report of Java API testing ad hoc meeting #92. The report was not available and therefore the document was not issued.

ACTION AP#3/27[T3-API Chairman]: Publish report of testing ad hoc #92 on the server.

7.3
Liaisons / input from 3GPP groups
T3-030324 is an LS from GERAN (GP-031065) to T and T3 on: SIM Application Tool Test Specification in response to LS in GP-030482/T3-030195. In the LS GERAN ask T to accept the transfer of TS 11.10-4. It was concluded to send an LS to T stating that T3 is happy to take over. The LS was provided in T3-030391 (see below).

T3-030325 is an LS from CN1 (N1-030271) to SA1, SA2, SA3, CN, CN3, CN4, RAN2, RAN3, GERAN2, GERAN3 and T3 on: Updated WID for emergency call enhancements for IP & PS based calls. An answer to the LS from SA2 was provided in T3-030334. No impact on the USIM could be determined during the discussion. It was asked if the ISIM need to be extended by an EF_ECC (or similar) in order to perform emergency calls over packet switched data and IMS. The WID attached to the LS only covers scenarios where no UICC/USIM/SIM is present. It was stated that there are emergency calls that mandate a USIM and it was asked how that scenario will be covered by the WI. It was concluded to send a reply LS in T3-030392 (see below) asking for some clarification.
T3-030334 mentions the UICC and it was commented that the several existing WIs among the different WGs on the same topic might need to be harmonized and consolidated. This LS was noted.

T3-030326 is a reply LS from RAN2 (R2-030621) to T2 copied to T3 on: Cell Broadcast Download data parameters in response to LS in T2-030089. It was commented that the CRs listed in the LS were approved at the last RAN plenary. Removing the brackets and clarifying the size has no impact on T3 specifications and the general issue related to the format of Cell Broadcast messages is not resolved by the CR. In the related LS in T3-030327 SA1 stated that there is no need for Cell Broadcast Data Download when connecting to a 3GPP network for the time being. Furthermore SA1 suggest T3 to cease any work in this area for the moment. It was stated that the definition of the Cell Broadcast format is in the scope of T2. It was commented that at the last meeting a CR to TS 31.111 was created that added a health warning concerning that issue. Therefore no further action was required.

T3-030328 is a reply LS from SA1 (S1-030468) to GSMA SCaG copied to T3 on: Cleanup of SAT/USAT requirements 3GPP TS 22.038 in response to S1-030367/SCAG 038/03. The original LS from GSMA SCaG was made available in T3-030349 and was discussed prior to the discussion of the reply to the LS. In T3-030349 GSMA SCaG state their very strong opposition to allowing the user to control the SAT/USAT execution environment. This would, according to GSMA SCaG, imply that the user may disable services that she/he does not intend to terminate. GSMA SCaG further state that giving this possibility to the user would be a commercial issue between the operator and the user, which would be out of scope of the specifications. In the related SA1 LS in T3-030328 a compromise is proposed. SA1 decided to keep the sentence "The user may be able to control the SAT/USAT execution environment". It was commented that the other changes carried out by T3 in the same proposed CR have been approved by SA1. It was asked if the automatic calls (covering SMS) without user confirmation have an impact on TS 11.14. Currently it is not mandated to ask user confirmation for an outgoing short message if the Alpha Tag is empty. It was stated that it might have a big impact on the corresponding test specification if user confirmation becomes mandatory. It was concluded to send an LS to GSMA SCaG stating that T3 follow the SA1 advice and that SA1 need to deal with the issues listed in the GSMA SCaG LS. The answer was made available in T3-030393 (see below).

T3-030329 is a reply LS from SA1 (S1-030470) to T3 copied to T, CN1 and SCP on: (U)SIM Toolkit originated emergency calls in response to LS in S1-030318/T3-030160. In that LS SA1 state that there was no need for stage 3 requirements to support (U)SIM Toolkit origination of emergency calls, and equally that there was no SA1 requirement to prevent these, and ask T3 to remove these from their stage 3 from Release 6 onwards. It was stated that there are implementations in the market that use this feature and that CRs to an earlier release than Rel-6 will be objected (by Gemplus). A related CR to TS 11.14 R99 was provided in T3-030382 (see discussion below).

T3-030330 is an LS from SA1 (S1-030544) to T3, T3 copied to GSMA SCaG on: MMS in SIM Card. It was commented that currently the maximum size of a MM is not defined and that storage capabilities of the currently existing cards is limited. It was stated that the feasibility of the proposal to store multiple MM on the card was discussed several times earlier. It was answered that there are new technologies available for cards and that therefore space was not any longer an issue. It was stated that it was possible to have 512 KB cards. It was stated that even such a card might not provide enough space. In addition such a card would have an impact on the cost. Therefore it was commented that such a feature should not be mandated. It was proposed as mentioned in the LS to store an "element of a MM", but the meaning of what such an element was, was not clear.
It was commented that MMS might also be used to submit data rather than images and to use MMS as a "bearer". It was stated that there might be an issue to send a huge amount of data to/from the card as there is a timing constraint on the interface because of a possible arriving AUTHENTICATE request. It was also stated that an optional feature should not be mandated in the specification. It was noted that the CRs attached to the LS were agreed within SA1 and will be presented for approval at SA. It was stated that the comment in S1-020556 "SA1 prefers to see a technical solution that does not require changes to ME-UICC interface." does not seem to be feasible. It was concluded to discuss the issue in a splinter group and an LS was created in T3-030434 (see below).

T3-030331 is a reply LS from SA1 (S1-030546) to T3, SA3 copied to SA2, EP SCP on: 'Request for Information Regarding WLAN Interworking Impacts to UICC applications' in response to LS in S1-030320/T3-030116. The related LS in T3-030337 from SA2 and in T3-030345 from SA3 were dealt with at the same time. It was concluded to discuss the issue in a splinter group. The splinter group reviewed the LS in order to derive requirements. One requirement was that the solution shall not impact existing WLAN authentication method (IEEE protocol) and that it shall be an optional feature (see also T3-030441 for the report of the splinter group).

T3-030332 is a reply LS from SA1 (S1-030547) to SA2 copied to T3 and SA3 on: WLAN/3GPP Simultaneous Access in response to S2-030279/S1-030338. It was asked how the AUTHENTICATE will be performed if one card is involved for granting multiple simultaneous access. It was stated that the card needs to support multiple authentication from multiple networks. It was stated that there is a discussion on "Authenticate Multiple Devices Simultaneously using local Wireless Link" using one card for multiple devices and sessions. The document was discussed in a splinter group.

T3-030333 is a reply LS from SA2 (S2-030276) to CN4, SA1 copied to CN1, T3 on: Use of E164 numbers for data only terminals in response to LSs in S2-030031/N4-021566 and S2-030036/S1-022281. As there was no comment and no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030335 is a reply LS from SA2 (S2-031581) to SA3 copied to SA1, CN1, T3 on: Use of ISIM and USIM for IMS access in response to S3-030160/S2-031136. As there was no comment and no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030337 is a reply LS from SA2 (S2-031607) to T3 copied to SA1, SA3, EP SCP on: Request for Information Regarding WLAN Interworking Impacts to UICC applications. The LS states that the TR 23.234 might give some UICC related requirements and will be finished in June 2003. A splinter group handled this LS.

T3-030338 is an LS from SA3 (S3-020704) to SA, SA1, CN1, CN4, SA2, T3 on: Requirement to allow access to IMS by means of SIM. It was stated that this LS is outdated and it was noted.

T3-030339 is an LS from SA3 (S3-030160) to SA1, SA2, CN1, T3 on: Use of ISIM and USIM for IMS access. A CR is attached to the LS that added a text reflecting the SA3 requirement for the case in which there are both an ISIM and a USIM applications on a UICC. In this case, the ISIM application shall always be used for IMS access. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030340 is an LS from SA3 (S3-030161) to SA, SA1, SA2 , T3, CN1, CN4 on: Requirement to allow IMS access by means of SIM. As there was no action to be taken by T3 and as the LS is outdated the LS was noted.

T3-030342 is a reply LS form SA3 (S3-030165) to SA1 copied to T2, T3, GSMA SG on: Study of UE Functionality Split Security Issues for Release 6 in response to LS S1-022388/S3-030006. It was reported that SA1 has seen the document and it was clarified that there was no action taken by SA1. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030343 is an LS from SA3 (S3-030275) to SA, SA1, SA2, T3 on: Clarification of USIM-based access to IMS. The need for the clarification arose due to different interpretations of the following statement in TS 33.203 version 5.5.0: "Use of a R99/Rel-4 USIM application on a UICC." for access to IMS. The different interpretations are given in the discussion document attached to the LS. It was clarified that there is no impact on the ISIM specification TS 31.103. It was commented that "R99/Rel-4" was only mentioned as the ISIM was introduced from Rel-5 onwards. It was stated that the original intention was to mandate the ISIM from Rel-5 onwards for IMS access. It was further stated that there is no clear requirement stated in any SA1 specification but in an SA3 specification. It was commented that all options should be kept open in order to allow the operator and the card manufacturers to choose the appropriate solution. T-Mobile and AT&T therefore expressed that they are in favour of interpretation 3) as this would leave all possible implementations open. It was commented that there is no requirement on the fact that from Rel-5 onwards the ISIM has to be present in order to get access to IMS in any requirements specification. It was commented that the requirement could only be found in LSs and meeting reports of SA1/SA3 meetings. Nokia supports interpretation 2). It was pointed out that there is a requirement to have ISIM support in the ME from Rel-5. An LS in T3-030430 was created (see below).

T3-030344 is an LS from SA3 (S3-030296) to CN1, T3, RAN2, GERAN on: Handling of START values stored on a ME for use with a SIM. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030345 is a reply LS from SA3 (S3-030306) to T3, SA1 copied to SA2, EP SCP on: Request for information regarding WLAN interworking impacts to UICC applications in response to S3-030213/T3-030116. The security levels of the different solutions are given and it was stated that EAP-AKA is the preferred solution but that this solution requires a 3G HLR. The LS was discussed in a splinter group.

T3-030346 is a reply LS from SA5 (S5-032133) to OMA Requirements Group copied to SA, SA3, T, T2, T3 on: OMA Device Management Requirements document in response to S5-032127/OMA-REQ-2003-0130-3GPP-S5-LS. It was clarified that the document currently has no impact on T3 documents and that further input of OMA is requested (see ACTION AP#1/27). Therefore the LS was noted.

T3-030385 is an LS from T2 (T2-030267) to T3 on: The +CGQREQ AT command use in TS 31.111 in response to T2-030216 (T3-030141). In the LS T2 recommend the use of the newer AT command +CGEQREQ as the +CGQREQ command was made for AT-command specifications prior to R99 when the QoS parameter was defined as 5 octets. From R99 onwards the QoS parameter was extended to 13 octets in which some of the QoS parameters in the two commands even exclude one another. It was stated that backwards compatibility needs to be taken into account. Therefore the LS was postponed to the next meeting with the action given below.

ACTION AP#4/27 [card manufacturers]: Study on the issue of AT command +CGEQREQ (T3-030385) and provide input on the topic.

T3-030395 is an LS from T1 (T1-030685) to T3 on: Definition of default value for authentication key K on test USIM. It was stated that the issue has no impact on T3 specifications but that card manufacturers need to take that value into account when producing test cards. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

7.4
Liaisons / input from other groups

T3-030347 is an LS from GSMA SCaG (SC028/03) to EP SCP, SA1 copied to T3 on: Additional requirements for third UICC Form Factor. It was commented that new functionality has to be introduced in both the existing form factor and the new form factor. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030348 is a reply LS from GSMA SCaG (SC031/03) to SA1 copied to GSMA SerG, T3, EP SCP on: MMS in SIM Card in response to S1-022309. In that LS GSMA SCaG provide additional information through explicit scenarios and use cases for supporting new USIM toolkit commands for MMS. The LS was discussed in a splinter group.

T3-030356 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-030152) to SA1 copied to GSMA SCaG, T3 on: UICC Temperature Ranges. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030357 is a reply LS from EP SCP (SCP-030154) to T3 copied to 3GPP2 TSG-C on: Large Files on the UICC and Large Data Transfers on the Terminal/UICC interface in response to T3-030113. It was stressed that support of the national bodies is necessary in order to get support of the proposed extension to the ENVELOPE command. The issue was addressed in SC17 WG4. It was commented that there was an official comment raised by the Finnish national body. The document was noted.

T3-030358 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-030155) to T3 and 3GPP2 TSG-C on: CRs to ETSI TS 102 221. After a check on the impact of the changes to TS 23.048, in particular on RFM, it was clarified by the rapporteur that there is no impact on TS 23.048. Therefore the LS was noted.

T3-030359 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-030159) to T3, 3GPP2 TSG-C on: Administration of Tag Values. The LS was noted (see also 13.3).

T3-030360 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-030170) to T3 on: SCP Test Work Item. The LS was noted.

T3-030361 is a reply LS from EP SCP (SCP-030178) to T3 on: Backward compatibility of EP SCP based 3GPP standards with existing SIM cards in response to T3-030144/SCP-030136. CRs on that topic were presented at this meeting (see below). It was concluded to reply to this LS. It was further stated that T=0 should comply with the requirements as given by SCP. The answer was made available in T3-030419 (see below).

T3-030362 is an LS from EP SCP (SCP-030179) to T3 on: Approved changes to EP TS 102 226. It was clarified that the required change request on TS 23.048 was made available to the meeting (see 15.1). The LS was noted.

ACTION AP#5/27 [SWG API]: Check on the CRs provided in T3-030362.

T3-030363 is a reply LS from EP SCP (SCP-030181) to T3 on: Terminal Profile value reservation, and Bearer Independent corrections in response to T3-030156/SCP-030137. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030364 is an LS from EP SCP WG3 (SCP3-030032) to SA1, T3 copied to SCP on: Frames WI Description. As there was no action to be taken by T3 the LS was noted.

T3-030386 is a letter from 3GPP2 TSG-C to T3 and SCP on: UICC form factor. It was stated that apart from the ISIM mentioned, the letter is handling SCP aspects. It was commented that an ISIM in 3GPP2 will probably follow a different authentication method than in 3GPP and that the SCP AUTHENTICATE command would support that. It was clarified between the vice-chairman (Jean-Francois Rubon) and the 3GPP2 secretary that the situation of the ISIM is not clear to 3GPP2 and that they wonder if it was possible for SCP to develop a generic ISIM that could be used for different technologies. Furthermore it is not clear which technology will be used by 3GPP2 in order to access IMS. It was concluded to send an LS clarifying the issues from a T3 point of view. It was stated that it seems feasible to use the ISIM application as a generic application that could be looked after by SCP. It was stated that SCP is not dealing with applications and that this might be out of the scope of SCP. The reply to the letter was made available in T3-030426.

7.5
Status of EP SCP specifications and work items
T3-030313 contains the status of EP SCP specifications and WIs. The document was noted. The SCP secretary stated that the updated versions of the SCP specification will probably not be available for the SCP WG meetings taking place the week after the T3 plenary. The document was noted.

8
Organisational matters

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

9
Work program

9.1
Review of status of T3 specifications, rapporteurs & WIs
T3-030314 contains the status of TSG-T3 specifications and WIs. Francois Enesser (Schlumberger) volunteered to become a new rapporteur of TS 02.17 as given in T3-030380 and he was appointed. It was proposed to add an explanatory note to TS 42.019 rather than putting the information in the column. The document was noted.

ACTION AP#6/27 [Secretary]: Modify the explanation related to TS 42.019 in the overview of specifications document.

T3-030379 is an updated WID: TS 23.048 test specification. It was stated that Orange France, not being present at the meeting, do support the WI but that they are not able to actively contribute. It was pointed out that supporting a WI implies active contribution. It was further commented that the title of the WID does not reflect the objective as it is giving the impression that the test specification covers 100% of the core specification. As this is not the case, according to the objective, it was proposed to change the title. It was checked and confirmed that the companies not present at the meeting still support the WI. Schlumberger state that they prefer to apply the WID to Rel-6 as the schedule changed and that Schlumberger do not continue to support the WI. The WID was revised to T3-030427 and agreed.

Secretary's note:

The Secretary recognised that the revision marks in the work item description were missing and revised the document to T3-030463 in order to re-introduce the revision marks. It was outlined on the T3 email-exploder that revised WIDs need to contain the changes highlighted.

9.2
Review of T3 ToRs

T3-030410 contains the latest version of the T3 Terms of Reference. In order to reflect the work carried out by T3 in a more appropriate way, two proposals for a new name of the group were put on the table: "Card Applications Aspects" and "3GPP smart card applications". After some discussion it was concluded to choose "Smart Card Application Aspects" as the new name for the group. It was asked if the new title would imply a change of the scope in a sense that "generic" applications should be covered. The revised version was made available in T3-030428. It was agreed to forward the document to T for approval.

9.3.
New work items

T3-030375 is a proposed new WID on: WLAN interworking impact on UICC applications. G&D stated that they support the WI. It was commented that the service and the security aspects are not listed and that the requirements of SA1 and SA3 are not clear. It was proposed to outline the different ways forward and to propose the different solutions to SA1/3 in order to get some guidance on which way to choose. Therefore it was proposed to focus in a first step on the different technical solutions and to set up the WID in order to reflect these solutions. It was commented that creating a TR as a first step would delay the process and it was emphasized that in order to avoid problems with frozen Releases the work should progress as fast as possible. It was proposed that the splinter group should send an LS covering the different technical solutions. The WID was discussed by a splinter group. The revised version of the WID was made available in T3-030394. It was clarified that the WID is intended for Rel-6 and it was asked why the SIM is mentioned/involved and what the impact that would mean to the SIM (e.g. additions of features to frozen Releases). It was proposed not to seek approval at this stage and to wait for an answer from SA1. It was stated that T3 was explicitly asked by SA1 to start a WI on the topic. 
Nokia objected to the WI as they see that it is too early to already set up the WID as the WID implies work on 3 different possible solutions. Nokia stated that the SIM should be out of the scope of the WID and that there are two different issues in the WID: the security and the addition of provisioning parameters. Nokia further stated that the SIM is frozen and that the creation of even essential corrections should not be accepted forever as this prevent the implementation of Rel-4 terminals.
It was emphasised that work carried out by T3 has to be covered by a WI. 
It was concluded to revise the draft version of the WID. It was asked if the supporting companies want to add provisioning to the SIM and it was pointed out if the SIM had to be changed due to changes in the Authentication, provisioning should be added in the same run. It was stated by the Chairman that the SIM is frozen. It was stated that the LS from SA1 in T3-030331 seeks solutions based on the SIM and that this does not imply that the SIM has to be modified.
It was suggested to delete the SIM for the moment, as the focus should be on authentication rather than provisioning. Depending on the result of the WI it was possible to derive further actions and work items in order to cover SIM related provisioning aspects. This suggestion was accepted. After the discussion the WID was agreed. Nokia kept their objection as no clear service requirements allowing a more focussed work item descriptions are available. The corresponding LS was made available in T3-030411.

T3-030436 is a proposed WID: MMS used as a bearer for USIM Application Toolkit. It was objected to consider the terminal as the origin of an MM sent to the card, as this had already been prevented for terminal originated SMS to the card. It was further stated that support of GPRS is not mandated for the terminal and that therefore GPRS (and thus MMS) cannot be relied on as being available. A GPRS subscription is currently required in order use MMS services.
T-Mobile, Giesecke & Devrient and Gemplus also support the WI. It was asked if the intention is to use MMS as a method for RFM. It was not clear in the WID if MMS was intended to be used for the creation of user services or for card management purposes. It was stated that it could be possible to have a pre-formatted MMS stored on the card which can be modified by the user. Several other services could also be considered. It was stated that in the objective of the WI both approaches, user services and management purposes, should be stated. It was commented that the feature should be part of Rel-7 as it seems not feasible to finalise the work on the topic for Rel-6. After checking with the MCC the secretary stated that there is no official end date of Rel-6 and that Rel-6 will probably be frozen by March or June 2004. It was stated that there may be security aspects that need to be addressed related to secure messaging. It was also stated that charging aspects have to be clarified as there may be an issue with toolkit originated MM and it was questioned if the charging aspects are similar to the once existing for SMS. Nokia objects that the WI will be created for Rel-6 therefore the explicit mentioning of Rel-6 was deleted. Concerns were raised that the WI was not made available to the delegates prior to the meeting and that therefore the WID could not be checked back home. The WI was agreed.

T3-030437 is a proposed WID on: MMS storage. As there were only 3 supporting companies the WID was not discussed and postponed. The Chairman stated that there is the possibility to present the document to T in order to seek approval if there was one more supporting company.

9.4.
Work items from other committees

T3-030181 is the commented List of WIs from other 3GPP groups that (possibly) affect the UICC applications. The document was postponed at the last meeting. It was proposed to update the document on a regular basis. It was concluded to be pro-active and to check on each WID in order to check any possible impact on T3 work. It was concluded to start the following process for new WIDs:

· investigate new WIDs after every TSG plenary meeting

· send LS in case there is an impact or in case there is no impact seen by T3.

ACTION AP#7/27 [Secretary]: Provide an updated version of T3-030181 containing all new approved WIDs after each TSG plenary.

T3-030317 is the 3GPP work plan for information. It was concluded not to create a WID for the work item "UICC/USIM enhancements" as given in the work plan. 

10
USIM and IC Card requirements and reports

10.1
USIM and IC Card requirements (TS 21.111)
It was reported that the MMS requirements are under discussion at SA1 and T2 and that this might impact T3's work on that topic.

T3-030373 is a CR to TS 21.111 Rel-6 on: Provisioning and storage of MMS on USIM. It was pointed out that the contents of TS 21.111 should only be limited to what is necessary for network access and that it should not contain optional features. The CR was handled by the splinter group and was noted.

10.2
SIM/USIM inter-working (TR 31.900)
T3-030442 is a CR to TR 31.900 Rel-5 on: Clarification on the interface protocol when SIM and USIM coexist on a UICC. The CR is related to the CRs in T3-030443-448. The CR clarifies that in order to satisfy the requirements of both specifications, the strongest constraints must apply. In particular, to comply with both the SIM and the USIM interfaces, a UICC must get ready to receive data fast enough (the SIM interface is the most demanding here), and wait long enough before sending its data (the UICC interface is the most demanding here). It was commented that in the last bullet point a requirement is stated. A TR is intended not to contain requirements. It was pointed out that the requirement is already in the core specifications. It was stated that the text should be moved into section 7 of the document. It was concluded to postpone the CR to the next meeting as the CR need to be worked on. 

ACTION AP#8/27 [Author of T3-030442/Schlumberger]: provide updated version of T3-030442 at the next meeting.

10.3
Others

T3-030374 is a presentation on EAP support in smart cards. It was asked why new commands need to be introduced if the same could be achieved by the existing solution. It was discussed that there are three different types of operators that are having three different solutions:

· Operators running WLAN without changing the SIM (EAP-SIM)

· Operators running WLAN without changing the HLR (EAP SIM support in the card)

· Operators running WLAN using the USIM

In the presentation it was proposed to create a Rel-6 addendum to TS 51.011 having new commands defined. The Gemplus proposal in T3-030383 contains the introduction of a dedicated UICC based application for the access to WLAN. It was asked why the ISIM could not be used and why another application should be introduced. The document was noted.

T3-030441 is the report of the WLAN splinter group. The splinter group went through all related LSs in order to derive the requirements. In addition the remaining input documents were discussed. An LS in T3-030411 (see below) and a WID was created. The following documents were noted: T3-030331, T3-030332, T3-030335, T3-030374, T3-030383, T3-030375.
Comments to the report:
It was asked if the usage of an existing SIM was possible and it was confirmed that this solution is solution 1) as explained in the verbal report. It was stated that there were some security issues identified for that solution.

T3-030383 is a discussion document on: EAP support in the SIM. The document was handled by a splinter group.

T3-030384 is a discussion document on: PayTV model (for MBMS). The input paper aims at proposing PayTV model as solution for MBMS data protection. The document was noted. 

11
(U)SIM/UICC characteristics (TS 31.101, TS 31.102, TS 11.11 
& TS 51.011)

11.0
Rejected CRs at T#19 (SolSa, EF_rplmnact)

The issue was dealt with during the presentation of T3-030315.

11.1
Corrections and clarifications
T3-030301 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-4: Correction of the MMS example. It was commented that the original example was intended to be UCS2 encoded but that this was not stated. The CR was agreed as CR 142 in T3-030396. The Rel-5 version in T3-030302 was agreed in T3-030397 as CR 143. The Rel-6 version in T3-030303 was agreed in T3-030399 as CR 144. The corresponding CR to TS 51.011 in T3-030304 was agreed in T3-030398 as CR 020.

T3-030365 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Allow ICCID length of 20 digits. This CR allows the use of ICCIDs of 20 digits and no swapping of the digits within bytes, if this was used by the operator for its GSM cards. It was stated that a similar CR was approved for TS 51.011. It was commented that this option was left out intentionally and that this CR introduces a misalignment with ISO/IEC standards. As there was no support for the CR the CR was rejected.

T3-030367 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Essential corrections on SIM/USIM compatibility. The issue was presented and a difference for the consecutive byte within TS 11.11 and TS 51.011/TS 31.102 was outlined. In TS 11.11 no negotiation of the guardtime is supported and it was stated that TS 51.011 and TS 31.102 allow this due to a reference to TS 102 221.
TS 31.102 refers to the interface requirements defined in TS 102 221, and terminals compliant with this specification are supposed to accept older SIM cards. However, there is an essential difference in the ISO/IEC 7816-3 protocol as defined in TS 11.11/TS 51.011 and in TS 102 221: TS 102 221 specifies a guardtime of 6 ETUs between characters sent in opposite directions, while TS 11.11 allows the minimum ISO/IEC guardtime of 2 ETUs to apply during reversals.
It was stated that, if the issue remains, it was much more difficult to have a USIM accepted in Rel-5 GSM terminals. It was stated that the guardtime is indicated in the ATR. It was proposed as there are chips available that support speed enhancement (according to ISO/IEC 7816-3) without having extra guardtime negotiation to forbid the negotiation in TS 31.102 and to align with TS 11.11 and TS 51.011. It was proposed to create a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-6 that explicitly states that the negotiation is not allowed. As TS 31.101 for R99, Rel-4 and Rel-5 is only a pointer to TS 102 221 it was concluded to create the CRs for these releases to TS 31.102 and TS 51.011 respectively.
The second issue is on the transmission and reception. It was stated that there is a difference in TS 11.11 t>= 2 elementary time units (etu)  for transmission and T<= 2etu for reception. In TS 102 221 this time is t>= 6etu for transmission and T<= 6etu for reception. It was stated that in case a terminal or a card need to support both, the stronger constraint has to apply which is t>= 6etu for transmission and T<= 2etu for reception. This issue applies to T=0 protocol. It was stated that in case of the requirement T<=6 a speed of 3 times higher than for T<=2 can be achieved (according to formula 1/bd <= 2/T) assuming the same hardware It was proposed to clarify the situation in the 3GPP specifications. It was stated that in ISO/IEC this parameter only exist for T=1.
It was commented that the reason for deviating from the ISO/IEC standards is not clear. It was stated that USIM support on a Rel-5 GSM terminal is an issue. It was stated that EMV expects 16 etu and ISO and TS 11.11 accept 12 etu. It was further asked how the issue can be resolved between TS 11.11 and TS 51.011. It was stated that this is an interoperability problem for network operators that need to be resolved and it was pointed out that NTT DoCoMo supported the solution presented by Schlumberger.
It was concluded to discuss the issue in a splinter group. The output document explains the different solutions and was provided in T3-030449.
A revised version of the CR was made available in T3-030418. It was stated that the last paragraph in the CR was not agreed by the splinter group. In the draft version of the CR the following statement was heavily discussed: "Compliance with TS 31.101 implies that the card and the terminal shall wait for 16 ETUs after the leading edge of the start bit of the last received character before transmitting data." This was introduced to enforce interworking of the card and the terminal between different versions of the same release. NTT DoCoMo prefer to maintain 16 etu in order to ensure interoperability. It was stated that in T=0 an error indication is implemented and for that the requirement is not relevant, in ISO/IEC 7816-3 for T=0 the requirement for 16 etu does not exist, this is a T=1 parameter. This leads to a mixture of the T=0 protocol when changing the transmission direction and the error handling. As there was no conclusion the CR was sent to the splinter group for further discussion.

T3-030371 is a CR to TS 51.011: Essential corrections on SIM/UICC compatibility. The splinter group revised the CR to T3-030417. The draft version was modified in a way that "card" was replaced by "SIM". Some other editorial modifications have been carried out and the revised version of the CR was agreed as CR 021.

T3-030372 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: Essential Corrections on files. The CR is a revision of T3-030146. It was stated that the "must" has to be replaced by "shall". It was stated that file mapping impact needed to be taken into account as this file can be mapped between SIM and USIM. It was stated that the same change might be necessary to TS 31.102 as well. The revised version of the CR was made available in T3-030402. The CR was agreed as CR 022.

T3-030412 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: Correction of pre-personalisation values. This CR replaces the CR in T3-030174 and contains the non-rejected part of that CR. The CR was agreed as CR 023.

T3-030413 is a CR 31.102 R99: Corrections and clarifications. This CR replaces the CR in T3-030177 and contains the non-rejected part of that CR. The CR was agreed as CR 145. The corresponding CR to Rel-4 was agreed in T3-030414 as CR 146. The Rel-5 version was agreed in T3-030415 as CR 147, the Rel-6 version in T3-030416 was agreed as CR 148.

T3-030443 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Clarification on the support of extra guardtime. The intention is to ask SCP to clarify in their specification that the guardtime issue should not be a requirement. It was stated that the adaptation should be carried out in the T3 specification. The CR was revised to T3-030454 and agreed as CR 149. The corresponding CR in T3-030444 to Rel-4 was agreed in T3-030455 as CR 150. 
It was proposed to put the Rel-5 change in TS 31.101 but it was stated that it was decided not to touch TS 31.101 in Rel-5 and to perform the change to TS 31.101 from Rel-6 onwards. The CR to Rel-5 in T3-030445 changes the USIM/SIM selection procedure in 5.1.1.1 as decided by SA1. It was concluded to separate the two issues and to provide independent CRs as in case one of the topics was rejected by T the other topic was concerned as well. The related CR on the guardtime in T3-030456 was agreed as CR 151. The corresponding CR to TS 31.101 Rel-6 in T3-030448 was agreed as CR 028 in T3-030459. The CR to the ISIM (TS 31.103) in T3-030447 was agreed in T3-030460 as CR 009. The part of the Rel-5 CR on the selection procedure was made available in T3-030457 and agreed as CR 153. (See also related LS in T3-030419).

T3-030446 is CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Clarification on application selection. The CR was agreed as CR 152 in T3-030461.

T3-030449 is a presentation of the splinter group on SIM/USIM interoperability. The presentation covers the 3 possible ways forward as derived by the splinter group as follows: 
1)
don't change anything as the specifications are consistent as they stand; 
2)
lower the reception requirement to 12 etus (potentially ruling out some existing implementations); 
3)
and possibly also lower the transmission requirement to 12 etus (then potentially creating interworking 
problems with existing implementations). 
The discussion is related to the discussion on T3-030418. It was stated that the splinter group could not agree on any CR to change the current specifications, therefore solution 1) was applied. In order to avoid future confusions a CR to TR 31.900 was proposed in T3-030442 to clarify how the different interface requirements of GSM 11.11 and TS 102 221/TS 31.101 can all be satisfied. The CR to TS 31.102 R99 in T3-030443 was proposed to resolve the issues that could be agreed within the splinter group (see above).

T3-030450 is a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-4: Essential corrections on communication protocol. The CR was handled by a splinter group and not accepted by the splinter group. The document was noted.

11.2
Release 6 issues

T3-030366 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6: Support of GSM services on USIM. The CR reintroduced SoLSA to the specification due to the decision taken at the last plenary meeting that USIM should maintain SIM services due to the fact that a GSM Rel-5 terminal shall support the USIM from R99 onwards. It was commented that some GSM files need to be reintroduced as well. It was proposed to create a consistent Rel-5 and to implement the changes only for Rel-5 of TS 31.102 and to skip the files from Rel-6 onwards. It was further proposed to present the CR to T in order to seek guidance on for which Release the change shall be carried out. Another proposal was to also implement the change for Rel-6 and onwards.
It was commented that even if a GSM-only terminal shall support the USIM does not imply that all the GSM features have to be supported by the USIM. It was proposed to send the CR accompanied by an LS.
Conclusion:
It was concluded to create one CR to Rel-5 of TS 31.102 with a question to T seeking guidance on if the same CR should be implemented to other (earlier and later) Releases as well. It was concluded to attach the CR to an LS. The revised version of the CR in T3-030401 was intended to be attached to the LS in T3-030400. Due to lack of time the CR in T3-030401 could not be created and the LS was approved with no attachment. The CR in T3-030366 was postponed to the next meeting.

11.3 Other issues

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

(U)SIM Toolkit (TS 31.111, TS 11.14 and TS 51.014)

12.1
Corrections and clarifications
T3-030352 is a CR to TS 51.014: STK commands and event for MMS management. The document was forwarded to a splinter group. This CR introduces two new Toolkit commands: "SEND MM" and "RECEIVE MM". It also adds the event "event MM available".
Comments:

· editorial comments on the used quotes have been raised

· ask SCP in order to get the requested tag values

· the terminal sending an MM to the card would mix up the protocols

· sending an MM requires to have GPRS 

· the size of the MM is large and the card-terminal interface seems not capable to transmit that amount of data

· the requirements were set for Rel-6 and that this is a Rel-4 change. This would mean an addition of feature to a frozen release. 

· SA1 is going to discuss the MMS requirements on the email reflector and there could be a problem if the new/changed SA1 requirements do not match with the proposed T3 changes

· It was questioned if there was a SA1 service requirement for the change and it was clarified that there are CRs to SA1 specifications that require the card to send and receive MM. 

· there is no command such as RECEIVE SMS and this does not seem to be necessary for the MMS as well. 

· It was asked if the addition of these commands could be carried out in the SCP specifications as MMS is also being considered in 3GPP2. The CR was sent to a splinter group. 

The corresponding CR to TS 31.111 in T3-030353 was handled by the splinter group and was noted.

T3-030355 is a CR to TS 11.14 R99 on: Correction of Item Icon Identifier list coding example. The CR inserts the "icon list qualifier" into the coding example given in the coding definition of Item Icon Identifier list. It was stated that even earlier releases are affected. Later releases are not affected as they are referring to TS 102 223. It was stated that a correction to an example does not seem to be essential. As the example was given in the normative part of the specification and as the specification is widely used, it was proposed to implement the change. The CR was revised to T3-030403 and agreed as CR A217.

ACTION AP#9/27 [rapporteur]: Inform SCP to perform the corresponding CRs on the icon list qualifier (see T3-030403) to TS 102 223.

T3-030382 is a CR to TS 11.14 R99 on: Alignment and clarification of TS 11.14 to TS 22.101 on emergency call numbers. In the CR the reference to "112" as the only emergency number is replaced by a reference to the definitions in TS 22.101. To safeguard all numbers set-up by the card result in normal calls. It was stated that the CR mixes two changes. Firstly a clarification on the behaviour, secondly a deletion of an existing feature which is to set up emergency calls by using "112". It was commented that the deletion of a feature that exist can not be done before Rel-6. It was commented that the defined behaviour was changed by SA1 from R99 and later. It was stated that if there was an overlap in service and emergency numbers in several countries, that in case a toolkit application want to set up a service call in one country it could end up in the emergency centre in another country. It was stated that there was no requirement to set up emergency calls from the toolkit, but there was also no statement that this should not be possible. It was stated that the change was performed to a SA1 R99 specification and that therefore the change need to be applied to R99 of TS 11.14. It was stated that in toolkit "112" is used to set up an emergency call even if the number is not present in EF_ECC and that therefore the SETUP CALL "112" has to be interpreted by the ME as SET UP EMERGENCY CALL. It was stated that there are implementations in the field. After the coffee break it was concluded to split the CR into two documents dealing with the different topics, T3-030424 and T3-030425.
In T3-030424 the alignment to TS 22.101 is covered. The reference to TS 22.101 needs to be added to the draft version of the CR. The CR also deletes the sentence for call control that allows setting up an emergency call when "112" is used and would therefore prevent the call control to set up an emergency call. It was stated that there could be some terminals that have implemented this behaviour. It was stated that fixed dialled enabled phones would not allow a toolkit call control enabled emergency call if "112" was interpreted as a normal call. It was doubted if it was a sensible use case that call control is modifying a user-entered number replacing it by an emergency number. Siemens and Ericsson stated that this is a change of feature and that it needs to be checked. It was concluded to postpone the CR until the next T3 meeting. Nokia objected to that procedure and preferred to decide on the CR during an email discussion as it is not in line with the SA1 requirements. It was clarified that the SA1 LS state that the issue should only be resolved from Rel-6 onwards.

ACTION AP#10/27 [terminal manufacturers]: Check implementation regarding the CR in T3-030424.

ACTION AP#11/27 [T3 Chairman]: Highlight the issue in the T3 report to T.

On T3-030425 it was stated that the feature should be removed from Rel-6 onwards and that the change to R99 can not be accepted because implementations are existing. Gemplus for that reason objected to the CR. It was stated that there could only be a CR to Rel-6 of TS 31.111. It was clarified that this feature is specified in TS 102 223 as a generic feature and that in order to remove it, two possibilities exist. Either ask SCP to remove it from TS 102 223 or create a delta-CR to TS 31.111 explicitly stating that this generic feature is not supported in 3GPP context. The CR was rejected.

ACTION AP#12/27 [Author of T3-030425]: Create a corresponding CR to Rel-6 of TS 31.111.

T3-030431 is a CR to TS 23.048 Rel-4 to replace "SMS-CB" by "CBS". The specification rapporteur mentioned that the update was not an easy one depending on the meaning of SMS-CB (i.e. the service or the message). Some more time is needed to check the whole document and make some corrections. It was concluded to postpone the issue, as well as the related CRs in T3-030432 and T3-030433, and to give the action below.

ACTION AP#14/27 [T3 Chairman]: Point out to T that SMS-CB is used in many T3 documents and that a replacement is a pure editorial change that should not be applied to frozen Releases and that does not read well in many places. Furthermore point out that in TR 21.905 SMS-CB is a valid abbreviation.

Corrections and clarifications
T3-030305 is a CR to TS 31.103 Rel-5: Clarification that the Home Operator's Network Domain Name is a SIP URI. Gemplus raised an objection as the intention is to have "home1.net" as specified at the moment. After the discussion on T3-030435 (see below) the CR was agreed in T3-030438 as CR 007. The corresponding CR to Rel-6 in T3-030306 was agreed in T3-030439 as CR 008.

T3-030435 is an input document containing comments on proposed CR to TS 31.103 in T3-030305. In the input document it is proposed to clarify TS 31.103 accordingly, and to correct other sections of TS 31.103 in the same manner, to avoid any ambiguity. A draft CR was attached, which could be discussed on the T3 email reflector before the next T3 plenary meeting. It was commented if it was possible to send the document to SA2 and CN1 in order to ask them to review the document as T3 seem to lack SIP expertise. It was commented that the CR is not based on the latest version of TS 31.103. It was stated that Nokia support the CR provided by Ericsson in T3-030305. As this was the case Gemplus proposed to postpone the discussion document and to go ahead with the CR in T3-030305.

UEM

T3-030376 is TR 32.802 V5.1.0: User Equipment Management (UEM) Feasibility Study. The document was noted.

T3-030377 is a presentation on USIM and UEM. The presentation lists the possible scenarios for the USIM to be used for UEM. Furthermore it is proposed to T3 to:

· monitor closely the evolutions of the UEM requirements in 3GPP and/or OMA

· propose some mechanisms for UEM for the USIM domain

· to provide input on the possibility of the USIM to contribute to UEM in the ME domain

It was commented that the work is organised by OMA and it was stated that 90% of the UEM information is stored in the terminal. It was commented that the USIM is the operator token and that this is the advantage of the USIM. It was stated that the USIM is capable of doing some operator specific computation on the data which is difficult to be performed on the terminal. It was asked why this should be necessary as there will be a standard covering those issues. It was stated that contribution to T2 and OMA could be done in order to enhance the current UEM solutions such as covering security issues. In the presentation the requirements that could be covered by the USIM are listed. No further action was taken.

2G/3G Java Card™ API based applet interworking

T3-030321 is the first draft version of the TR on 2G/3G Java Card™ API based applet interworking presented for information. It is intended to present the TR for approval at the next meeting. Schlumberger remarked that the description on the 2G/3G interworking is according to their understanding but that the objective of the contents in chapter 5 is not clear. It was stated that TS 43.019 is frozen and that no changes to that specification should be accepted and it was proposed to clarify that in the text. The T3 API chairman stated that it was not the intention of the group to create Rel-6 of TS 43.019. He proposed to accept the document for information and to note the remark of Schlumberger. It was stated that an agreement could be reached at the next T3 API meeting on the subject. It was stated that in chapter 5 the following statement should be clear enough already: "This chapter is dedicated to the behaviour of existing 2G applets used in 3G mode i.e. with USIM as current NAA or connected to a 3G network." It was stated that a TR is not giving requirements. It was further stated that the status of the TR is stable enough to be forwarded to T for information. It was asked for which release the TR is and to which release of the core specifications the TR applies and it was stated that there is no issue related to the releases and that it will be a Rel-6 TR. It was concluded to forward the CR to T for information.

ACTION AP#17/27 [Schlumberger]: Schlumberger to send their comments on the T3 and T3 API list in order to allow review of the comments prior to the next meeting.

T3-030322 is a CR to TS 31.121 R99: Correction of acceptance criteria. The CR was agreed in T3-030407 as CR 024. The Rel-4 version in T3-030323 was revised to T3-030408 and agreed as CR 025.

UICC/USIM conformance tests (TS 31.122)

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

19.3
(U)SIM toolkit Java API tests (TS 11.13, TS 51.013)
T3-030300 is a CR to TS 51.013 Rel-4 in order to create Rel-5 of the specification. The CR was agreed by the ad hoc meeting. Some editorial comments were raised. It was requested to review the references within the document. The revised version was made available in T3-030409. It was clarified that the tests defined in this specification require that the card support the concatenation process with 2 concatenated SMs as it is mandatory in Rel-5 of TS 43.019. The CR was agreed as CR 001. It was noted that the two Annexes D and E have to be added to the CR.

19.4
(U)SIM toolkit tests (TS 11.10-4)

T3-030336 is a CR to TS 11.10-4 R99: Corrections to Send Short Message, Sequence 1.4. It was proposed to hand that TS over to EditHelp! for review. The CR was agreed in T3-030420 as CR A012.

ACTION AP#18/27 [Secretary]: Forward TS 11.10-4 to EditHelp! for editorial clean-up.

T3-030350 is a CR to TS 11.10-4 R99: Redial in Set Up Call. The CR identifies test cases as optional, which cover the redial mechanism in Set Up Call. The CR was agreed in T3-030421 as CR A013.

T3-030351 is a CR to TS 11.10-4 R99: Correction to Terminal Response: Set Up Call 1.7.1. The CR was agreed in T3-030422 as CR A014.

T3-030354 is a CR to TS 11.10-4 R99: Select Item Support of "No response from user". It was stated that the CR is an essential correction as the section added was present in R96 but not in R99. It was stated that the it is worth adding a note that the feature may not be testable due to the fact that the format of the input value to the test system, how long to wait for the response, is not defined and could be infinite. It was clarified that the same issue is there for GET INKEY and other commands in case the user does not respond. It was stated that the feature has been added to TS 11.14 between v8.1.0 and v8.2.0 and that it therefore is now possible to perform the test. A revised version of the CR was made available in T3-030429 and agreed as CR A015.

T3-030381 is a CR to TS 11.10-4 R99 on: Correction of Emergency Call test cases. The CR changes the coding of the content of EF_ECC to contain the emergency number "112" and modifies test sequence 1.9 to call "112". It was concluded (due to the discussion on related CRs earlier in the meeting) to revise the CR in order to reflect the situation given in the current specification. The revised version in T3-030451 adds "112" as an emergency number to the test cases. All other changes have been removed. The CR was agreed as CR A016.

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

T3-030341 is a discussion document on: Handling of 2 and 3 digits MNC in PLMN coding. The author withdrew the document.

T3-030392 is a reply LS to CN1 (N1-030271) on: Updated WID for emergency call enhancements for IP & PS based calls’. In the LS T3 ask CN1 to clarify the following issues:

· For PS Emergency Calls, can the codes of EF_ECC be reused? (Directly or translated by the ME or the network)

· For IMS, is there a need to create a file for Emergency Call/Access Codes provisioning on the ISIM? If so, is it a SIP URI or does it take another form?

The LS was approved.

T3-030393 is an LS to GSMA SCaG copied to SA1 on: Cleanup of SAT/USAT requirements 3GPP TS 22.038. After some editorial changes to the draft version the LS was approved.

T3-030400 is an LS to T and SA1 on: Support of GSM SIM files (and services) on the USIM. In the LS T3 seek guidance on what is meant by and which GSM services and features shall be supported by the USIM and for which release the CRs should be applied to. The LS was approved.

T3-030405 is an LS to SCP copied to 3GPP2 TSG-C, SCP WG1 and T in reply to T3 –030359 on: Administration of tag values. A procedure of how to handle the tag value allocation is proposed. The LS was approved.

T3-030411 is an LS to SA1 copied to SA2, SA3 on: WLAN interworking. It was commented that option 2) should not be included as that specification is frozen as well. It was recommended to copy SA on the LS. It was commented that if the SIM solution is not included there could be other committees such as IETF that might become active in that area and that this should be avoided. In the LS T3 ask SA1 to clarify the requirements in order for T3 to choose one or several solutions using the (U)SIM. Further T3 ask SA1 to give appropriate background information to T3 about use cases & scenarios on WLAN interworking. The agreed WID in T3-030394 was attached to the LS. The LS was approved.

T3-030419 is an LS to SCP WG1 copied to SCP on: Backward compatibility of EP SCP based 3GPP standards with existing SIM cards. The LS was approved.

T3-030426 is an LS to 3GPP2 TSG-C, 3GPP2-SC copied to T on: ISIM. The LS was approved as presented.

T3-030458 is an LS to SA1 on: (U)SIM toolkit originated emergency calls. In the LS T3 states that there are some existing R99 toolkit applications in the field that use toolkit originated emergency call. T3 further ask to add explicitly a requirement in the toolkit stage 1 specification TS 22.038. Furthermore the issue of the toolkit setting up an emergency call by the use of Call Control, as defined in TS 11.14, is included. The LS was approved.

T3-030434 is an LS to SA1, SCP-WG1, T2 copied to SCP, GSMA SCaG on: MMS capability of the card. During the discussion of the draft version of the LS it was stated that the technology does not need to be in the market before the actual work on the technology can be started. It was further stated that there is no written requirement in any specification that the interface shall not be tied up for more than 2s. This is included in the specification as a health warning via a note. Nokia wanted to add some text about the risk of jeopardising the execution of the authentication. The issue of having adequate smart card technology being able to store data and fulfil the requirements on the interface was discussed. The LS was approved.

T3-030430 is a reply to LS from SA3 (S3-030275) to SA3 copied to SA, SA1, SA2 on: Clarification of USIM-based access to IMS. In the LS T3 agree with the SA3 position that interpretation 1 is invalid and take a neutral position on interpretations 2 and 3. T3 further stated that it was expressed by some delegates that interpretation 3 would offer the maximum flexibility to operators who may decide whether or not to have an ISIM on their UICCs (in addition to the USIM), depending on their particular business requirements. The LS was approved.

T3-030462 is an LS to CN1 on: Removal of RPLMNAcT for GSM COMPACT. It was concluded to put the LS on email approval in order to investigate on the further detail.
