Notification of IPR obligations
The Chairman drew the attention of the delegates to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. They were asked to take note that they had been invited to:

·
Investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

·
Notify the Chairman, or the Director-General of their respective Organizational Partners, at the earliest opportunity, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms.

6
Discussion on MM Storage

Several discussions occurred to find the most appropriate solution for storage.

The group finalized the draft version of  T3z031008 from MMS ad hoc T3#97 meeting, concerning DF MMS. It has been agreed to deal with multimedia elements in a different CR.

AP Francois: finalize the new version of the storage CR for next T3.

Discussion include:

· Depending on the outcome of the next SCP-WG1 R6 work on variable length records in the large files, this CR will be reviewed to take advantage of the new features.

· The group discussed the fact that all the MMS related files should be stored together. The group didn’t agree on that issue. That issue can be discussed in next T3 meeting.

· It was discussed that if it is needed, there should be a way to store Read-Reply Reports and Delivery Reports. Unfortunately the group didn’t have the chance to study more in detail this issue.

· The group discussed if all the multimedia elements should be stored in the same DF. The group didn’t have time to agree on that issue. That issue can be discussed in next T3 meeting.

7 
Discussion on MMS Management

The work on this topic was done regarding requirements described by SA in SP030551.doc, the ad hoc group was aware this requirement must still be approved by SA1.

T3z031000 is a discussion document from Giesecke & Devrient, introducing a draft CR (T3z031000) for MMs management on the card using BIP.

T3z031300 is a discussion document from Schlumberger, introducing a draft CR T3z031301 for MMs management on the card using new defined commands.

7.1
MMS management

The group agreed on the BIP solution.

AP Nicolas: finalize the new version of the BIP CR for next T3.

AP Sabine: finalize the new version of the command architecture discussion document for next T3.

Discussion included:

· The data that should be sent from the card to the MMS User agent. Two different solutions appeared: one which is the “content” described MM1 protocol in 23.140 (MIME, SMIL), the other one only including the multimedia elements (picture, music, video…).

· The command architecture for MMS management by USAT: 2, 3, 4, BIP commands.

· Sending the parameters in USAT command or in the MM header.

· Use a push or a pull solution for MM submission.

· An other set of MMS connectivity parameters?
