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1. Overall Description:

There are inconsistent statements between TS 31.102 and TS 22.101 on FDN/BDN unsupported terminal features.

In TS 31.102,

5.1.1.2
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In TS 22.101,

A.24 Fixed number dialling
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In TS 22.101,

A.19 Barring of Dialled Numbers
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In case FDN/BDN is enabled, FDN/BDN unsupported terminal shall not allow the receiving calls in SA1 specification, but there is no description on receiving calls hence they are permitted from T3 point of view.

The history of this inconsistency was induced by differences between GSM and UMTS feature. In GSM, BDN unsupported terminal does not make nor receive calls because IMSI is invalidated in SIM. In UMTS, T3 introduced the new feature to enable/disable FDN/BDN feature at EF_EST in USIM from the beginning of R99, therefore receiving calls are still allowed for FDN/BDN unsupported terminal in case FDN/BDN is enabled in USIM.

Attached is a proposed R99 CR to TS 22.101. T3 believes this CR should be reflected in all releases.

In case FDN is enabled, an ME which does not support FDN shall allow emergency calls but shall not allow MO-CS calls and MO-SMS.


If BDN is enabled, an ME which does not support Call Control shall allow emergency calls but shall not allow MO-CS calls.





If the ME does not support FDN, the UE shall not allow the making or receiving of calls when Fixed Dialling is enabled. However, emergency calls (112 and other user defined emergency numbers) shall still be possible.





If the ME does not support barring of dialled numbers, the UE shall not allow the making or receiving calls. However, this feature does not affect the ability to make emergency calls.
