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1
Opening of the meeting

Nigel Barnes, TSG-T3 chairman, opened the 29th plenary meeting of the 3GPP TSG-T WG3 on Smart Card Application Aspects (hereafter referred to as T3) at 9:00 am on 18 November 2003. It was stated that there will be a splinter group on MMS issues, and some T2 delegates would attend.

2
Roll call of delegates

The meeting was attended by 35 delegates from 11 countries. The list of delegates can be found in annex A of this report. Apologies of absence were received from: Susanna Eskola (SmartTrust), Sebastian Hans (Sun Microsystems) and Patrice Beaudou (Axalto).

3
Input documents / Agenda

T3-030800 is the draft agenda for T3#29. The agenda was approved. The agenda was re-opened and documents were added during the meeting. The final version of the agenda can be found in Annex B.

4
Notification of IPR obligations

T3-030804 contains a presentation of the IPR obligations. The Chairman read out the text as follows:

The attention of the members of this Technical Specification Group is drawn to the fact that 3GPP Individual Members have the obligation under the IPR Policies of their respective Organizational Partners to inform their respective Organizational Partners of Essential IPRs they become aware of. 

The members take note that they are hereby invited:

-
to investigate in their company whether their company does own IPRs which are, or are likely to become Essential in respect of the work of the Technical Specification Group.

-
to notify the Director-General, or the Chairman of their respective Organizational Partners, of all potential IPRs that their company may own, by means of the IPR Statement and the Licensing declaration forms (e.g. see the ETSI IPR forms http://webapp.etsi.org/Ipr/).

5
Organisational matters

The Chairman informed the meeting that this is the last meeting with Claus Dietze as Secretary and further informed the meeting that Andrijana Jurisic, the current CN2 secretary, is going to take over the group from January 2004 onwards. At the end of the meeting the departing secretary expressed his thanks to the delegates and officials of T3 for the great support especially in the beginning when he took over from the predecessor as a newcomer in standardisation. The Chairman thanked Claus on behalf of T3 for the excellent work he has done over the previous two years, and also for the support he had given to the chairman in the same time period, in terms of preparing the report to TSG-T plenary, the timeliness of the T3 reports etc., and wished the secretary well for the future.

Approval of report from TSG-T3 #28

T3-030801 is the draft report of T3#28 in Marseilles, France, 19 – 22 August 2003, hosted by Gemplus. After some rephrasing some sentences during the discussion of T3-030696rev1 and after some editorial changes the report was approved in T3-030802.

7
Review of actions of TSG-T3 #28

The Vice-Chairman gave a short verbal report on the results of SA related to UICC applications issues. He informed that SA decided to create a TR dealing with access independence of the ISIM application. The TR is available now and some scenarios where the ISIM can be independent of the USIM are described as possible. 3GPP member companies are hereby invited to raise related contributions at the next meetings. It was further reported that there was an input document of several network operators who wanted to introduce mandatory SIM support for UTRAN Rel-5 and further terminals. After a long discussion within SA the agreement was to approve a CR to TS 22.101 including a note that clarifies that it is strongly recommended to support the SIM as long as there are many SIMs in the market. SA further discussed on the use of the (U)SIM by multiple devices and a first draft of the TR was presented as a feasibility study to SA. It was stated that the SA3 work on VGCS group key management might have some impact on USIM issues. On MMS an extensive discussion took place in SA. A related CR from SA1 to allow the sending of MM messages in TS 22.038 was approved at SA.

T3-030803 is the action list from T3-28. The status of each of the actions was checked with the delegates. The action list was again reviewed at the end of the meeting and many actions were closed. The revised version of the action list is available in Annex F of this report.

Report from TSG plenary meetings (#21)

T3-030805 is the annotated status report T3 @ T#21. The report was presented by the Chairman and noted.

8.2
Reports from T3 SWG API and ad hoc meetings

T3-030839 is the meeting report of T3 Ad hoc meeting #99 on MMS. It was reported that there is still no conclusion on MM management. There was no agreement on how to treat the received MM within the USIM. The three discussed options are: 

a) BIP,

b) the addition of new commands such as SEND MM and RECEIVE MM 

c) the introduction of further commands.

It was stated that there was no agreement on which way to go and it was commented that there are some input documents on some of the CRs and a discussion document for T3-29 (see below).

T3-030859 is the meeting report of T3 Ad hoc meeting #97 on MMS. The report was presented and noted. 

T3-030861 is the draft report of T3 API #19 meeting. The report was noted.

T3-030934 is the executive summary of recent T3 SWG API meetings and related discussions. The presentation is an outline of the report that is included in T3-030861, which was noted. It was stated that Axalto sent some comments on TS 31.130 on the email exploder. Axalto is asked to provide the raised comments as input to this meeting (see T3-030938). It was further stated that there is a meeting for a next SWG API scheduled and it was asked how SWG API should continue to work. It was commented that there is enough work for the next few SWG meetings and that the organisation of T3 SWG API should be revisited after the closure of Rel-6.

T3-030901 is the meeting report from T3 Ad hoc meeting #98 on TS 23.048 testing. The report was noted.

8.3
Reports of splinter groups during T3#29

T3-030965 is the report of the testing splinter group meeting. It contains information on the discussion and actions being performed by the splinter group. The report was noted.

T3-030966 is the report of the splinter group on MMS, CBS and USSD that was attended by some T2 delegates. The report was presented and noted. It was commented that T3-030974 is an overview on MMS as a bearer (see also below).

T3-030972 is the agenda of MMS, CBS and USSD splinter group. The document was noted.

T3-030973 contains a hand-drawn ladder diagram on a possible scenario for the usage of GPRS as a bearer flow. This document was discussed in the messaging splinter group. Compared to T3-030974 this scenario is much simpler. It was stated that it is still possible to solve the non-charging issue by utilizing APN. It was commented that this may only apply for non-roaming scenarios. It was proposed to send an LS to T2 containing some questions that need to be answered. T3 noted the document.

T3-030974 contains a hand-drawn ladder diagram on MMS as a bearer flow. This document was discussed by the messaging splinter group: The document outlines the different protocols involved in the process and the resulting different conversions that are necessary for one specific possible implementation. It was commented that for the BIP a tunnel between the MMS server and the card is created and that the ME is transparently transferring data to the card. This leads to the fact that the MMS client in the terminal would be bypassed. It was stated that there might be easier ways to implement the same functionality. It was stated that the WAP gateway as given in the jotting should be logically separated into two different entities. Furthermore the WAP push SMS goes through the SMSC. A notification also is sent (and missing in the graph). The retrieval of the message needs to be acknowledged. The MMS advantages are that it is possible to utilize existing charging mechanisms, roaming conditions and payload forwarding to other clients. TIM stated that MMS is to be seen as a natural evolution of SMS and that the use cases that were not considered when introducing SMS need to be considered now when introducing MMS. Therefore the MMS needed to be enhanced to also enable a USAT application to USAT application communication between different cards. T3 noted the document.

8.4
Liaisons / input from 3GPP groups

T3-030816 is an LS from T (TP-030229) to SA1 copied to T3 and T2 on: TR 22.952, Priority Service Guide. As there was no action to T3 the document was noted.

T3-030817 is an LS from T (TP-030228) to SA2, SA1 copied to T2, T3, OMA-BAC, OMA-MWG, OMA-REQ, OMA-ARCH and ETSI SCP on: Use of MMS as a bearer for USAT. It was commented that there is no work item on MMS for T3 to undertake the work. In this LS BIP is also mentioned to make SA2 aware of that technology. The document was noted.

T3-030818 is an LS from T2 (T2-030493) to T3 copied to SA1 on: Progress in TSG T2 on the CBS. The LS was sent to the splinter group. During the splinter group meeting it was stated that CB is implementable in UMTS. Thus T3 could now continue to work on the subject. It was stated that some companies in T2 have objections to this CR for R99, Rel-4 and Rel-5. It is likely that consensus can be reached within T2 for Rel-6. T2 was informally given an action to inform T3 on the final outcome. It was asked which changes were necessary to T3 specifications and it was stated that these CRs do not require any additional file.

T3-030819 is an LS from T2 (T2-030472) to T, SA1, SA2, T3 on: Addition of MMS support by the USIM Application Toolkit. The LS was transferred to be dealt with at the messaging splinter group where the document was noted, and it was subsequently noted in T3.

T3-030820 is an LS from T2 (T2-030471) to T3, SA1, SCP WG1 copied to SCP, GSMA SCaG on: MMS capability of the card. In the LS the typical size for an MM is given to be in the range 30-300kB. The document was noted as no action was to be taken.

T3-030825 is an LS from SA3 (S3-030639) to T3 and SA1 copied to ETSI EP RT on: USIM changes for key management of Voice Group Call Services. It was stated that this introduces the usage of one key or set of keys to be used within all the members within the group and that this could lead to security threats in case the keys are not changed frequently enough. It was commented that some new files need to be introduced to store these keys. It was also commented that there needs to be a specified mechanism to transfer the keys securely to the card, e.g. by using TS 23.048 mechanisms. It was commented that these keys are stored in clear text. It was stated that the Axalto CRs related to MBMS could also be used to address the voice group mechanism. It was commented that the file could be a Linear Fixed file with a specific number of records where the algorithm to be used could be indicated in the last byte of each record. It was commented that there might be a need to set up a work item description under the related building block, but after discussion, it was concluded that for the time being no work item need to be created. It was further mentioned that these new files are different from the ones that were available for the SIM.

T3-030826 is a Reply LS from SA2 (S2-033242) to T and T3 copied to SA1 and T2 on: MMS support by USAT. It was commented that it appears that SA2 is not aware of what could be done with BIP and it was reported that this is the reason for the LS created by T in T3-030817. The LS was noted.

T3-030827 is an LS from SA1 (S1-031340) to T2 and T3 on: Cell Broadcast Data Download to the USAT in UMTS. It was asked why it should affect Rel-5 and it was commented that it could also be introduced to R99. It was stated that this is an addition of feature. It was commented that there is existing R99 equipment in the market and that it is therefore not possible to introduce it for that early releases. It was stated that the category of the CR is “correction” rather than an “addition of feature”, some delegates were of the opposite opinion. It was stated that there are input documents to the meeting. The document was sent to the messaging splinter group, who noted the LS.

T3-030828 is an LS from SA1 (S1-031294) to T3, CN4 copied to T2 on: Clarification of the USSD message transfer to SIM/USIM requirement. In the LS T3 is asked to consider the given description and to fulfil the mentioned requirements with appropriate changes in the corresponding technical specifications. SA1 would also like to know for which release this functionality can be made available. It was commented that it requires to add new functionalities to receive USSD. It was therefore asked to which release this would apply and it was stated that the intention is to add it to Rel-6. For that reason it was stated that the related CR needs to be created at this meeting and it was commented that several CRs will be presented during the meeting (see below). It was clarified that only SA1 is restricted to create new requirements for the inclusion of Rel-6 and that existing requirements could still be introduced into T3 specifications within the Rel-6 timeframe. It was highlighted that there are many aspects to be considered if the USSD feature was introduced. It was commented that there are many changes required to the USAT, the API and other topics. Therefore it was clarified that this is a new feature. It was asked if the DCS is already embedded in USSD and it was clarified that there was some discussion on this and that there is a DCS that refers to the SMS-CB DCS that refers to the SIM. It was proposed to discuss that topic with T2 delegates during the messaging splinter group meeting. It was summarized that the following issues will be discussed with T2: MMS, Cell Broadcast and USSD. It was further concluded to send an LS in T3-030950 to inform SA1. 
Discussion during the splinter group: Vodafone prefers to have both mechanisms for USSD, the envelope and the BIP channel. An action was given to the T2 delegates to check on the implications on services running in parallel. T3 was given the action to create an LS with some questions on the topic (see T3-030929) and on the implications. It was stated that the usage of USSD in BIP has to be seen as a separate issue that needs to be considered already. It was asked if USSD encryption according to TS 23.048 was feasible and how the different special characters (such as #) will be treated (regarding decryption). 

T3-030829 is an LS from SA1 (S1-031286) to TSG-T, SA2, T2, T3 on: High bandwidth communication capability for USAT. Requirements on a high data channel to and from USAT are given. It was commented that there are some contradictions in the LS. It was commented that BIP seems to be an answer to all the requirements listed in the LS. It was commented that BIP is represented in letter class E and that mobiles shall support class E commands if they support USAT. It was stated that BIP is already there and that it is up to T to decide on the mechanism to be used (MMS or BIP or…). It was stated that Vodafone does not consider the existence of non-USAT support in terminals: as far as Vodafone is concerned, USAT support is mandatory. It was proposed to send an LS on how GPRS could be used. On the way how the discussion evolved from the past to now it was commented that the understanding on the subject was growing through all the discussion and that T3 had not been involved in all the discussions going on in other groups. It was stated that for BIP some minor SW changes to the network are necessary and that there is no impact on the network infrastructure. The only change is that the OTA server has to be connected to the GCSN. It was concluded to send an LS (see T3-030928) containing the pros and cons for MMS and BIP as a solution to provide a higher bandwidth channel. 

T3-030830 is an LS from CN1 (N1-031690) to SA1, SA2 copied to T3 on: WLAN requirements. As there was no action to be taken the LS was noted.

T3-030831 is an LS from CN1 (N1-031220) to SA1, SA2, T3 on: Updated WID for emergency call enhancements for IP & PS based calls. It was commented that in CS the emergency call will be set up specifically. In SIP URI it need to be determined whether there is a roaming case and to where the ECC number need to be diverted to. The difference is that in one case the telephone number is used whereas in the second case the URL is used.

T3-030832 is a reply LS from CN1 (N1-031201) to SA3 and T3 on: Effects of service 27/38 on 2G/3G interworking and emergency call. It was stated that there is no action to T3 and the LS was noted.

T3-030833 is a reply LS from CN1 (N1-031196) to T and T3 on: Removal of RPLMNAcT for GSM COMPACT. As the action stated in the LS was already fulfilled at the last T and CN plenary the document was noted.

T3-030834 is a reply LS from SA1 (S1-031208) to SA3, T3 copied to ETSI EP RT, GSMA SerG on: Support of GSM SIM files (and services) on the USIM, and USIM changes for key management of Voice Group Call Services. In the LS T3 is endorsed to introduced the services as given in the CR attached to the original LS sent by T3. The documents T3-030670, T3-030731 and T3-030733 were added to the agenda and the LS was noted.

T3-030835 is a reply LS from SA1 (S1-031334) on: Potential USIM impact of the MBMS security framework S1-031104 (T3-030697). In this LS SA1 encourage T3 to continue the work on the issue. The LS was noted.

T3-030942 is a reply LS from SA3 (S3-030660) to T3 copied to SCP, SCP WG1 and T on: LS Response on potential USIM impact of the MBMS security framework. T3 is asked to come up with the required CRs to the relevant T3 specifications to enable MBMS key management procedures for Rel-6. As there were related input documents to this meeting the LS was noted.

T3-031038 is a reply LS from T2 (T2-030641) to T3 on Approval of T2 UMTS Cell Broadcast Change requests. The LS was noted.

8.5
Liaisons / input from other groups

T3-030821 is an LS from SCP (SCP-030300) to GSMA SCAG copied to SA1 and T3 on: Report on Advanced UICC Communication. This LS inform GSMA SCaG about the current status of work being done in EP SCP. it was stated that GSMA SCaG chose option one as given in the LS. It was informed that the SC17/WG4 meeting held in Helsinki discussed on Di=64 and beyond, the coding for 64, 128 and 256 was defined. A turn around time of 16 etus for Di>64 was introduced. It was asked if there is a CR to introduce this speed and it was clarified that there are documents going to be presented at this meeting.

T3-030822 is an LS from SCP (SCP-030294) to T3 copied to T2, SA1, GSMA SCaG on: Temperature Range in ETSI TS 102 221. It was commented that TS 31.101 refers to the SCP specification and that noting the LS would mean that the new temperature range is accepted. It was stated that T3 started the discussion on the issue and asked SCP to introduce the enhancement. It was concluded that there is no action to be taken and the LS was noted.

T3-030823 is an LS from SCP (SCP-030289) to T3 on: UICC presence detection. It was stated that the test-case for presence detection can be introduced into TS 31.121 but not for the next meeting. The LS was noted with the action given below.

AP#1/29 [rapporteur]: Create TS 31.121 Rel-5 for T3#31 and incorporate a test case on presence detection for Rel-5 (see T3-030823 for further information).

T3-030824 is an LS from SCP (SCP-030277) to T3 on: Administration of tag values. T3 is asked to begin to reference ETSI TS 101 220 as the source of tag values and to begin to use the suggested procedure for allocating new tag values. As there is an ongoing action point (see T3-030803) the LS was noted.

T3-030885 is a letter from 3GPP2 TSG-C on: ISIM harmonization work. In the letter, 3GPP2 TSG-C inform that the are working on IMS/MMD support in the R-UIM. For the UICC platform they consider to use the ISIM in order to harmonize ISIM between 3GPP and 3GPP2. To achieve this TSG‑C propose to approve the CR attached to the LS. It was asked if there is a need to introduce a service table for the ISIM in case there are services available that are not mandatory within 3GPP. It was mentioned that the file in the CR could also be useful in 3GPP and it was concluded to send an LS to CN1 and SA2 to inform them about the file and to ask whether it would make sense to also introduce it for 3GPP as well. The LS was made available in T3-030932 (see below). It was commented that the R-UIM and the ISIM cannot run at the same time as they use different class bytes. It was commented that 3GPP2 may not be aware of that fact and it was highlighted that the time schedule for 3GPP2 to move the R-UIM to the UICC need to be in line with the introduction of the ISIM in 3GPP2. It was commented that it would make sense to inform 3GPP2 explicitly about this. It was concluded to send an LS to 3GPP2. It was stated that the R-UIM is based on TS 11.11 and that the selection of the application is based on FID and not on AID. Therefore it was commented that a different way for the application selection should be sought. It was concluded to inform 3GPP2 in T3-030933 (see below).

Status of EP SCP specifications and work items

T3-030807 gives the current status of EP SCP deliverables and work items. The document was noted.

9
Work program

9.1
Status of T3 specifications, rapporteurs & WIs

T3-030806 gives the current status of T3 specifications and work items. T3 thanked Scott Guthery (Mobile-Mind), who had to resign as rapporteur for various documents, for his great job and the huge contribution during the past years. Christophe Dubois (Axalto) was appointed to be rapporteur of TS 11.14 and TS 51.014. Francois Ennesser (Axalto) became rapporteur of TS 11.11 and TS 51.011, Stéphane Andrau (Oberthur) became rapporteur of TS 31.110. Sophie Viallet (Gemplus) has left the company and cannot continue to be co-rapporteur. The document was noted.

9.2
Review of T3 ToRs

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

9.3
New/Revised T3 work items

T3-030862 is a proposed WID for USAT Conformance Test Specification. Nokia, IM Technologies also support the WID. The revised version of the WID was made available in T3-030935 and agreed.

T3-030936 is a proposed WID on USIM enhancements for MBMS key management. The document was withdrawn by the author as it was concluded earlier in the meeting not to create a T3 WID on the topic.

9.4
Work items from other committees

T3-030808 is a collection of work item descriptions that were approved at TSG-21 from other groups (possibly) affecting T3. The secretary presented the document. It was stated that for NP-030421 no immediate impact on T3 work can be determined. It was further stated that there are some possibilities to enhance the USAT for SIP. It was commented that this enhancement is not feasible within Rel-6 but will be looked at later. The following conclusion was made for each of the attached WIDs:

· SP-030442: It was concluded not to create a WID for T3. A discrepancy was noted in the WID, so it was concluded to send an LS to SA4 to ask them to also involve T3 in the work. The LS was provided in T3-030975.

· SP-030491: T3 is affected but no further action needs to be taken at the moment.

· SP-030539: It was concluded that there is no impact on T3 work.

· SP-030553: It was stated that no action at this point of time is necessary for T3.

· TP-030175: No action needs to be taken.

Requirements and Technical Reports

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

10.5
SIM/USIM inter-working (TR 31.900)

T3-030891 is a CR to TR 31.900 on: Inclusion of Rel-5 ME requirements for SIM / USIM support. It was stated that the CR is of category F. It was commented that a Rel-5 2G terminal only optionally needs to support the SIM. Some minor editorial remarks were raised. It was stated that CK and IK type of keys are not defined for GERAN (GPRS). It was commented that there should not be a reference to a clause or sub-clause included in the CR. To 4.1 it was commented that 2G entities are implemented according to the GSM specifications and it was stated that there are some parts that are actually stated in 3GPP specifications. On 4.2. it was commented that the wording 2G SIM or 2G ICC is confusing within the document. It was clarified that 2G ICC was used as a general term. It was concluded to treat the CR in a splinter group. The splinter group did not meet but the CR was revised to T3-030939 with all the raised comments incorporated. After those changes the CR was agreed as CR 013.

Others

No issue was raised under this agenda item.

11
UICC and UICC based applications characteristics

11.1
UICC-terminal interface (TS 31.101)
11.1.1

Corrections and clarifications

T3-030586 is a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-6 on: interface speed enhancement. The CR is classified as addition of feature and modifies the related statement that the card and the terminal shall support (Fi, Di)=(512, 64) rather than (Fi, Di)=(512, 32). The CR was postponed at the last meeting with an action given to the terminal manufacturers to check on the implementation and behaviour is in case a non-recognized value for interface speed is indicated in the ATR (see also annex F for details on the outcome of the action). The CR was revised to T3-030845. It was commented that for Rel-6 D=32 was introduced as mandatory and that this becomes obsolete now when introducing D=64. It was stated that this procedure could lead to different expectations on the actual behaviour of terminals. It was proposed to introduce D=64 as an optional feature. As this is included in SCP specifications already the CR becomes obsolete. It was proposed to introduce D=32 mandatory for the card and D=64 mandatory for the terminal. The author of the CR agreed to this proposal. It was pointed out that there is an impact on the pricing of the terminal and it should not be ruled out to be able to produce low end terminals by mandating such a speed that requires the introduction of specific UARTs. It was stated that only the coding shall be supported by the terminal (not the actual speed) which would enable the terminal to select the fastest supported speed in case D=64 is not supported. Therefore it was proposed to revise the CR in a way that the terminal shall support the fastest possible speed. It was commented that TS 31.101 is not the correct place to put such a requirement as it applies to all types of terminals. It was suggested to put such a change to TS 102 221. As there was no consensus and concerns to the CR from several companies (Nokia, Gemplus, Vodafone) it was concluded to reject the CR. It was proposed to introduce a requirement on this within Rel-6 and a recommendation on the implementation (to select the highest supported speed rather than selecting the default speed) for earlier releases into the SCP specifications.

T3-030844 is a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-6 on: Turnaround Time. It was commented that this CR would mandate a check in the terminal that is not necessary. It was stated that this issue was discussed for more than 9 months. It was further stated that there are some input documents attempting to clarify this. On the CR it was commented that it may have an impact on related test specifications. Nokia does not agree on the introduction of the CR as most of the terminals accept the 16 etu and as there is no need to introduce an additional check on the terminal. The discussion documents T3-030866 and T3-030897 were presented in this context (see discussion below). It was stated that only "few" cards are affected and that this should not prevent from evolving towards the future. Therefore it was proposed to add a note. It was further mentioned that T3 could wait on the SCP decision on this issue as there will be a decision on that topic at the next SCP meeting. It was preferred to add a note in T3 and not to object to the SCP CR. This would solve the issue. It was concluded to reject the CR in T3-030844 and to create a new CR in T3-030941 in a way stating that it is recommended (rather than mandating this). T3-030941 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 and was noted. It was stated that the first sentence "UICCs and the terminals compliant with this specification shall wait for 16 ETUs after the leading edge of the start bit of the last received character before transmitting data." containing the requirement for 16 etu has to be removed in order to fulfil what was agreed in order to put this statement into a note. Nokia and Oberthur are in favour of deleting the sentence whereas Axalto is in favour of keeping the sentence. NTT DoCoMo does not agree to remove the sentence, as interoperability problems between SIM and USIM should be avoided. It was further proposed if the sentence was deleted to send an LS to SCP informing them about this and stating that this solved the problem. The Chairman pointed out that the problem has to be solved during the present meeting. It was stated that the only way out of the problem is to align TS 31.102 and not TS 11.11. DNP stated that the technical concerns were presented in the related DNP input documents and that the discussion is not based on concrete examples or products but rather theoretical. DNP requests to keep the 16 etu for sender and to keep the first sentence rather than just putting a recommendation. Nokia proposed to draft a note outlining the existing problem in T3-030947. On T3-030947 it was commented that this was the (offline) agreed version within the different parties preparing this document. It was commented that this text is ok for R99 and Rel-4. It was stated that the CR has no affect on the 3GPP test specification as this only affects the SCP test specification. It was stated that the CR is not linked to the related SCP CR. The CR in T3-030947 was agreed as CR 167. The only change of the Rel-4 version in T3-030979 is in the reference to TS 51.011 rather than TS 11.11. T3-030979 was agreed as CR 168. The understanding of Axalto is that this CR was agreed in order to align the standard with some companies implementation and that this alignment is likely to create incompatibility problems of existing products with new products. Nokia stated that the aim of the CR is to avoid problems for future implementations. Axalto states that this is an introduction of a new requirement to a R99 specification. Axalto further disagrees with the different way of treatment of requirements to be integrated to R99 specifications. Axalto gave an example on the clarification of the PPS in R99 which was rejected as it was seen as an introduction of requirements to R99. 

T3-030846 is a CR to TS 31.101 Rel-6 on: Interface speed enhancements. The author withdrew the document.

11.2.1

Corrections and clarifications

T3-030865 is a CR to TS 11.11 R99 on: Correction to procedures for service #21, 22 and 23. It was stated that this change was incorporated in another CR, which was rejected due to another change. It was concluded to agree on the CR as CR A137 in T3-030948. The corresponding CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4 was agreed as CR 027.

T3-030874 is a CR to TS 11.11 R99 on: Alignment with requirements regarding USSD usage. This CR adds a service code and corrects the SIM application toolkit related procedures. It was stated that the introduction of this is depending on the approval of related SA1 CRs. The related LS in T3-030828 was discussed in this context again. It was stated that SA1 had no feeling for which release this need to be incorporated. T3-030875 is the same CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4. As they add a feature to a frozen release they were both rejected.

T3-030920 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: Essential correction use Byte 2 and Byte 3 in EF_AD. The use of “Additional information” in Administrative Data (EF_AD) is unclear in the specification and is clarified by the CR. It was stated that the reference to TS 02.07 was corrected by the CR in T3-030943. Therefore it was proposed to merge those two CRs. It was commented that the b1=0 does not seem to be correct as normal operation + specific facilities is to be coded as '01'. It was commented that there are two logical combinations (specific facilities or ME manufacturers specific information) possible which leads to a contradiction that need to be resolved. It was commented that this has existed for more than 10 years but it was also stated that if there is an error it need to be fixed. It was concluded to remove the note. It was further concluded to replace the RFU in the CR by "any value" as this is to be coded for ME manufacturer specific information. The CR was revised to T3-031027 and postponed as there was still some discussion on this topic and as there was not enough time to resolve it completely during the meeting. It was stated that the change also applies to other releases of TS 31.102 and TS 11.11. It was concluded to apply the change also to Rel-4 of TS 31.102 onwards in T3-031028 and was postponed. The Rel-5 version in T3-031029 was postponed. The Rel-6 version in T3-031030 was also postponed.

T3-030921 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: Essential correction use Byte 4 in EF_AD. A sentence was added to clarify the default number of digits in the IMSI, when optional Byte 4 (Length of MNC in the IMSI) in EF_AD is not present. It was stated that there was a complex procedure in another specification describing the behaviour in case the ME cannot determine the length of the IMSI therefore it was stated that the CR should not be applied. Nokia agreed with that Gemplus view as there is a procedure and as the CR could be in contradiction with existing procedures. Siemens asked how this will be handled by the terminal. It was proposed to add a reference to the specification where the behaviour is described instead of adding the clarification. The CR was noted.

AP#2/29 [Siemens]: come up with a new version of T3-030921 replacing the clarification by a reference to the specification describing the behaviour.

T3-030930 is a CR to TS 11.11 R99: Alignment of EF_HPLMN Search period with TS 22.011 and TS 23.122. The CN and SA specifications were changed so that a periodic search also included any higher priority PLMNs and not just the HPLMN. At present, the T3 specifications still refer to the HPLMN only. This is fixed with this CR. It was stated that this was missed and need to be corrected. It was stated that the change does only seem to change the name of the file but not the functionality. It was commented that the change of the coding is also a change of the functionality and that this need to be reflected in the CN1 specification. It was confirmed that this was included in NP-010186 and N1-010489. T-Mobile does not see any change of behaviour from the cards point of view. It was emphasized that the terminals behaviour will be changed. It was concluded to revise the document to T3-031017 and agreed as A138. T3-031018 is the related CR to TS 51.011 and agreed as CR 028.

T3-030943 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: removal of reference to TS 02.07. The CR was revised to T3-031031 and agreed as CR 029.

T3-030944 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: removal of reference to TS 04.08. The CR was revised to T3-031032 after changing the references as reference [47] to TS 24.008 already exists and agreed as CR 030.

. 

T3-031006 is a CR to TS 51.011 Rel-4: Clarification on terminal PPS procedure. The CR attempts to clarify that the PPS procedure applies when the terminal does not understand the values mentioned by the card in character TA1 of the ATR. Oberthur supports the change. Nokia stated that this is a change of functionality and introduces a discrepancy between TS 11.11 and TS 51.011. It was commented that the sentence is an explanation of what is already in the specification. It was concluded to postpone the document to the next meeting.

T3-030867 is a discussion document on: TS 51.011 Rel-4 platform. The document was withdrawn.

Corrections and clarifications

T3-030945 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-5: correction to SFI description. The corresponding CRs were approved at the last meeting for R99 and Rel-4 and an action to check on the need for the CRs was given at T. The CR was agreed in principal and will be merged into the CR in T3-031034. The same CR to Rel-6 in T3-030946 was agreed in principal as well and will be merged in T3-031035. It was stated that a new test case may be required. It was asked why it was changed from recommended to optional and why it was not set to mandatory. It was clarified that it was recommended before and that for backward compatibility issues it cannot be made mandatory.

AP#3/29 [Jean-Francois Rubon]: Merge T3-030945 into T3-031034 and T3-030946 into T3-031035 and provide final version to the secretary ASAP.

T3-030963 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Clarification of “free” entry in EF_EXT1/EF_EXT4. In this CR the indication of “free” record in EF_EXT1 in case of its record type ‘00’ is clarified. After the purge procedure, the record marked as “free” is set to ‘00 FF…FF’ instead of ‘FF…FF’. A ‘Note’ in purge procedure section is removed and the pre-personalization value of EF_EXT4 is set to ‘00 FF…..FF’. The CR was agreed as CR 195. The Rel-4 version of the CR in T3-030964 was agreed as CR 196. The Rel-4 version of the CR in T3-031036 was agreed as CR 197. The Rel-4 version of the CR in T3-031037 was agreed as CR 198

T3-030636 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Correction to Universal PIN. The CR was postponed at the last meeting as no conclusion could be reached. During this meeting it was stated that the Universal PIN is optional for the UICC but mandatory for the terminal. It was commented that as for R99 only single verification cards exist this change was not necessary. It was stated that for Rel-4 of the specification the concerned section does not exist. DNP stated that the CR is necessary. From a USIM perspective the text is correct. It was stated that this is a change to R99 and it was questioned if it was essential enough. The concern is related to R99 terminals with Rel-4 USIM. It was stated that R99 UICC do also support Universal PIN. It was stated that the description of the Universal PIN in TS 102 221 only applies to R99 terminals but that R99 cards do not have to support this. Oberthur and G&D prefer not to implement the CR as everything is already stated in the specifications. It was stated that T3 put the restriction to the R99 UICC to have singe verification USIMs only in R99 of TS 31.102. It was concluded to note the document.

T3-030670 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Corrections on files for support of GSM services using USIM / NIA. This CR was attached to an LS sent to SA1. The CR was revised to T3-030989 and agreed as CR 170. The Rel-4 version in T3-030990 and agreed as CR 171, the Rel-5 version in T3-030991 was agreed as CR 172. The Rel-6 version in T3-030992 was agreed as CR 173.

T3-030731 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Support of GSM services on USIM. The CR was revised to T3-030993 and agreed as CR 174. The Rel-4 version in T3-030994 and agreed as CR 175, the Rel-5 version in T3-030995 was agreed as CR 176. The Rel-6 version in T3-030996 was agreed as CR 177.

T3-030703 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Expansion of Message Waiting Indication Status EF. The CR was revised to T3-030977 and a reference to TPUDH was deleted. It was commented that there might be other files than the ones listed in the CR affected as well. The CR was agreed as CR 190.

T3-030733 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Corrections on files for support of GSM services using USIM – ASCI Files. The CR was revised to T3-030997 and agreed as CR 178. The Rel-4 version in T3-030998 and agreed as CR 179, the Rel-5 version in T3-030999 was agreed as CR 180. The Rel-6 version in T3-031000 was agreed as CR 181.

T3-030705 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Precision on turnaround guardtime. The CR was superseded by a new version and was therefore noted.

T3-030674 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Phonebook enhancement (support of photo IDs). The CR was postponed at the last meeting and is a revised version of T3-030592. The revision was not made available at the T3#28.

T3-030840 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Turnaround time. This document as well as the Rel-4 version in T3-030841 and the Rel-5 version in T3-030842 was rejected as it was discussed already (see T3-030844).

T3-030852 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Phonebook type improvement. The CR was withdrawn.

T3-030853 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Addition of URLs in phonebook. As the CR was to Rel-6 it and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030854 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Addition of file pointers in phonebook. As the CR was to Rel-6 it and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030855 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Storage of Multimedia Elements. This document was discussed in the messaging splinter group. The MMS ad hoc stated that they want to distinguish between the storage of the MM and MM elements. The CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030856 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: MMS storage. A new DF is added in DF_TELECOM. The related EFs are added in the directory file in order to store the list of multimedia messages stored (EF_MML, EF_MMIF,) with reference to their constituting data in EF_MMn files. The CR was agreed by the ad hoc meeting. Nokia commented that the proposed implementation would not happen in real life as it is much too complex. It was further commented that the SCP is currently working on mechanisms for large files and communication protocols. As SCP delegates present at the meeting stated that these features will not be available for Rel-6 it was commented that T3 should wait until SCP is ready and provide the appropriate mechanisms. It was stated that T3 could do some work independently of SCP as it is initiated by T3 and as it is a T3 topic. It was proposed to ask SA1 on this solution and ask if they prefer to have it in Rel-6. It was pointed out that SA decided to introduce this feature in Rel-6. Nokia stated that the proposed solution is not implementable for a terminal. TIM stated that they want to have this feature and that a switch to a large file mechanism could be done as soon as it is available. As the date for the Rel-6 closure is not defined yet, T3 could still wait a bit longer for the outcome of SCP work on large file in order to be able to incorporate it to Rel-6. Therefore it was proposed to postpone the issue. T-Mobile commented that this complex solution seems not to be feasible for terminal manufacturers as they already face problems with the Phonebook feature. Therefore T-Mobile strongly recommends to wait for a clean solution to be provided by SCP. It was proposed to send an LS to SCP on this issue and to highlight that large files are important for T3. It was reported that the MMS ad hoc also discussed on where to store the actual MM and it was stated that this could not be agreed upon. It was stated that the DF_MMS could be easily moved to a different place if there are objections to placing it underneath the DF_TELECOM. It was stated that SCP should provide the concept on how to store the data. Oberthur commented that T3 should give SCP a deadline and exact requirements on the general concept. They also commented that the large file WI could be an answer to this but that there might also be other mechanisms that are suitable for this solution. The document was noted. The LS was provided in T3-030953.

T3-030857 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Network Parameter Provisioning. As the CR was to Rel-6 it and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030858 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Reservation of missing File IDs. As the CR was to Rel-6 it and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030863 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Correction to SFI for phonebook synchronisation. This CR defines SFI ‘YY’ as ‘mandatory’. It was commented that there is no value for the SFI and it was stated that this CR is a consequence of a CR that was approved at the last meeting that changed this type of SFI to mandatory. It was commented that the assignment of the value is still not clarified by setting 'YY' to mandatory. It was asked if the CR is an essential correction rectifying a change to R99. It was proposed to move the sentence approved at the last meeting in T3-030736 to a different clause. As this was discussed at the last meeting already this proposal was noted. T3-030980 was created to solve the issue. DNP agrees with the CR. The CR was agreed as CR 191. The following CRs were also agreed but will be made available after the meeting:

T3-031033, the companion CR for Rel-4 was agreed as CR 192

T3-031034, the companion CR for Rel-5 was agreed as CR 193

T3-031035, the companion CR for Rel-6 was agreed as CR 194

AP#4/29 [Jean-Francois Rubon]: Provide documents T3-031033-1035 ASAP after the meeting 

T3-030864 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Correction to Annex G 'Phonebook Example'. This CR reflects the SFI correction in T3#28 in an informative annex. It was stated that a change to an informative annex to R99 is not possible. The CR should be applied to Rel-6. It was proposed to remove the synchronisation in R99 to Rel-5 and to add the correction to Rel-6 only. This proposal was concluded. The CR in T3-030864 was revised to T3-030954 for Rel-6 and it was stated that the SFI should only be in table G.3 but not in table G.1 as there is a risk of inconsistency. The CR was agreed as CR 199. The related CRs removing the synchronisation from the example were provided in T3-030955 for R99, T3-030956 for Rel-4 and T3-030957 for Rel-5. T3-030955 is a revision of a document seen at a previous meeting. The CR was agreed as CR 186. T3-030956 for Rel-4 was agreed as CR 187. T3-030957 for Rel-5 was agreed as CR 188. Even if the change is to an informative annex it was emphasized that the change is essential as it could lead to wrong implementation.

T3-030876 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Alignment with requirements regarding USSD usage. T3-030876 as well as the Rel-4 version of the CR in T3-030877 and the Rel-5 version in T3-030878 were all rejected as they are an addition of feature. The Rel-6 version of the CR in T3-030879 was discussed in the splinter group session. It was commented that this CR needs to be attached to the LS in T3-030929. Therefore it was noted.

T3-030902 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Different length indications for CK and IK. This CR modifies the variable length of CK and IK to a fixed length of 16 bytes. It was stated that this is not an essential correction that has to be applied to that early release. It was stated that the introduction of the variable for the keys was intentional in order to allow longer keys in future. It was clarified that the terminal shall reject values from the card, which are shorter than 16 bytes. It was concluded to reject the CR. The corresponding CR to Rel-4 in T3-030903, to Rel-5 in T3-030904 and to Rel-6 in T3-030905 were also rejected.

T3-030906 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: Summary of editorial changes as follows: NOTE 3 in the description of the public phone book EF_ADN was changed, regarding the description of a public phone book in chapter 4.6.·EF_XXX for “Image Instance Data Files” in chapter “Files of USIM” under DF_GRAPHICS was added. It was commented that the note 3 was correct and that the change is not correct. Therefore the first change was rejected. On the introduction of the EF_XXX it was asked what the exact intention was. It was stated that this related to the image instance date file. The EF_XXX was meant to be a reminder to the community that there might be additional files under DF_Graphics. It was stated that there should be an explanation or definition of what EF_xxx stands for. It was agreed to put EF_IIDFn instead and to add IIDF (Image Instance Data File) to the abbreviations section. The revision was agreed as CR 189 in T3-030958. 

T3-030907 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99 on: Removal of reference to TS 02.07. The CR removes TS 02.07 in the list of references and replaced references to TS 02.07 by references to TS 22.101. The reason for change was slightly modified and the CR was agreed as CR 163 in T3-030959. The corresponding CR to Rel-4 in T3-030960 was agreed as CR 164. The CR to Rel-5 in T3-030961 was agreed as CR 165. The Rel-6 version of the CR was agreed as CR 166 in T3-030962.
T3-030908 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 - New service Launch Synchronization. As the CR was to Rel-6 it and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030922 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6: Phonebook type Improvement. As the CR was to Rel-6 it and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030923 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6: Provisioning of MMS server addresses on the USIM. As the CR was to Rel-6 it and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030931 is a CR to TS 31.102 R99: Alignment of EF_HPLMN Search period with 22.011 and 23.122. NTT DoCoMo expressed some concern and proposed to keep the abbreviation for the file as EF_HPLMN rather than changing this to EF_HPPLMN in order to avoid confusion and to avoid problems with testing tools and other tools. NTT DoCoMo The CR was agreed as CR 182 in T3-031019. The Rel-4 version was agreed as CR 183 in T3-031020. The Rel-5 version was agreed as CR 184 in T3-031021. The Rel-4 version was agreed as CR 185 in T3-031022.

11.3.2

Other issues

T3-030898 is a discussion document on: “free” phonebook entry in EF_ADN /EF_EXT1. In this document the addition of a clear description of “free” records of EF_ADN/EF_EXT1 is proposed and the following possibility shown:

“free” EF_ADN: 'FF…FF'

“free” EF_EXT1: '00FF…FF' or 'FF…FF'

When a terminal deletes a phonebook entry, those codings should be applied. It was commented that in the definition of the extension the value 'FF...FF' is not valid. It was further commented that 3GPP has no concern with phase 1 GSM terminals. The author clarified that the intention is to create a clear description on what a free entry is, similar to existing definitions for EF_SMS or EF_SMSR. It was commented that if it was difficult to specify a value for R99 it should at least be clarified for Rel-6. The author commented that an unclear coding of EF_EXT1 could cause problems. It was stated that there has not been any problem so far. It was asked if '00' in the first byte of EF_EXT1 which is "unknown" in TS 31.102 is to be understood as "free". It was stated that 'FF' is not a valid value for the first byte in EF_EXT1. It was stated that the contradiction in the different parts of TS 31.102 is related to the purge procedure. It was concluded that the purge procedure need to be changed. Furthermore Annex E need to be changed to reflect this for EXT4. It was concluded to create the CR to TS 31.102 for R99 in T3-030963. Some further corrections to the EXTn files in Rel-4 had to be done. The Rel-4 version of the CR was provided in T3-030964. It was also concluded to remove the existing note. It was further asked if the situation for EF_ADN also need to be clarified and Nokia stated that they set all bytes to 'FF' in case an entry was deleted. This was confirmed by Ericsson. It was proposed to explicitly clarify it in Rel-6. 

T3-030899 is a discussion document on: inconsistency of FDN/BDN/ACL unsupported terminal's behaviour between TS 31.102 and TS 22.101. The aim of the document is to clarify which of the statements in either TS 31.102 or 22.101 is correct. In TS 22.101 the making or receiving of calls is not allowed if the ME does not support FDN and if FDN is enabled. In TS 31.102 the receiving of calls is still allowed. It was commented that SMS are not restricted in any way. It was asked how the ME could determine if FDN is enabled but does not support FDN and the history on how this was introduced was given. It was stated that either SA1 need to align their specification with our specification or we have to align our specification with their specification. It was concluded to send an LS to SA1 to ask them to align TS 22.101 with TS 31.102 in T3-030981. NTT DoCoMo was further asked to provide related input documents to the next SA1 meeting.

Corrections and clarifications

T3-030706 postponed at the last meeting was superseded by T3-030843, which is a CR to TS 31.103 Rel-5 on: Turnaround Time. T3-030897 is a discussion document on: basis of 16 etu deletion on TS 102 221. The purpose of the document is to clarify the basis of 16-etu deletion on TS 102 221. It further lists some reasons why this deletion should not have been done. The document was noted.

T3-030814 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-5 on: Cell Broadcast Data Download. The messaging splinter group discussed the document and Vodafone stated that they object to a Rel-5 change. It was concluded not to discuss on for which release the CR should apply during the splinter group. The Rel-6 version of the CR was made available in T3-030815. It was asked if CB only works in the home environment and it was stated that this was important as the card is owned by the network operator. It was stated that there is a specific range of message IDs that are set by the network operator. The conclusion of the messaging splinter group was to propose the CR to T3 for agreement. It was stated that the term UMTS needed to be replaced by UTRAN as UMTS shall not be used in 3GPP specifications. It was asked if TS 31.111 is the only affected document or if there also need to be a change to TS 31.102 and it was clarified that there is no change required to TS 31.102. It was commented that there is a change necessary to TS 31.115 for Rel-6 and to TS 23.048 for Rel-5. It was further commented that Rel-5 is closed and that the change needs to be carried out for Rel-6 only. It was reminded that SA1 requested this to be implemented for Rel-5. It was stated that there was no decision in SA1 on the release and T3-030827 was consulted. In this LS the indicated Release 5 and 6. It was concluded to provide proactively the CRs for Rel-5 and Rel-6 and to leave it up to T to decide on the implementations for which Release. The document was revised to T3-031001 and agreed as CR 101. The Rel-6 version in T3-030815 was revised to T3-031002 and agreed as CR 102. It was clarified that the terminal profile bit for CB in GERAN can be reused for UTRAN. It was commented that the maximum data that could be sent is quite large and it was questioned how this amount of data will be transferred over the interface. It was clarified that the CB message will be divided into CB blocks as described in the CR. It was asked if command chaining is needed to realize this. It was emphasized that the interface to the card remained the same as for GERAN. It was clarified that for cards that have been implemented according to TS 23.048 may not be compliant after the introduction of this mechanism. It was clarified that this is not the case and that this is to be seen as a correction to the specification. Nokia expressed their concern to apply the change to Rel-5. The related CR to TS 23.048 was made available as T3-031003 (see below). The related CR to TS 31.115 was made available as T3-031004 (see below).

T3-030869 is a CR to TS 31.111 R99 on: Alignment with requirements regarding USSD usage. As the CR is an addition of feature to a frozen release it was rejected as well as T3-030870 to Rel-4 and T3-030871 to Rel-5. The Rel-6 version in T3-030951 was made available.

T3-030951 was discussed in the messaging splinter group and it was proposed to attach the CR to the LS to be sent to T2. 

T3-030951 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-6 an: Alignment with requirements regarding USSD usage. The document was noted.

T3-030872 is CR to TS 11.14 R99 on: Alignment with requirements regarding USSD usage. As the CR is an addition of feature to a frozen release it was rejected. The corresponding CR in T3-030873 to TS 51.014 was rejected as well.

T3-030881 is a CR to TS 51.014 on: Suppression of 3G packet services in a GSM specification. As the category of the CR is editorial change it was noted. 

T3-030882 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-6 on: Align the OPEN CHANNEL command with the specific 3G Quality Of Service (QoS). It was commented that there is a slight problem for UMTS as a bearer. Therefore a different wording needed to be found to express this. Gemplus strongly objects to this CR and states that T3-030894 is a related input document. Nokia proposed to refer to the list of existing parameters rather than listing them there. It was stated that the terminal profile might need to be modified as well. As this CR is for Rel-6 it was proposed to postpone the CR to the next meeting. This was concluded. Vodafone expressed that they want to see the feature implemented. As the CR was to Rel-6 and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030884 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-6 on: New command Launch Synchronization. As the CR was to Rel-6 and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030889 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-6 on: Addition of Video Calling in SETUP CALL. This change adds the ability to set up video calls from SIM Toolkit applications by modifying the SETUP CALL command. A new letter class is introduced to indicate this extension. It was stated that the CR does not affect test specifications as there is no test specification for USAT at the moment. The CR was agreed in T3-030984 as CR 100. The related LS to SCP in order to inform them about the issue was provided in T3-030985. 

T3-030895 is a CR to TS 11.14 R99 on: Clarification on OPEN CHANNEL for QoS parameters. It was stated that this is a CR to a frozen release and it was asked if there is a need for the CR. It was commented that it is already clear enough and that the change is not needed. It was suggested to leave it as is as the default parameters to be used are already to be chosen according to the specification. It was concluded to apply this change to Rel-6 of TS 31.111 only. This CR was provided in T3-030988. As the CR was to Rel-6 and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030896 is a CR to TS 11.14 R99 on: Clarification on user confirmation for OPEN CHANNEL. The CR clarifies the description of the OPEN CHANNEL COMMAND for CSD and GPRS. It was emphasised that all existing implementations would still be compliant to the specification. Vodafone has some reservations as it may make the behaviour unpredictable for the terminal if a user confirmation is going to happen or not. Cingular is in favour of the CR in order to allow data download. It was commented that for the CSD the change is not that important bur for GPRS it would be important. It was commented that billing issues in particular for CSD are up to the network operator but difficult to realize that the user is not charged. As the user will be charged a user confirmation is required. Nokia supported to add the change to GPRS but to not apply it for CSD. Vodafone prefers to apply the change only for Rel-6. Gemplus stated that this was introduced into the specification by mistake and that it need to be corrected in order to allow the usage of BIP for earlier releases. The document was revised to T3-030986 and agreed as CR A218. T3-030987 was allocated for the corresponding CR to TS 31.111 R99. It was stated that the consequences if not approved have to be clear that it would leave a misalignment to the SA1 specifications. The CR in T3-030987 was agreed as CR 103. The changes do not apply for later releases as this is covered in TS 102 223. It was commented that it is historical politics within T3 related to changes of requirements in R99 and that there are different ways T3 decides but no strict rules. It was stated that the same kind of change may also be necessary for the CLOSE CHANNEL and the following action was given. It was further stated that the CR is modifying a requirement and that this shall not be accepted for R99.

AP#6/29 [Jean-Francois Rubon]: Come up with a proposed CR to adapt the clarification on the user confirmation for the CLOSE CHANNEL in case the related CR in T3-030986 is approved at T.

T3-030913 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-6 on: MMS Management by USAT. As the CR was to Rel-6 and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030914 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-6 on: Display Multimedia Messages from the (U)SIM. As the CR was to Rel-6 and due to lack of time the CR was postponed to the next meeting.

T3-030917 is a CR to TS 31.111 R99 on: Add the Network measurement information for UTRAN in PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION functionality. It was stated that the CR appears to be an addition of feature. It was proposed to send an LS to CN1 to ask on some feedback for this CR. The LS was provided in T3-031024. It concluded to apply the change to Rel-6 (in T3-031023) only and to postpone it to the next meeting. The CRs to R99 in T3-030917 and the Rel-4 T3-030918 as well as the Rel-5 version in T3-030919 were rejected.

T3-030952 is a CR to TS 31.111 Rel-6 on: Notification Handling for MMS Management by USAT. It was concluded to postpone the document to the next meeting.

2) Not to follow T2’s recommendation to go for CGEQREQ, which would add again some sub-parameters, which the (U)SAT applications don’t really need to control.

Axalto does not agree to this as there is a need for some applications to rely on a certain QoS. Vodafone does not agree to change frozen releases as there are implementations available. It was commented that for Toolkit application developers it may be very difficult to determine which of QoS parameters to use as they are not expected to be network experts. It was stated that it should be mandatory to provide that details but that it is not mandatory for the terminal to follow these details. The related CR was proposed and provided in T3-030895 (see above).

T3-030836 is a discussion paper on: WLAN-SIM solution for I-WLAN Authentication. In this document Gemplus proposes that T3 confirms its wish to standardize an optional WLAN specific application on UICC in line with WLAN-SIM and subsequently will lead the effort in drafting the Technical Specification accordingly. It was asked what the security concern is related to ADN. Furthermore it was asked why the existing WLAN-SIM was based on the SIM rather than the UICC. It was clarified that the network operators that are represented in the WLAN consortium wanted to have the application based on the SIM. It was commented that the currently existing WLAN consortium specification is for pilots only and that it needs to be based on the UICC for the future. It was commented that the request to endorse the document is strange. It was emphasized that T3 is invited to base the work within T3 on this. It was stated that SA1 should be consulted in case the separate UICC application as there was no support at SA1 when the idea was presented some time ago. It was stated that SA1 do not be concerned about an implementation detail. It was proposed to call for an ad hoc on this issue. Nokia stated that the Work Item that was approved was purely for the interworking with WLAN and that a separate WLAN application would be out of the scope of T3. It was stated by Gemplus that the proposed solution is perfectly within the scope of the work item and that there are purely minor technical details on if the functionality need to be put under an ADF or an DF. It was proposed to establish an official liaison with the WLAN consortium and it was stated that there is no immediate need as T3 could define their own solution. Nokia objects to having an ad hoc as the scope seems not to be clear enough. Gemplus does not agree as there will be a lot of topics to be discussed on I-WLAN and invites Nokia to bring contributions on EAP-AKA. It was concluded to wait with the ad hoc meeting until some response in an LS to be sent was received. Furthermore it was stated that unofficial meetings could take place to progress the work. 

T3-030847 is a CR to TS 31.102 Rel-6 on: I-WLAN provisioning. Nokia was concerned that the CR introduced too many mandatory files. Axalto clarified that the intention of the CR is to start the discussion and to receive some kind of feedback. It was proposed to put all the files/parameters in an LS to the appropriate groups in order to get some feedback on which of the parameters are sensitive to be put on the card.
