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3GPP T3 AdHoc SWG on TS 31.048 requests a clarification on the expected Status Word the Read Binary command.

Two behaviours are opposed:

1- Status Word 9000 is expected after a Read Binary (Gemplus, Orga, Oberthur Car System)

2- Status Word 61xx or 90 00 is expected after a Read Binary (Microelectronica Espanola)

The group agrees that for a case 2 command, the Status Word shall be 61xx if Le < Luicc, but in the second behaviour, Luicc is interpreted as the remaining bytes that are readable in the file, therefore if the Read Binary reads, for example, the 2 first bytes of a file of 10 bytes, the card sends the 2 bytes and 6108 as Status Word. In case of Le=10 the expected SW is 90 00 for both interpretations.

Are both behaviours acceptable or only one of them?
