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Introduction

There appears to be broad agreement in the communications industry that a single set of global NGN standards is desirable.  To facilitate that desired goal, one single IMS Specification applied to both fixed and mobile access is necessary. 

Discussion

The 3GPP Release 6 specifications made great steps in addressing the IMS needs of the mobile industry. However, some enhancements have been identified that are necessary to address the requirements of the fixed industry.  It is in the best interest of carriers that want to rapidly deploy NGN capabilities that these IMS enhancements are completed and in place to meet the TISPAN Release 1 schedule.

Proposal

To assure that goal is met, T-Mobile proposes that the 3GPP utilize its “early implementation” mechanism for features and capabilities that are needed in the marketplace prior to the official completion of Release 7. This would allow for the timely completion of the necessary enhancements to IMS and would ensure that TISPAN does not have to wait for the completion of the full Rel7 for these enhancements to become available.
