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1. Overall Description:

In the joint 3GPP-TISPAN  ad-hoc meeting on supplementary services 27th – 28th November 2006 in Budapest, Hungary it was recognized that synergies concerning the handling of Supplementary Services in ETSI TISPAN NGN and 3GPP IMS Multimedia Telephony should be exploited. 
While it was the general understanding of the meeting that in the long term it would be desirable to have only a single set of specifications to describe Supplementary Services no common view existed when and how this should happen.
However, in the meantime a Joint Maintenance Procedure was considered beneficial:

As long as 3GPP and TISPAN are responsible for their respective specifications the following additions to the current change request procedures are agreed:  
1. Modifications to specifications can be prepared in either of the Technical Bodies but are required to be presented in the Technical Working Group that owns the Specifications.

2. Once such modifications  are agreed, the Technical Working Group of either Technical Body sends the package to the Technical Working Group that owns the specifications through Liaison Statement. 

3. These modifications need to be agreed in the Technical Working Group that owns the specifications. The agreement should be communicated back to the originator Technical Body by means of e.g. a reply Liaison Statement. 

4. The Plenary of the Technical Body owning the specifications will have the responsibility for final approval of the CRs.

5. Conference Calls and collocated meetings are recommended to streamline the work
