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1 Introduction

TS 23.122 section 4.4.3.1 mandates that the UE shall always select in priority its last RPLMN or an ePLMN when recovering from out of coverage or at power-on.
Some operators rely on this feature for optimum operation of their network but this may not be ideal for all networks.
The problem with attempting to the register on the HPLMN is discovering whether it is there or not, following 23.122 would require a full band scan which is not optimum.
The problems associated with this are captured in Section 6.11 of 22.811, 

2 Actions

It is asked that 3GPP study and specify solutions to allow operator control of the PLMN selection behaviour

E.g.

On switch on the UE will either 

Try to register to the RPLMN (current specification)

or

Will register on the HPLMN or EHPLMN if available, (optimised mechanism required to discover if the HPLMN is present)
