1	Overall description
RAN2 has discussed the R2D transmission which determines the Msg1 resource(s) during the A-IoT random access procedure, and RAN2 has made the following agreements:
· [bookmark: _Hlk199488696]The start of the first set of MSG1 resources is indicated by the Paging message directly instead of the new R2D trigger message;
· The R2D trigger message is not sent in CFRA procedure.
Note: For “R2D trigger message”, RAN2 has agreed to use a different message name “Access Trigger Message” in MAC specification.	Comment by OPPO - Yumin Wu: Since RAN1/RAN4 does not notice that the paging message include a NAS container for the device ID/ group ID, it is probably safer to let them know that the processing of the paging message needs the processing of the NAS message before sending MSG1. We suggest to add an extra Note as follows:

Note: When the start of the first set of MSG1 resources is indicated by the Paging message, the UE transmits the MSG1 after processing the Paging message including the device ID/group ID contained in the NAS container.
