	1) S5-211abcd0 TSG CT comments on SA5s OpenAPI specifications at SA-90：
Matrixx: Any previous discussions 3GPP wide for 3GPP APIs framework with SA5 level involvement? Need also OAM position
SA5 VC: a couple of months ago, initiative started to a harmonize best practises for use of ETSI Forge in 3GPP specs (not only for OpenAPI): SA5, CT, and some other SA SWGs representatives were involved with Michele Carignani (Forge ETSI expert). Did not continue.
Ericsson: should be SA5 level decision. Option to reorganize CH APIs to separate the small part for cross-reference. 
Matrixx: is SA5 the only group? should be futureproof for further cooperation with other standards organization (other definitions in the market). E.g. 5GAA with resources definitions
Huawei: only SA5 is producing their own stage 3. If OAM aligns with CT we would be aligned.
SA5 VC: concur with Gerald a futureproof solution should be considered. Possible in the future e.g. for CH to enter RAN domain, and unlikely to get RAN on board in aligning with CT TS 29.501 and also use the same repository. 
We need to first wait for OAM decision.
Matrixx: NSPA charging across NWDAF and MnS. 
Huawei: with NS first time use of OAM references 
SA5 VC: using full URIs for OAM datatypes was a temporary solution to pass the validation => Need to introduce relative references and this has to be solved with OAM.

2) S5-20xxxxd1 DP ConvergedCharging API for Network Slice
Was presented by Nokia during July Conf call prior to SA5#132e summarizing the cross-dependency with CT WGs specifications and proposing options for Network Slice Charging.
This DP was not submitted to SA5#132e due to no consensus on option 3 (instead the option 1 prevailed). 

Matrixx: with the coming CH NS SID we will still have to cross-reference between CT and OAM. Any requirements from Operators? GSMA NG?

SA5 VC: no specific requirements received from Operators. GSMA NG may more focus on Network functional behavior rather than APIs within the Network.
