(5.2.2.1) An AF uses the Command service Disable operation to permanently disable the capability of AIoT Device(s) to transmit RF signals, and the AIOTF uses the commands described in clause 5.2.2.3 towards the AIoT Device for the operation.
(5.2.2.3) When the AIoT Device has received and verified a Permanent Disable command, it shall no longer respond to the inventory procedure.
To implement the above stage-2 requirements, the AIoT device NAS layer informs to lower layers that the AIoT device is permanently disabled after sending a PERMANENT DISABLE COMPLETE message.

3. Conclusions
The NAS layer informs to lower layers that the AIoT device is permanently disabled.
4. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.369.
