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1. Overall Description: 
Because of the current open issue in RAN3 about the support of the LTM modification, RAN2 discussed the matter in the RAN2#132 meeting, and the following was agreed:
RAN2 to send an LS to RAN3 to ask to implement the necessary signalling in order to support the proper modification of an LTM candidate (i.e., not relying on the LTM cancel procedure).
RAN2 would like to provide additional information about the support for the modification of LTM-related configurations and what type of modifications shall be supported.
According to the current RAN2 signalling in TS 38.331, a target node can provide an LTM candidate configuration within a container (OCTET STRING) which is related to the field ltm-CandidateConfig-r18 within LTM-Candidate.
In addition to this, the target node can provide further LTM-related configuration outside of the LTM candidate configuration. Such configurations are related to the following fields:

In this case, the target node shall be able to add, modify, or release any of the listed parameters and the ltm-CandidateConfig-r18 without the need of initiating a cancellation procedure and re-inititate the LTM preparation from start. In fact, modifying LTM-related configuration means that target node shall be able to signal to source node either a “toAddModList” field or “toRelease” field (or both) within having to release the whole LTM candidate configuration.
