Annex X: Hiding Process
If a contribution contains the internal description of an unpublished SAGE algorithm, such as source code, the contribution needs to follow the hiding process:
NOTE:	The description of usage of interface does not need hiding process.
1. Contributor requests Tdoc number from 3GPP as usual.
2. Contributor creates redacted version of the pCR, and submit to the 3GPP server as usual.
3. Contributor creates non-redacted version of the pCR, and requests rapporteurs for a CC.
4. Rapporteurs will hold the CC after submission deadline, contributors present non-redacted version of the pCR in CC. No comments, just presentation.
5. A specific draft folder in the FTP server of the meeting is created for non-redacted pCRs on Monday of F2F meeting, contributors upload non-redacted pCR to the folder.
6. Contributor presents non-redacted version of the pCR in the meeting, and people can comment as usual. This part of the meeting will not be broadcasted.
7. Revisions can be uploaded in the specific draft folder in the meeting. On Friday afternoon of F2F meeting, this specific draft folder will be deleted.
8. Approved version is made in redacted version, and uploads to the server.
9. The non-redacted version of approved version is uploaded in the specific draft folder.
10. Rapporteurs make non-redacted draft TR and redacted draft TR, keep non-redacted draft TR by themselves and also send it to MCC, and redacted draft TR is uploaded to the server.
The redacted version of the CR, 
- can have normal text description about the purpose of the CR and other related information
- shall NOT have included anything copied from the SAGE PDFs or redacted 3GPP specifications
- includes mainly the history part edited with correction bars
- can be registered and can be uploaded to the 3GPP portal and/or ftp-server
The non-redacted version of the CR (e.g. refer to S3-251872 [aa])
- can have normal description about the purpose of the CR
- filename and heading should be marked like this: (non-redacted)
- can have copied content from the pdf-version, and the any changes should be marked according to 3GPP rules and produced on the corresponding 3GPP specification baseline
- includes changes to the history
- SHALL NOT be uploaded to the 3GPP portal and ftp-server
