5.X	Use Case #<A> Defining the Lifecycle and Runtime Behaviour of NDT Jobs
5.X.1	Description
The NDTJob lifecycle is not clear, there are some items open to interpretation and some items missing which are described below. 
There is an existing requirement that specifies that the MnS Consumer should be able to control the lifecycle of the simulation activities see REQ-DTLCM-02 in TS 28.561, Clause 5.1.3.
The NDT MnS Producer receives a request from the MnS Consumer to create a job. 
Upon receiving the request, the NDT MnS Producer instantiates and executes the job simulation/emulation immediately. 
According to TS 28.561, clause 4.4, creation and execution is handled in a single use-case. Whereas in TS 28.561, clause 6.4, there is a separate creation and execution interaction between the MnS Consumer and MnS producer. 

Some further examples where the Lifecycle of the NDTJob needs further clarity:

· Being able to find the associated NDTReport from a given NDTJob invocation is not feasible if the same NDTJob is used multiple times. 
· Being able to retrieve the NDTReport(s) from NDTJobs where the NDTJobs have been removed from the 3GPP Management system as the NDTReport refers to the DN name of the NDTJob in the ndtJobRef attribute. 
· There is no stage 2 and stage 3 for the suspension operation of the NDTJobs, in addition, there is a no requirement for the resumption of suspended NDTJobs. 
· The consequences of reconfiguring the NDTJob is not clear. (there is no procedure described in TS 28.561 clause 6.4)








5.X.2	Potential requirements
REQ-DTLCM-X: The 3GPP management system should support a capability to enable an authorized MnS consumer to monitor the lifecycle state of an NDTJob instance. 
REQ-DTLCM-Y: The 3GPP management system may support a capability to enable an authorized MnS Consumer(s) to execute the same/re-configured NDTJob multiple times.
