Summary of 2016 H1 Income and Expenditure and Year End Forecast
The Secretary presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for the first half of 2016 [3GPP/OP#36(16)05].  It was noted that, at the time of writing the report, an over spend of approximately 20kEUR was expected by the year end.  This had been due to unforeseen expenses incurred during the year.  However, more recent information suggested that the TTCN development task (Task Force 160) would not be able to use all of the allocated budget, since test descriptions under development in RAN5 would not be completed in time.  This was likely to result in a year end situation of an under spend rather than over spend as initially expected.  The Partners noted the income and expenditure report.
