The meeting focused on two main issues; the accountability of the income and expenditure that had taken place during year 2018 and the calculation of Partner payments for 2019. These two issues are addressed in the next two sections.
2 Year 2018 Income and Expenditure
FFG received and reviewed a comprehensive report of the income and expenditure of the Mobile Competence Centre in year 2018. The full report has been submitted to this OP meeting as 3GPP/OP#41(19)05.  This led to a financial summary for year 2018 which is submitted to this OP meeting as 3GPP/OP#41(19)06.  In conclusion, the year end situation is as follows:

Year 2019 Funding
The 2019 budget was discussed and agreed during OP#40 in Makuhari, Japan (see report of OP#40 given in OP#41(19)02).  
The 2018 surplus will be credited back to the Partners in proportion to the payments they made in 2018.
The 2019 Partner payments have been calculated taking into account the number of Individual Members declared by each Partner on 4 February 2019.  The contribution that each Partner is required to pay is detailed in document 3GPP/OP#41(19)07.
Recommendation 2:
FFG recommends that the Partners approve the payments required as given in 3GPP/OP#41(19)07, which have been calculated in accordance with the budget set by OP#40.

Orientation of 2020 budget

FFG held a brief discussion on the budget requirements for 2020.  
FFG will prepare by early August 2019 a first draft 2020 budget by remote means, such that it can be distributed as early information to the Partners
FFG will prepare at its September meeting a final draft 2020 budget proposal.
