Actions arising

The Secretary reported that there were no actions ongoing from previous meetings [3GPP/OP#41(19)03].
4
Results from PCG#42 and matters arising

Ms Wang (PCG Chairman) gave a brief summary of the results of the PCG meeting that had taken place the previous day.  The TSG Reports had confirmed the good progress being made in delivering Release 15 and 16 but some uncertainty still remained with regards to the overall Release planning process.  Of particular interest was the slippage reported to PCG#42 with respect to Release 16 (completion now expected March 2020) and the impact that may have to 3GPP-based submissions to the IMT-2020 process.  Brought forward to this OP meeting from the PCG meeting had been the proposal made by the TSG RAN Chairman for the simplification of the manner in which correspondence was handled between 3GPP and the ITU [3GPP/PCG#42(19)25].  After due consideration, it was decided that further thought was required before such a proposal was ready for approval and that this should now be expected at PCG#43.
Action OP41/01:
Revised proposal for the handling of correspondence between 3GPP and the ITU to be prepared by the TSG RAN Chairman for PCG#43 [3GPP/PCG#42(19)25].
5
3GPP Partnership Issues

The Secretary reported that the Mobile Development Group (Market Representation Partner) was no longer in existence and, as such, should be removed from the 3GPP Partnership Agreement [3GPP/OP#41(19)08].  This proposal was approved.

Decision OP41/02:
Mobile Development Group removed from the 3GPP Partnership Agreement [3GPP/OP#41(19)08].
The Secretary reported that the TD Forum (Market Representation Partner) was no longer in existence and, as such, should be removed from the 3GPP Partnership Agreement [3GPP/OP#41(19)09].  This proposal was approved.

Decision OP41/03:
TD Forum removed from the 3GPP Partnership Agreement [3GPP/OP#41(19)09].
Mr Weiler (ETSI) raised two concerns which had recently come to notice with respect to TSDSI: that public statements had been made by their Secretary-General that had the potential to bring 3GPP into disrepute and that TSDSI were pursuing an IMT-2020 submission that was technical different to that developed by 3GPP.
Prof Bhaskar (TSDSI) confirmed that the statements reported in the media were erroneous, did not reflect the sentiment within TSDSI and that all efforts would be made to uphold 3GPP’s good name.

Concerning the IMT-2020 submission, Prof Bhaskar reported that as TSDSI had been unable to secure solutions to their requirements within 3GPP Release 15 they had decided to make a separate submission to the ITU.  The merits of having one homogenous standard were well understood but India had specific needs that went beyond the IMT-2020 requirements and these had not been satisfactorily addressed by 3GPP.  Other partners expressed their concerns that this divergence had the risk of fragmenting the 3GPP results, that this was something the Partners has had fought hard to prevent and which was against the spirit of the Partnership Project.  TSDSI were requested to reconsider their position in light of the information provided at this meeting.

3GPP Funding

6.1
Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

Mr Sumita (Funding and Finance Group Chairman) presented a report on the activities of the Funding and Finance Group that had taken place since the last OP meeting [3GPP/OP#41(19)04].  
Mr. Sumita announced that his tenure at TTC will come to an end on 31 March 2019.  TTC has nominated a successor in the name of Mr. Takashi Koshimizu (former TSG-SA Vice Chair for  2004-2005).  It was recommended that the Partners appoint Mr. Takashi Koshimizu as the Chairman of FFG with effect from 1 April 2019.
Decision OP41/04:
Mr. Takashi Koshimizu (TTC) appointed as Chairman of the Funding and Finance Group from 1 April 2019 [3GPP/OP#41(19)04].
A vote of thanks was recorded for work undertaken by Mr Sumita in his capacity as FFG Chairman.
