2 Year 2019 Income and Expenditure
FFG received and reviewed a comprehensive report of the income and expenditure of the Mobile Competence Centre in year 2019. Year 2020 Funding
The 2020 budget was discussed and agreed during OP#42 in Washington DC, US, (see report of OP#42 given in OP#43(20)02).  
The 2019 surplus will be credited back to the Partners in proportion to the payments they made in 2019.
The 2020 Partner payments have been calculated taking into account the number of Individual Members declared by each Partner on 31 January 2020.  The contribution that each Partner is required to pay is detailed in document 3GPP/OP#43(20)07.
Recommendation 2:
FFG recommends that the Partners approve the payments required as given in 3GPP/OP#43(20)07, which have been calculated in accordance with the budget set by OP#42.
FFG noted the current situation with regards to the Covid-19 virus and the implications for 3GPP expenses.  It was noted that there may be additional expenditure incurred although this may be offset by the savings made in the travel budget.  FFG will consider this impact and provide a more detailed explanation for OP#44.  FFG also noted that a Business Continuity Plan was in place to ensure that MCC services can be continued in the absence of key staff members and that no financial impact was expected unless a significant number of staff were affected at the same point in time.
