5.1
Report from Meeting Hosting Study Group (MHSG)
Dr K.C. Koo (MHSG Convenor) presented a report and recommendations of the Meeting Hosting Study Group [3GPP/OP#44(20)11].  Also presented was a Report which captured the detailed requirements for meeting hosting service levels, funding and decision making [3GPP/OP#44(20)10].  

It was noted that, if the recommendations of MHSG were approved, the future funding and hosting of 3GPP meetings would become the responsibility of the OPs from 2022 onwards.  Ms Miller (ATIS) expressed concern that, given the current uncertainty as to how and when physical meetings would be restored, the implementation of the MHSG recommendations should be deferred.  It was agreed that there remained much uncertainty as to what conditions would prevail in 2021.  The OPs therefore approved the MHSG recommendations for implementation in 2022, acknowledging that the service level may need to be adapted during the transition period.

Mr Holley (ETSI) proposed some minor text amendments for inclusion within the detailed report provided by MHSG [3GPP/OP#44(20)12].  These amendments were approved.  The final version of the Report, including the amendments proposed by ETSI, was made available subsequent to the meeting [3GPP/OP#44(20)15].

It was therefore expected to close the year with approximately 940 kEUR remaining in the budget.
