A request for 3GPP MRP status has been received from the Mitre Ingenuity Open Generation Consortium (OGC).  The request is contained in Annex A (attached).

This request was discussed among the Heads of Delegation by correspondence and during that discussion the following points were noted:

Thank you for your responses concerning this MRP application.

i. The MITRE Corporation and MITRE Engenuity are separate legal entities. Both are non-profit organizations  (501(c)(3) companies). 

ii. MITRE Corporation is an Individual Member in 3GPP (via ATIS).

iii. MITRE Engenuity hosts the  Open Generation Consortium (OGC), which comprises 14 companies that are conducting research in the 5G and unpiloted aerial vehicles space. 

iv. It is the Open Generation Consortium (OGC) that is requesting MRP status in 3GPP, but the Agreement would be signed on their behalf by the legal entity MITRE Engenuity.

Decision required

OGC have confirmed their awareness of the rights and obligations of being an MRP and have stated their readiness to fulfil them.  It also appears that OGC fulfil the basic requirements to become an MRP.
The Partners are requested to consider the application made by OGC and to grant MRP status.

As the Vice President and Chief Acceleration Officer of MITRE Corporation responsible for establishing the mission and vision of MITRE Engenuity, and for overseeing execution of all MITRE Engenuity business, I am writing this request on behalf of MITRE Engenuity Open Generation 5G Industry Collaboration.

MITRE Engenuity is a United States non-profit tech foundation chartered to create generational impact in the public interest.  In 2020, MITRE Engenuity founded Open Generation, or OpenGen, which is a consortium of private industry, non-profits, and universities.   The goal of OpenGen is to study 5G enterprise / vertical applications including drones (UAS), bringing industry experts together from these verticals and then using 5G to accelerate innovation in those ecosystems.  OpenGen defines and tests specific use cases in experimental testbeds, and then makes findings publicly available.  The general public and standards organizations can use OpenGen’s findings to inform technical standards, among other things.  OpenGen believes it satisfies the obligations as outlined in Art. 7 of the 3GPP working procedures.  Further, OpenGen does not develop standards.  MITRE Engenuity, as the chair member of the Open Generation Consortium, would like to become an MRP of 3GPP.
